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Toward Decision On
The Mountainside Board of

' Education announced this
week-that the board and fiio
people of Mountainside soon
must make a decision on
whether to modernize or re-
place Echobrook School. The
present school board fools it
would be wiser to build a'
new structure rather ' than
Ipend a lot of money on the
old building which because of
its age and its location on Rt.
22 still might prove-imsatisi
factory.

The Board's release to news.
papers also suggests that the
new ichool be located te the

vicinity, of Doerfield School
hecnuse the center of the hor-
nufih's school population is in
that area.

The decision on a site must
bo made in the near future
because' of the "aitenishinBly
rapid disappearance of vacant
land in the borough," the re-
lease pointed out. It said land
must be procured now or there
will be "no place to put a
school when the need arises.

THe board stated presently
there is no exploding school
population and that the bor-
ough ,ls not now faced with
the prospect of double ses-

sions, A leveling off of school
population is expected JOIN the
nejft ten or more years with a

' probable increase after .that'
span,

However the disappearance
of available land and the ad-
vancing age of Echobrook
School is "racing the board
and the people of. Mountain-
side to some kind of decision
that will have to be made in
the not too distant future,"
the release continued.

Dr. Edward Nolan, imme-
diate past president of the.
Board of Education who now
is serving as publicity chair-

man, said Tuesday that the
decision on when and what
size school to build can be
be made in the future but the
land must be secured before
all suitable sites are gone.

The board . warned that
"there is enough vacant land
in the vicinity (Deerfield}
now but other interests may
buy it up before the Moun-
tainside public gets its chance,'1

Although neither Dr. Nolan
nor any member of the board
would cdrnment on what lo-
cation the board had in mind
a check of the tax maps shows
that only one site in the Deer-

field School area has enough
land "to meet the recommenda-
tions of the State Board of

.Education, Thai-site is • • - l a n d -
locked tract of about ten
acres in the rear of a commer-
cial area (which fronts on
Rt. 21) between Central ave,
and Summit rd.

The master plan, recently
approved by the borough's
Planning Board, recommends
that the tract bo rer.oned from
residential to "preferred re-
stricted commercial," a new
classification created by the
Planning Board;-""'" :

School and an addition, if nec-

essary, to one of the other,
schools.
