Give municipalities ' the op-
tional fiower to enjoy 'the beae-
fbs of open green acres roninf
with precise procedural safe-
guards to prevent any abuses of
open green acres zoning, _

Such authority, Solotid?, nottj,
ed, would in reality "-authonvze
new techniques in land dovelop-_
.inent in eases where these moth-:
ods are- deemed ar^-opriate by
the local community,"

However, he pointed out, ex-
isting .reRiilations will, continue
to be appropriate for land use
reg-ulation in neighborhoods al-
ready substantially developed or
where single lot regulation Is
indicate-cl or desired.

"find, pleasant linmes in stored
firewood. '

The householder's problom
is 'his; when colder fall we.a-
f «. arrives; these insects pre-
jiii •(; for the winter by nodding
off ' into hibernating slumber
in their woodpile homes.
Then, when brought into the
house where it H wanner, all
too often they think it's spring,
end their -snooze nnrt start to
jii'ianec't for fond.

It's next to impossible to,
control the several types of
firewood pests by conventional
methods when the loss are
stored outside, but it does

• make-sense to thwart them by
keeninfi loss and kinciUnff out-
side until it is time to put
them and the unwelcome in-
se;1'. guests risht on the fire.

Powder-post beetles , are
easily identified ,bv the tidy
pile of fif|o powder thev eject
from the holes they drill into
fireolace loss. They are fond
of such items as rueiie furni-
ture, esnecially when it is
stored indoors in a dry pro-
teried since.

Powder-post .beetles, •prr.b-
homes checked for termites
than^aiiy ~ ofh or ̂ sin':f'«~ insert,
—termites included. Rut piles
of powder are one sign that
termites" never leave,
ablv have frightened more
per-lc i,itn hsvinS their

Wood-dwelling nestles sel-
dom at'ack' painted or varn-
ished wood su-h as clan-
boards; or millwork of a hnuFO,
They, and carpenter ants as
well, prefer to take refuge' in
older, houses, especially if they
can find an iinnroterted sur-
face. Once in the timbers of
a house, they require profes-
sioiial exterminating service,

.Best bet is to be careful
about keepinfl firewood in-
doors too lone, Leave it out-
side, Kirttpa'riek says, and
bring it'in when it Is time to
burn the firewood and your
fion-paj-ing tenants too.
