PARTY BEHAVIOR PATTERNS

Contends People Rarely Get Drunk By Accident
Most people who over-in-

dulge in holiday cheer at that
New Year's party, do so quite
intentionally, a c c o r d i n g to
Robert W, Jones, associate di-
rector of the Rutgers Center of
Alcohol Studies, People rarely
got drunk by accident, he says.

"They may deny it, even to
themselves, but by failing to
take generally known precau-
tions about drinking,' they
•how that they intend to get
loaded "

There arc certain patterns
of party behavior. Jones points
out, which come into play even
before the parly-goer has had
a drink. Some of these party
behavior patterns look like the
effects of alcohol.

When you start out for a
party, chances are you are al-
ready iietins as if you were
somewhat "high," he says,

"Your voice Rets a . little
louder, you find mildly funny

• remarks hilarious, you tend to
be excited and ebullient,"

Jones claims, "It's likely that
y o u r driving, oven before
you've had a drink, is going to
be more carefree than usual,"

IF YOU intend to stay sober,
Jones advises, have a fairly
full meal before you begin
.drinking. A full stomach re-
duces the speed with which al-
cohol passes into the blood-
stream.

Many drinkers think there
are some foods, such as milk,
which carp help prevent drunk-

enness by "lining the stom-
ach." Jones says "they might
as well eat a steak—any high
protein food in the stomach
acts in the same way,"

Another frequently accepted
belief that he disputes is She
effectiveness of coffee as a
sobcriiiH-up device,

"Researchers have estab-
lished that coffee won't sober
you up. The only good it does
is that you're at least not
drinking alcohol during the
time you're drinking coffee,"

Home Economist Lists Suggestions For Fur Care
By CAItOLYN V, VUKNIIS

County Home Economist
If Simla brought you n fur

coat or fur pieces, you will know
that such a i;ift represents a
sizeale amount of money. Lost in
the enthusiasm of receiving such
B gift 1B the information of hosv
to take em'e of such a dclighUul
Rift,

The a m o u n t of wear and
pleasure you get from your furs
depends directly on the care you
givr them. Although furs are for
pleasure and warmth, beware
of some bad habits that can ruin
the appearance of the garment,

For instance, are you Inclined
Lo wear your collars high and
close around the neck? Do you
carry handbags and packages

under the "same arm? Do you
frequently wear heavy necklaces
{Hid bracelets which rub against
your fur coat? Any of these
hi.blts can cause fur to wear
thin in these spots.

There are times when you will
be cullty of one or more o£ the
above habits; try to relieve these
points of, wear by using a scarf
around the neck, switch packages
from arm to arm, and use differ-
ent types of handbags and jew-
elry.

Small rips or tears should be
repaired; as soon as they are dis-
covered. Even the most Sjipon.
Five eont is liable to these small
troubles. If rips or tears are
neglected! they can develop into

a repair job that may require an
entire new skin.

If possible avoid getting furs
"soaking'1 wet, II you do get
them wet, never attempt to dry
them near a radiator in an over-
heated room or crowded closet.
Instead hang the.garment on a
well shaped or padded hanger
and lot it dry where cool, dry
air circulates, SJiake or brush
the garment lightly when It ii
completely dry.

When not in use, always hang
furs on well padded coat hangers
to maintain the neck and should-
er shape, A good, hanger also
provides better support for the
weight of the garment.

Furs should not be hung in a
light place for any length of

time. Strong sunlight will even-
tually discolor and singe fur.
Don't crowd furs on a closet
rack with other garments. Over-
crowding' may crush the fur
along the neck and lapel roll
line.

Protect your furs from moth
damage when not in constant
use. Cold storage is the only
adequate protection during the
summer months. An sir tight
garment bug Ii jatlsfactory %
prevent dust and nioth infection
during the %vinter months.

Do not permit anyone but an
expert furrier to clean your furs.
Careful care -will insure you the
constant warmth, pleaiurc and
pride In your fur coat that you
will expect.
