on both 278 alignments
SUM Sanatoria!eandidateMitthe* j , Rinalde

of Union this week pledged "vigorous opposi-
tion to either of the two alignments pfopoied
for Interatate Route "278," Rlnaldo called the
two proposed paths "another example of the
callous indifference »nd inept planning that
have bean characterigtle of the Hughes Ad-
ministration and its naparfnipfif of Trnno
portatlon,"

"Inept planning hfti ilrejidy tied Union
County ttafflc into knots," he continued,
"Now the State wants to cut a costly swath
through one of the most densely populated
and most highly Industrialized ar tai of New
Jwsey, And Union County is again the victim,"

Rinaldo said Union County — particularly
Linden, Resells, Roselle Park, KenUworth *nd
Union ~ has the "most to lose and me least
to gain" from the*construction of Route 278.
He also maintained that If history repeats
itieU, "Union County is in (or a long agony
of highway birth pains that will prorfure an
unwanted child."

"In the past the Hughei administration
and its Department of Transportarion have
been guilty of gross neglect, poor planning
and a 'callous disregard for Union County
residenti," Rinaldo declared, "Residents of
this county are paying a steep price — in
disrupted traffic, worry and uncertainty—
for the state's inept handling of highway
planning,"

Rinaldo observed that "an astronaut can
circle the earth in less time than it often
takes a motorist to drive from Newark to
Plainfield on Route 22 during rush hour.
The administration's horse-and-buggy ans -
wers to jet-age problems have been sadly
inadequate. Every driver who must contend with

The ClvU Defense portion of
the project would cost an estimated $80,000.
About $28,000 of that amount Is ivailabU

from a federal agency. The Board of Free-
holders hired the architect on the basil of
the promise of the federal funds.

The academy aspect of the programs will
cost about f 100,000 above the cost of the
Civil Defense •^nd^related grants.

The Civil Defense offices, presently located
on the 15th floor of the courthouse In Eliza-
beth are Inadequate, McBride said. He has
been angling for some time for federal and
county funds to finance the proposed new center.

Union County obtained a 20-year lease on
the former TOKe site from the federal govern-
ment In March, 1965, after the military dis-
mantled Its Nike mrallatien, leaving only
the empty buildings and three »"'«* • « « H -
lnw fho ground.
