It could well refer to the controversy on
the South African policy of Apartheid, however,
or' even the controvBrsy over the territory
of South Welt Africa, as far as the world Is

But before anything is s»id, it must be noted
that things do look better for the Bantu than
they did four years ago In South Africa, and
the white South Africans say they plan to
make It evtn bett«r-In-the^lghfr-of current
trends In Africa, however, and in world opinion,
it may be too late for the Republic of South
Africa no matter how good her Intentions might
be.

In the matter of South Wast Africa alone
(her* have been no less than 76 resolutions
»t the United Nations since 1945, This year
in April a special General Assembly was called
to settle the matter, and in its decision South
Africa Is to give up the territory,

A South African spokesman said in on* of
hii speeoheg to us, "there are two Islands
In the South Pole which are the only colonies
South Africa has, and they are inhabited by
penqulns and weathermen," Yet there are
those who are inclined to b*!ltve that South
Africa also has its aye on South West Africa,
the area to the northwest of the Republic of
South Africa itself. This area has been under
the mandate of South Africa by order of the
League of Nations and with the death of the
League, South Africa continued to administer
It. The matter has been before the UN almost
continually because of the South African policy
of Apartheid and her refusal to give adminis-
trative reports, but South Africa refused to

give up the area, claiming she "inherited"
(r«s administration from the League of Nationj.

In the special session just held in April,
the General Assembly ruled that South Africa
is no longer to administer South West Africa
but that an U-m»n council representing 11
nations is to do so, and that the entire area
is to become independent no l*ter than 1968,
Ready or not, H is to Wnnw independent,
but from whar I ""SB gather, it doesn't seem
vary ready.

Firjt of all, it is reportedly a bleak area
with nothing much in it, not even people.

As a matter of fact, it is
the largest producer of karakul pelts in the
world and isn't that nice, Poaiibly iti b«it
industry Is fishing, (lobsters reaUy,) and the
alluvial diamond workings at the mouth of
the Orange River, But the area has a 100-
mile wide desert that extends the entire
length of the western coast, about One third
of the country is a high semi-arid plateau
which grows mainly grass, and another desert
stretches for about 150 miles on the west side.

A big renewal
project hug been underway In which the govern-
ment has replaced old Bantu townships with naw
ones and currently, around Johannesburg, there
are many new dnvelnpmentp and the slums
have coma down. We vlsitert one which con-
tained 60.000 new homes. Electricity and
plumbing and gardens and vegetable patches
were all there, and children. Millions of
friendly, playful children. They have the big-
gest smiles and the best teeth, and they simply
will not leave you alone. They aren't a bit
bashful and if you happen to have chewing
jum, you are queen of the ridga,

WHILE ALL THESE BANTU HOUSES,

stores, schools, churches, etc,, are on areas
resdrlcted to Bantu, there are no fences closing
them in and the Bantu can go about freely, Jo-
hannesburg was not closed to Bantu after cer-
tain evening hours as wa> the case last time.
There was even a multi-racial hotel in the
City, we were told, whose only requirements
for being a guent were ability to pay and
proper behavior.

The Confidentiality of personal Information
In social security records will continue to be
protected under the Freedom of Information
Act which became effective on July 4, a re-
lease from the Department of Health, Educa-
tion and Welfare agency stated this week.

"In providing that materials snd records of
Government agencies be made available for
public Inspection," the agency said, the Free-
dom of Information Act specifically exempt*
certain records, Social security earnings rec-
ords, for example, are still fonsldered confi-
dential because they were precluded from
public disclosure by previous laws. However,
much additional material, such ai manual!
of policies and procedures, may now be ex-
amined and/or copied at local social security
district or branch offices. When normal office
operations would not be disrupted, photocopying
on Government equipment will be permitted at
a charge of $.25 per page.

'When the freedom of Informitten Act wae
signed into Iiw on July 4, 1966, Presldant
Johnson commented: No one ihould be able
to pull the curtalni of secrtcy around de-
clsloni which can be revealed without injury
to the, public Interest, but at the lamt time,
the welfare of the nation or the rights of
individuali 'may require that some documents
not be made available',*'

Record high noted
for '67 enrollment
in summer schools
More students are going to mor« summer

schools In New jersey than ever before,
according to a report Issued last week by
William Wtrn«r, director of secondary edu-
cation for the State Education Department.

The report showed 81 public summer high
schools now operating as compared to 73
last year; and 36 private and parochial sum-
mer high schools compared to 28 in 1966.

"There were 43,668 students enrolled last
year and even our most conservative estimate
puts this yeir ' s total over 50,000," Warner
said.

He atn-ibutad the rise to the fact that stu-
dents no longer just attend summer school

"to make up a course they have failed. More
and more students, he (xplained, are attend-
ing simply because they want to enrich them-
selves culturally—especially in courses deal-
ing with the arts,

"Figures listed in the report applied only
to state-approved summer schools. The stand-
ardi for approval are tiiw a school mult
be operated by a state-approved secondary
school; be free to all resident students:
employ fully-certified teachers; provide 60
hours of msHructlon for students who have
failed a course, and 120 hours for students
taking new courses, and receive permission
for attendanc* from a student's regular high
school before that student may receive credit
for summer work.
