YES nears
bankruptcy,
official says
Inactive executive board
shares blame for crisis

The Youth Employment Service, which
has been operating In Mountainside since
February, 1965, may be out of business
within a month, according to Mrs, William
Gutman, one of the main organizers of the
local YES.

"YES is bankrupt," Mrs. Gutman said
this week. That bankruptcy is not only
financial, although that area is critical with
only about enough to pay this month's tele-
phone bill in the checking account, Mrs,
Gutman explained, but extends to t» lack
of an active executive board and an under-
manned volunteer staff for the office.

There has been no lack of young people
registering for work and also no lack of
jobs for them to fill, according to Mrs,
Gutmann.

There are currently- about 230 boys and
girls from 14 up through college age on the
YES files; the great majority of them have
been placed in Jobs. Many of the college
students were placed In office and factory
jobs during the past summer through the
YES office.

"The kids depend on us for jobs, the
college boys and girls come in during spring
vacation to register," Mrs. Outman stated,

"YES's services are needed in the com-
munity but we cannot keep operating in this
fashion, with no money for an operating bud-
get, without an admlnlsttative board and with-
out sufficient volunteers," she elaborated.

"The Endiesi Summer" takes a viewer to
many mtjor jurfini areas throu|hout thet
wurld.

The muiiCftl talents of Herb Richardson, a
Perth Amboy teacher, guitarist and ginger,
have been known and appreciaMd at the Rut-
gers Labor Education Center for ioma time,
but nobody, least of aU Richardson, ever
thought those talents would be put to work
interpreting the American labor movement.

They were, however, and as a result the
constituents of two young West Germans run-
ning for the Breman state parliament may very
well be entertained this fall by refrains
from "Solidarity," the alma mater of the
American working man.

It happened this way:
Sixteen young German labor leaden joined

more than 600 American trade unionists who
attended summer programs at the Rutgers
Labor Education Center. They represented
the Central Labor Council of Breman, one
of 11 states of Wost Germany, and numbered
In their ranks Claus r.robecker and Roll
Bornkamp, the current candidates on the
Social Democrat ticket.

At Rutgers, language presented a handicap
but not a barrior to the West Germans.

The Germans, most of whom are in their
20s, mixed with American trade unionists
and communicated through signi, interpreters
and a smattering of each others' languages,

• * *
ENTER HERB RICHARDSON, guitar in hand,

and the art of communication In labor took
on an added, and happily informative, dimen-
sion. Labor songs of both countries were
learned and sung by both groups.

It wasn't all singing for the, Germans,
how«ver, as the group toured industrial plants
and the Kilmer job Corps Center and attended t
Rutgers classes.

Hare to study American trade unions and
problems facing labor, such as automation,
the group was impresjed by a visit to part
of the Johnson li Johnson complex, Klaus
Coppalt, the group leadar, described the plant
as "highly automated and more advanced than
similar plants in Germany."

He said, "We must prepare ourselves for
automation. It's a growing problem for the
worker in Germany."

The vijit to the Job Corps impressed
several ol the group. They said they realized
such a program by Itself won't solve the
problem! of th« poor In the United States,
but that It shows there are people concerned

and making an effort to find solutions,
GOPPELT FAVORED AT least one part of

the German labor system over the American.
"In Germany," he said, "the workers are

guaranteed much more by law. We have labor
rights written Into our constitution. In the
U.S., the workers' benefits and rights differ
from state to state and even from union to
union. The worker gets more or less pension
depending on whether he works in California
or New York or depending on which Industry
or plant employs him.

"The German system is better because^U
eeveri everyone equally," Ooppelt said, •>

Asked about the youth of the group, Goppilt
laid that there Is a need for young leaders
and new ideas in Germany,

"The old leader s are becoming too con-
servative," he said.

Whether some of these young ideas will
be voted into Breman's parliament next month
will concern many Germans and will ce r - '
talnly be of interest to the staff at die Rut-
gers Labor Center.
