lunar occultation viewers

The Sperry Observatory on theUnion College
campus in Cranford, has been designated an
official station for luner occultation observa-
tions by the Royal Greenwich Observatory,
Sussex, England, it was nced this week
by Anthony Faone of Wesdield, observatory
director.

The lunar occultation observation program
is headed by Edward Pearson of Wesdield,
secretary of Amateur Astronomers, Inc,,
which operates the Sperry Dbseﬁator‘y jointly
with Union College,

Royal Greenwich Observatory has provided
the Sperry Observatory with a list of visible
lunar occultations throughout 1968, This list
includes the expected time of occultation in
hours and minutes, universal time, the num-
ber of the star in the Zodiacal Catalogue,
magnitude of the star, elongation of the star
measured eastwards fro n the sun, position
angle of occultation mseasured from the north
peint of the moon through east, and position
angle of center of the bright limb megsured
frorn t,he nofth point of the moon through east,
- of the Royal Green-
wieh Dbsefvatory ‘said the new lists being
provided in 1968 contain about twice as many
predictions as the previous lists, as it has
been extended to cover all Z.C, (Zodiacal
Catalogue) stars,

Pearson said an occultation is caused by
the moon passing In front of a star, The dis-
appearance or reappearance of a star light
from behind the moon ¢an be timed exactly,

"“The precise timing of such an event is
useful in astronomical computations,’’ Pear-
son sald, "It is necessary that the obaa‘ver
know his location on earth, exact to within
100 feet in latitude and loﬁgimde and: to
within 50 feet of elevation above sea level,
The timing then haz to be correct to within
one second and one-tenth of a second iz even
more desirable,”’

Pearson said most such timings are made
by amateur astronomers, and the Royal Ob-
1, England, is the head-
quarters to which the information is sent.

Devlin pointed out that a house is usually
the first thing a child draws, “‘because they

are interested in houses and they have won-
derful imaginations.'” He said his book at-
tempts to explain to young people and adults
“‘the rich heritage that has come down to us
fn the diversified forms of ‘‘Grandfather's
house,”’

This book can help young people become
architectural detectives, as it will give them
all the clues,”” the author said, “‘They will
be able to distinguish between Gothic and
Greek revival and other major forms.”

NEW JERSEY 15 “at the architectural
crogsroads of the United States,'’ Devlin
pointed out, The state has experienced just
about every style of house building this coun-
try has ever known except for some specific
regional styles such as Spanish Mission.

This happened because New Jersey is lo-
cated between New York City and Phila-
delphia,’’ Devlin said, *‘The influences of the
north came down through New York and the
influences of the south came up through Phil-
adelphia, making New Jersey a repository of
virtually every style of architecture."
