Borough library history
moving into future tense

On Nov, 27, 1961, after the original board of
trustees system was digsolved, the new Muni-
cipal library was formed which would be
henceforth known as the Free Public Library
of Mountainside,

The organization meeting was held at

In 1963 new slence and social study books
were purchased from fundz donated by the
Lions Club and other organizations and various
individuals. A charging machine was purchased

Topice as diverse as alcoholism and abortion
and traffic accidents and air pollution coma
under study and discussion in an unusual
courde required of all students in the Rutgers
Medical 5chool in New Brunswick,

Sometimes called ''community meadicine,”
but operaudng at Rutgers under the title,
""Man and Hia Environment,’’ the course is
taught by Dr. Richard ]. Cross of Princeton,
professor of medicine and associate dean of
the State University's medical school.

*The course was satarted an an experi-
ment,”” Dr. Cross sald, 'intended to show
medical students how a physician can help
citizens in his community to deal intelligently
and effectively with the ever Lm:t‘easlng social
problems of a dynamic sociery.”’

Dr, Crons sald he believes such a course
has Just as important a place in a modern
medical curriculum as do such traditonal
courses as analomy, physiology, medicine,
pharmacology and pathology.

“With this course,’”” he said, “we try (o
give students an understanding of problemsa
that affect the health of large groups of people
and how to deal with these problems, and also
to acquaint students with important soct.’
problems influencing health and.health care
and with the soclological consequences of
medical programs.’’

Other objecdves of the course, Dr, Cross
pointed out, are: to show patterns of oe-
curence and distribution of disease in the
population and the =pld ”mlngl:ial method of
studying health problems; to provide students
with & rational basis f(;:r dealing with the
ethical problems they will encounter in the
practice of medicine; to interest students in
planning for improved medical care; to identfy
organizadons and programs functioning to pre-
serve or promote public health; to inform stu=
dents of primary prevention of disease through
individual practices and control of the en-
vironment and of methods used to detect
disease in presumably healthy persons.

THE COURSE in community medicine is
taught to all 16 students in the second year
of the two-year curriculum at the Rutgers
Medical School. It features outside lecturers
and has this year brought to the campus
Dr. George James, dean of the Mt Sinai
(N.Y.) School of Medicine, and Dr. William
Dougherty, director of the Division of Local
Health Services of the New Jersey Depart-
ment of Health,

The students are given a long reading list
(although there is no formal reading assign-
ment) and face, in addition to examinations,
the requirement of preparing a paper, five to
10 pages long, on a subject of thelr choice
in the t;umfnunlty health field,

““This new area,”’ he sald, “explains the
physician’s responsibility to the community in
which he lives and practices, It bev;ames
increasingly important,’’ he pointed out, ‘‘as,
for example, nsrcotics’ use and incidence
of abortion continues to rise.”

He gaid the average American expects his
physician to be an expert on sex and often
confides in him and seeks his advice on the
suhjer:;

“In all too many cases the physician 15
less of an expert than the patient thinks,"’
Dr. Cross said,

“When 1 was in medical sr;html * the as=
sociate dean recalled, “Information on com~-
munity medicine, if taught at all, was broached
from a public health point of view, The material
ineluded discusggions of sewerage problems and
other non -physician oriented information,
which helped to make the course dull,

‘At Rutgers, we teach the course from a
physician's viewpoint and instruct our stu=
dents in areas where they will eventually
encounter questions and problems.”

He said that problems related to sex,
alcoholism and drug addiction have been the
most popular discussion topics in the course,
but that more routine matters such as Medi-
care and Medicaid, Blue Cross and Blue
Shield the differences among federal,
state, cgunfy and municipal and voluntary and
