"Ordinances require" the board laid, "that
the installing of such fixtures in a home as a
water softener, kitchen sink, bathroom facili-
ties, including toilets, sinks and showers, home
bars mat have running water and glaas washers
attached, laundry tubs and dishwashers, must
be installed by a Mountainside licensed plumb-

, er, who must obtain a permit to Install any of
the above,

"The borough ordinances require all tail
for the protection of the public," the board
said. "All Installations, after completion,
must be inspected by die borough's plumbing
Inspector. He wUl make sure that the installa-
tions do not violate any of the ordinances.

"Mistakes have been made in the past by
some non-licensed personnel, so that it waa
possible for sewage to backflow into the drink-
ing water and other facilities. The ioapd of
Health asks the people of Mountainside to
observe die above rules for their own health
protection."

Six communities to vote
on $4 million proposal

Details of the Regional High School bond issue
referendum jylll be discussed at a public meet-
ing next Tuesday night at 8 in the Gov,
Livingston Regional High School auditorium.

The $4,335,000 bond referendum will be
presented to the voters Of the six communi-
ties in the Regional District on March 19
in their respective towns. If passed, i t will
be used to construe: additions to the follow-
ing schools: The Jonathan Diyton Regional
High School on Mountain avenue, Springfield;
the Arthur L, Johnson Regional High School
on Westfleld avenue, Clark; the Gov, Living-
ston Regional High School on Watchung
boulevard, Berkeley Heights, and Ae David
Brearley Regional High School on Monroe
avenue, Kenilworm,

The bonds will also enable the districts
to make the alterations at each of Ae existing
buildings necessary for use with its additions
and BO purchase the school furniture and otter
equipment necessary for each of such addi-
tions.

More than $1.5 million bus been allotted for
the expansion at Gov, Livingston which will
include new classrooms and other facilities
and which will expand the present school capa-
city to 1,500 students to 2,220, thus making
possible the accommodation of all students
from Mountainside and Berkeley Heights,

Mountainside freshmen, under the present
plan, will attend the Jonathan Dayton High
School in Springfield for the next two years,
after which the construction is expected to
be completed.

A small planet, Icarus, will
approach close to the earth
during 1968, and is likely to
mils it by only 3,750,000
miles according to the lateit
calculations of the interna-
tional center for calculating
the orbits of celestial bodies
in Leningrad,

Icarus, whole orbit c rones
tha: of the earth once every
19 years, will come closeit
to our planet in mid-June,
according to a handboook,
"Ephemeridei of Small Plan-
ets for 1968," which the Len-
ingrad canter has lent to all
the world's observatories, It
is likely to be firit spotted on
April 9, and remain visible
until Aug. 27, Another small
planet, the recently discov-
ered asteroid Geographer,
will pass close to the earth
inpM,

The possibility of one of the
thousands of known small
planets colliding with the earth
does exist in theory, but In fact
a collision i§ highly improb-
able. In any case, the Soviet
astronomer Cleb Chebotaryov
believes that "the suecessei
of rocketry and nuclear phys-
ics give us grounds for hop-
ing that mankind will be able
to avert this threat," should
it ever arise,

This
wus 29,300, or slightly more than one per-
iL'iit highfr than a year earllur,

Muriiitu.turliig employment was down sea-
sonully by 11,200, I'ost-iJIiriHtmas layoffs in
the toy industry were responsible for mure
than half of a 5,200 decline in the durable
goods sector. In addition, t fire in a plant of
a major manufacturer of furniture and fixtures
wus the main reason for the layoff of 1,300
workers in that industry. In nondurable goods,
employment wai down 6,000, with seasonal
layoffs of 2,0<T0 in apparel, 1,300 in fosd and
1,000 in textiles responsible for most of tlu>
decline.

Employment in non-manufacturing was down
by 45,304 a drop less than seasonally-expected.
Major over-the-munth changes included sea-
soial declines of 25,300 in trade, 11,800 in
contract construction, 3,300 in services, and
2,800 In government, mainly because of layoffs
of temporary postal workers,

The average factory workweek was down
seasonally by six-tenths of an hour to 40,7
hours during mid-January. Average hourly
earnings of factory production w o r k e r s

"Breadth of vision and a defined philosophy
of education are essential attributes for today's
school board members," sgyi Mrs, Ruth 11.
Page, executive director of the State Federa-
tion of District Boards of Education,

Commenting on qualification for membership
on a board of education, Mrs. Page said
that because the moral and sociological Issues
confronting the schools today are so v.st. It
is urgent that board memberi be carefully
chosen. She stressed that a board member

•srve the country and Its children.

Pointing out that although legal requirements
for board membership are simply the ability
to read and write and residence In a district
for a given number of years, Mrs, Page said
the requirements of character are great.
Among these she included Intelligence, in-
tegrity, open-mLndediiess, sensitivity to the
needs of children and staff, and ability to
withstand pressure.

Not really, They i re doing Hie
kind of exciting research that l i expected to
have a practical application, sooner or IMar.
And by and Urge, that is what engineering
is all about,

Engineer! at the Rutgers Unlveriity College
of Engineering are awaiting die Installation of
the most powerful electron microicope on any
university campus in the counOry, What iftey,
and others who 11 soon be peering into similar
microscopes, find may weU affect the lives
of all of us some day — from ttie very food we
eat to the homes we live in to the way we
wiU travel in space.

The Japanese-manufactuered electton mic-
roicope (known as Ae Jem 200 KV) now being
installed in a research laboratory in ttie
sprawling Engineering Canter on University
Heights Campus has an electron beam which
operates at 200,000 volts. Its Importance in
the axpioradon oJ Hie unknown lies ln it* vastly
superior powers of magnlflcatioii compared
wifli ttiat of tiie ordinary light wave micro-
scope.

Dr. John A, Sauer, chairman of the Pepart-
mont of Mechanics and Materials Science. s«ld
ttiat ttiis new machine wiU magnify up to 150,000
Bmti. Ordinary mlcropscopes itsing light
waves can not ihow die viewer anything smiUer
than the length of a light wave, which is about
two Oiie-hundred thousandths of an inch.

That might seem quite sufficient to mon of
us, but Dr, Sauer, • resident of Eaat Bruni-
wick, pointi out that ttie molecular crystals of
polymers (plastice) which ftts mieroicope
will be used to exunlne have ittjickness which
is only about one fiftieth of the wave length
of light.

THE MICROSCOPE WILL be used to BWdy
the crystal goemetry and structure, and tfiere-
fore die properties, of both plastics and metals.

Using it will be Dr, Sigmund Welssman of
Metuchai, director of the Materials Research
Laboratory, Dr. Darrell R, Morrow of Old
Bridge, associate professor of mechanics, and
Dr, Ernest Levlne of New Brunswick, assistant
research professor of materials engineering,

They will be carrying out in investigations in
connection with at least a dozen research pro-
jects, one of which, under ttie direction of
Dr, Morrow, involves die study of She effects o!
radiation on the qualities and characteristics
of plaitlci.

It l l known that radiation, such u ttay r e -
ceived by the polymer while it is being exi-
mtned in the electron microscope, does mark-
ally affect the properties of a plastic, Dr,
Morrow said.

The question is, just exactly how and in what
ways does radiation affect the structure and
properties Of plastics and, in turn, the plastic
packaging and the food it contains? The ans-
wers to these questions could lead to modifica-
tions and improvementB in tihe materials used

Anomer study involves ttie manner in which
polymers deform under tension and other forms
of stress.

Dr, Morrow is attempting to relate what Is
observed in tfie microscope to what happens
in deformation under normal conditifcBs, He
laid that this is of particular significance be-
cause plastics are coming into use in the con-
so-ucOon industry wim the development of
plastic beams and reinforcement materials,

involving fte rare and potentially extremely
useful space age metal, beryllium, Dr, Levlne
said this metal had many possible uses in
space age hardware where a metal that la bom
very strong and very light is needed. He is
studying its smjcOire, magnified about 100,000
times, in ttie electron mi era icope in an attempt
to discover just what it is about beryllium
that makes it so brittle and how fcis might
be changed by altering its atomic structure
so that it will be able to take sudden shocks
without shattering.
