Employment down
because of strikes
in manufacturing
Nonfarm wage and salary employment in New

jeriey was down slightly from January, How-
ever, there would have baen a seasonal rise
were it not for new strikes in manufacturing.
According to estimates prepared by the New
Jersey Department of Labor'and Industry, mid-
Pebruary employment was about 2,373,000 (ex-
cluding farm, domestic^ i elf-employed, and
unpaid family workers). This was 28,300, or a
little over one percent, above the level for
February 1967,

Manufacturing employment declined by 1,200
in February and was 21,900 lower than a y«ar
earlier. Seasonal hiring In the garment and
some other Industries failed to ofliet the ef-
fect of itrlkes Involving elOM to 6,000 worker*
In the glass Industry. Employment was up 1,300
in the primary metals Induitry as 1,200
workers returned from strike, but this" in-
crease was canceled out by another itrike in-
volving 1,300 chemical workers. Layoffs of
1,200 workers were reported in th« fabricated
metals Industry, while employment rose sea-
sonally by 4,400 In th» apparel Industry,

In nonmanufacturing activities, employ-
ment wai down by 1,200 over the month biit up
50,200 from last February. Hiring by service
establishments and state and local government
partly countered layoffs In construction and .
retail trade.

The average factory workweek was un-
changed from January it 40,5 houn. Average
hourly earnings of factory production workers
were $3,0?.

pi t'sgrllied courses for several teacher
specializations, A spei lal-i IUHH teacher would
lie exjiei ted to present 18 college credits in
the general field of education of handicapped
children. Previously, detailed programs were
prescribed depending on whether a teacher
taught blind, deaf, mentally retarded or
emotionally disturbed children, The new stand-
ard merely requires study of causes, of disabili-
ties, special teaching practices and resource*
for the hundieapped somewhere within the
training program offered by a college or uni-
versity,

"This degree of flexibility should make it
easier for New jersey to recruit from other
states the special-education teachers it badly
needs," Dr, Skogsberg said, "The regulations
will allow for the variety of accredited pro-
grams for training teachers of handicapped
children found in the many colleges and uni-
versities of the nation."

• * •
"THE CHANCE RECOGNIZES that a teacher

can be prepared for the general conditions
of special teaching regardless of the handi-
cap,*1 the NJEA spokesman said, '•Handi-
capped ahlldren frequently have multiple handi-
caps. An individual child in a special class may
have more than one primary problem,"

In a related move, the Board of Examiners
updated state manuals to show that sepirate
special certificates are no longer being issued
to teachers of the "blind or partially sighted"
and "deaf or hard of hearing,"

Under the change, such teachers would
still be expected to learn special techniques
appropriate to the particular kinds of classes
they teach. However, course work preparing
teachers for sightless or hearingless classes
would be included as part of the 18-credit
general requirement for teaching the handi-
capped. Such specialties would be shown as
"endorsements" on the "teacher of the handi-
capped" certificate,

"Ubviously, there Is little need for a multi-
pllcity of special certificates when the varia-
tions represent a difference of only a few
courses," said Dr. Skogsberg, "Our NJEA
Committee sees great hope in th« endorse-
ment approach for cutting much of the 'red
tape* that has grown up around teacher certi-
fication,

"NJEA favors this move by the Board of
Examiners toward fewer certificates and more
flexible certification of teachers,"

WASHINGTON _ Reports to th«L)ep*rOnaiit

of Labor from 30 major manpower centori
across Am U.S, show a drastic need for
trained sclenUsts. technicians, and onglnoer«
to maintain the present levels of economic
growth,

The current l ime of the Labor DeparBnsmt's
"job Market for Engineers, Scientists, Tech-
cUcianl" says that the number of chemists,
physicists, life scientists, and mathematicians
mult be doubled by 1975 anfl the number of
employed engineers must be increased by at
leajt two-thirdi.

Among those d a e s In the study showing
drastic needs for sclentifle personnel are
Boston, where area employers were hard
prsiMd to add the engineers and scientists
to keep pace witfi industry expansion, r e -
search and development growth; Philadelphia,
where a strong demand exists for electrical
electronic and mechanical engineers" Pitta-
burg, where job listings outnumbered applica-
tions by two to one.

Also, Deffoit, where mechanical and
Industrial specialists are needed; Cincinnati,
where a demand exists for all types of
englneeri' Chicago, where mechanical

•nglneers are needed; Kansas City, where the
greatest demand for m ^ n a v l WM in the
mechanical field; Houston, where employers
are seeking young applicants with atnphaaii
on recent degrees rather than experience;
and San Francisco, where most job openings
specified senior level engineers with highly
specialized expert one*.

•tapping up the demand for sanitary and safety
engineers with degrw« and «xp#rienc* directly
appilcahle to public health program*.

1 he long-awShed expansion of New jersey's
public colleges and university still items a
distant prospect, *fiys NjEA. Any bond issue
"will do more maJang up for projacts de-
ferred than provlM much of a major thrust
forwurd," /

Ihe lag in New Jersey Is itr ioui today
because "public higher education construe-
tion wit one of the biggest losers when Cov.
Hughes*! income tax ̂ lan bit tha dust,"
sayi die NjEA Reviaw. That 1966 proposal
would have provided the public colleges with
|50 million in construction funds In fiscal
1967 and $30 million a year thereafter.

Instead, the Legislature enacted tha less
productive state siles tax, and the 1967,
196S and 1969 state budgets will have pro-
vided a total of only $38.5 million for con-
struction of public undergraduate facilities,
less than the income tax would have pro-
vided in fiscal 1967 alone. Hardest hit have
been the six state colleges, which in the
new state budget, at proposed, would get

only }1 million in construction funds - - as
opposed to $85 million in requests.

In 1965, reports thm NjEA Review, itate
fiscal officials promiMd that expansion of
public higher education would not be delayed,
Progress, however, has been glow. The
editorial says;

' Acwal plans have progressed on no more
than one or two bulldingi at each campus.
Even some of these, it i i reported, have
now been stopped. With the fiscal future so
uncertain, college trustees have been asked
to switch specialized buildings to general
mais-elasiroom purposes. Promises of new
colleges in Bergen County, in North Jersey,
along the Shore, and in South jersey Have
never materialized,"

One result of New jersey's public-college
lag, says the Review editorial, is that the
N.J. State Board of Higher Education is
basing fundamental decisions on "restriction,
not opportunity." The board's recent actton
requiring student, fe have 14 "collage pre-
paratory" credits for admission is one ex-
ample of this, comments NjEA, adding,

"Rapid expansion at the state colleges
could have assured generous admissions for
ail similar ranking students — in many new
major fields as well as those where a con-
tinued iupply of will trained teachers is
needed,"

Now, however, to make room for new pro-
grams, the state appears determined to scrap
some teacher education programs, says the
NjEA Review,

There is
a variable time delay of up to tine* seconds
between the shooter's cali for the bird and lt»
appearance. The gun cannot be mounted and
must be held §o that pun of the butt touches
the hip bone at or below the belt line until the
clay target appears. The targets are much
faster than those fired at regular skeet, The
International ikeet target in still air must
carry a distance equivalent on level ground to
not less than 65 meters.

International clay pigeon resembles Ameri-
can trap shooting but is somewhat more com-
plex. For example, when fired strictly accord-
ing to International Shooting Union rules a
total of 15 traps is required for each field.
Modifications of U.5. ttap are allowed for pre-
liminary tryouts io that a single ttap is suffi-
cient. The trap or ttaps are adjusted to oscil-
late both horizontally and vertically in a con-
tinuous cycle. The targets are much faster than
those shot at in American B-ap, They must
carry a distance of 75 meters measured over
level ground. The International Shooting Union
rules permit the firing of two ahoti at a bird
without penalty for the second shot,
