Doherty, regional
director, Post Office Department in Phila-
delphia, advising that a comprehensive study
of postal service in Mountainside revealed
that service is "adequate" and that no changes
could be made at this time, "An independait
post office would not improve the service and
operational cost would be prohibitive," Doherty
.stated.

Resolutions adopted by the mayor and council
included an authorization for Robert Koser,
borough engineer, to file an application hi the ,.
appropriate state office for financial assistance
under the Federal Disaster Act, Koser
did not explain what the funds would bt used
for if they were granted.

Mountainside, has been named chairman of
the new deparonent of arts and music in the
College of Arts and Sciences, according to
an announcement by Bishop John J,Dougherty,
president of Seton Hall University, South

Dr, de Crenascol was born in Italy and is
a graduate of the Institute of Archaeology and
Art History of the University of Rome, He
was awarded his doctorate by the Pontifical
University of Rome and served as the director
of die Museum of Pine Arts of Lodi-Milan,
He also saw service as an Inspector fop the
Italian government for antiquities and fine
arts in Lombardy, From 1953 to 1956, he was
director of the archaeological excavation's of
Laus Pompeia, He served as a Fulbright
scholar at the American University, Wash-
mgton, D.C., and served at Rutgers and Har-
vard universities.

He has been an associate professor of art
at Seton Hall sines 1961, and is the first
director of the Seton Hall Gallery, Under his
direction, the gallery has held over SO one-
man and group exhibitions in all media. He
is the author of numerous books and papers on
criticism and history of art. His new de-
parnnent will have a faculty of eight and will
accept its first students in September of 1969,

Miss Kanane I i listed In Who's Who in

The reason svas that they had
missed out on the long winter
'iibeniutloii enjoyed by their
wilder colleagues and they
were a bit sluggish from the
luck of sleep.

As a mutter of fact, the Tur-
tle Back tenants didn't real-
ly begin to wake up and be-
come active until the warm
days Of late June and early

July.
"The lack of sleep doesn't

harm them," Zoo Director
Richard Ryan explains. "T.iey
actually grow faiter, and when
the w a r m sveather comes

tlit-y'iv jur.t .t:; friendly aa
their untamod friend;!,1*

The g r o u n d squirrels,
prairio dij,;s, box turtles and
snakuM at the 7.00 wojld all
normally spend the winter with
their toes curled up In deep
burrows, sound asleep until
spring arrives.

Because the zoo lacks the
space for such burrows. It
brings the animals inside to
heated quarters, where they
stay awake, if drowsy,
tliroughput the cold months,

"Not all the animals in
the zoo would normally hi ber-
n.ite," Ryan said, "For ex-
ample, tile zebras and camels
are really used to cold wea-
ther, although everyone thinks
of them as tropical animals,"

Because they are Condi-.

tiiiiii'd tn li'W u j i n p e r a t u r u s
at nl|'lit in tht'lr native lands,
tliuiie animals stay outside all
winter with only a weather
shelter to protect them from
atyrillii.

The Turtle Back '/go has
,;une to suing ingenious lenntlis
to nuke sure its inmates sur-
vive the bitter weather,

T.ie ducks in the zoo, for
instance, are not bothered by
cold, but they are upset when
their pond freezes in cold
weather. So zoo officials have
rigged a special heat lamp
suspended over a tank of water
to keep the ice away,

The tropical birds, who re -
quite a constant 75 degree
temperature, have carefully
regulated heating apparatus
In their cages. In the gummar
they switch over to air con-
ditioning — just like the rest
of us.

The snow leopards and the
spotted leoparda are actually
more at home in snowy wea-

ther tliun at any other tllnu,
and probably find winter the
must Colnfunable season of
the year,

"So do the yaks, the llam-
as, the elks," Ryan points
out, "Wo give the doer wea-
ther shelters, but these anl-
maltr ull like the cold. It's
the hot summers they find
hard to bear,"

"Sometimes children who
have a favorite animal here
worry about how their friend
will get through the winter.
When they come back next
spring, they'll find the animal
as good as now even if lie
missed his long winter nap,"

Chairman Hoffman comimmtcd on the inter-
est gf private groups in history, "Citizens
and independent hlstorlc.il organizations in
New jersey have long been noted for their
wonderful and tremendous contribution to his-
toric programs."

"We ore fortunate the membership of tlie
council is drawn from the 'four corners of
New Jersey1," continued Hoffman in his re-
marks, "For historic preservation is not ex-
clusive province of any one corner of our
state or people, but is a cause for total
concern. We of the Historic Sites Council
acknowledge our responsibility to serve as a
focal point between the state and private his-
toric interests, and to serve die State in
every way possible to insure the preserva-
Hon of jersey's past,"

Mrs, John Kean, also of Elizabeth, was
elected to the post of Vice-Chairrnan, and
Hoffman designated an ad hoc committee to
oversee development of the council's policies
and by-laws, and review the aehievemono
of the Department of Conservation and Eco-
nomic D|v6!opment,

Also created with the Historic Sites Coun-
cil was a companion board called the "New
jersey Historic Trust", Both were estab-
lished by the passage recently of senate
bill 321, introduced by Senators Hughes, Lynch,
Forsythe and Hillery,

The trust will be comprised of 17 persons,,
including the 11 members of Council plus a
member of the State House Commission, and,
by virtue of their offices, the State Treasur-
er, Commissioners of the Departments - of
Conservation and Economic Development and
Education, the Chairman of the Parks, For-
estry and Recreation Council and the State
Librarian,

The trust, patterned after the National
Trust for Historic Preservation, will have
wide authority to acquire, hold and dispose
of properties, real and personal, monies
through grants, gifts or bequests, and gen-
erally assist in the administration of mat-
ters relating to historic preservation.

instructor of culinary arts and director of the
food program at the Newark Manpower Train-
Ing Skills Center.'

Kiray said some of the most modern and
finest kitchen equipment in the state will be
used in the food course. The students will use
a new SSO-seat cafeteria.

Students will be trained in ail aspects of
food preparation: handling of foodstuffs, food
serving, preparation of vegetables, fruits,
meats, fowl, fish, salad making, soups, sauces,
beverages, purchasing and menu planning.

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Laser beam may
track satellites

A research Mam at the
MassaehusBtts Insfltute of
Technology's Lincoln Labora-
tory has developed a detector

What do you do? You phone

that may prove to be the
necessary link in a laser
O-acking system for satellites.

Laser beams can now be
bounced off satellites, but
tracking with this technique
has been difficult because rhe
wavelength of the returning
laser beam is changed by
the satellite's motion. The
faster tiie satellite is moving
away from the detector, the
longer the returning wave-
length becomes. The beam
from an approaching satellite
has a shortened wavelength.

The detector uses a solid-
state laser tiiat can ba tuned
over a range of wavelengths,
Since the new device can mea-
sure the wavelengrti of a laser
beam returning from a satel-
lite, ground stations will be
able to calculate not only the
position of the satellite, but
also its speed and direction
of travel.

"Many of my constituents, even after the
death of one member of the family, have
been forced to send another son to Viet-
nam, u sacrifice which should not bo re -
quired aside from a total national emer-
gency."

The DOD "sole surviving son" policy
presently excuses from cumbat assignments
only those members of the armed forces who
are the last remaining sons in a family
which has lost a father or one or more sons
and daughters as a result oj death, capture
or permanent disability sustained on mili-
tary duty, ;

Under Mrs, Dwyer's bill, the loss of one
member of the immediate family would ex-
clude from combat service any others who
may bo in the armed forces.

Congresswoman Dwyer said she understood
the total number of servicemen affected by
the bill would not be great,

"But," she added, "the bill would provide
an important measure of reassurance both to
those families who have already lost a father,
son or daughter in the war and to those fam-
ilies who have members now fighting in Viet-
nam."

1969 fishing code
public hearing set
in Trenton Aug. 13

Now jersey 19h9 fishing regulations were
Introduced nt lnst week's meeting of tlio State
Fish and Game Council, accordingtoCornrnis-
sterner Robert A. Roe of the Department of
Conservation nnd Keonornie Development,

A public licnrinc on tlie proposed fish code
will bo hold at 8 p.m. on Tuesday, Aug. 13
in the 13th floor auditorium of the Stnte Later
and Induitry Building, Trenton, Texts of the
proposed code are being distributed to outdoor
writers, and copies will be available at tile
hearing. The council also acted on hunting
seaions for rail, woodcock, snipe and sen
ducks, deicribed in another release.

Waterfowl hunting Eeafona will be set after
announcement of tlio federal framework for
these migratory species next month, Tlio
Bureau of Wildlife Management predicted that
the framework for the Atlantic Flyway may be
more roiH-ictlve than last year because of ad-
verse conditions on Canadian breeding grounds,

Spring trout distribution totalled 614,495
adult fish, Including "1M,ITO obtained from
National hatcheries and the balance reared
at the Charles 0, Hayford State Hatchery In
Hackettstown. The council urged extensive
continued production of quality trout, A spe-
cial appropriation under considoratiQn by the
State Leglilature would provide a modern,
efficient flsh-rearlng facility that would also
be an educational and recreational showplace.

Salt water research efforts of the Bureau
of Fisheries Management were commended.
Accurate prediction by State Biologists of a
decline in fluke populations, good return of
tags from shad marked and released this
spring and commencement of fish population
studies In major estuaries were especially
noted. Freshwater biologists have been active
in pressing for high water quality standards
in Garden State streams.

A ttophy deer recopiluon program will be
instituted this fall, possibly inconjuncflonwith
the State Federation of Sportsmen's Clubs,
In addition to developing this program, the
informaUon and eductdon section Of tiie de-
partment kept busy with outdoor education
efforts , and personnel gained fresh insights
from Interstate meetings of the American
Association for Conservation Information and
the Outdoor Writers Association of America,
according to Roe,

The council praised the State Federation of
Sportsmen's ~','iba and the Sears Roebuck
Foundation ,,r again sponsoring a Conser-
vation Awards Program in conjunction with the
National Wildlife Federation. They agreed to
cooperate in disseminating further publicity
to encourage citizen participation in this en-
deavor.

Have you ever been call«d upon to guide
your family through a crisis, such as a home
accident or serious illness? Have you pan-
icked or been calm?

Your own emotional stability is rooted In
self confidence to meet any emergency tiiat
might arise. If you can apply your past know-
ledg« and experience in controlling your
emotions, it will not only aid you but those
around you.

Fear can often be useful if we lot it work
for us. It can set us up' for all-out action
and spur us on to do things that would eeem
otherwise impossible, On the other hand, when
we are very fearful we can be prevented from
tiiinldng clearly. Planned repeated drilling dur-
ing our daily life, while our minds are
atill clear, wiU help us to act automatically
«ven undir conditions of extreme sttess, '

As you sttlve to meet the everyday soresses
of life, you are training yourself to build a
steadier emotional framework that will carry
you through a crisis and may even rub off
onto your family,

Prepare now for the emotional security of
your family. Pointless, needless emotional
attain can often be avoided by evaluation how
you and others have reacted to current every-
day situations and other family's emergency
situations.

Plan at least one night a week to sit down
witii your family in a quiet atmosphere to dis-
cuss and determine in advance, whatyouwould
do in an emergency, such as a sudden ill-
ness, fire, flood or accident.

Allow for the fact that one or more family
members may not be able to help In a crises.
What would you or the others do? Who would
you call for help? Where would you go?
Answers to ttiese questions are vital to each
member. Make a list of telephone numbers
and outline for action, Finally, why not make
a game out of a situation! and challenge your
family to react. Then get together and evaluate
how everyone could ..have Improved tiielr
actions.

If you plan now, somefuturepersonaltradedy
may be averted when your family faces a
special situation.

Unlabeled botHes
holding pesticides
dangerous, illegal

"A dangerous and illegal practice"werethp
words used today by Uelmnr K, Myers^State
Chemist, to describq a current problem involv-
ing the mifiuse of pesticides.

Reports have reached the New Jersey De-
partment of Agriculture that, in some areas
of the state, mosquito control chemicals and
weed killers are being sold in uniabeled jugs
and bottles.

The materials are being dispensed from
large wholesalo containers into smaller con-
tainers furnished by the purchaser. Myers
pointed out that after the initial usuage, the
person who bought the pesticide may set the
container aside and forget what the chemical
is or what it is to bo used for.

Often the unmarked containers are attractive
to children, Myers continued, and If the chemi-
cal spills or is drunk, consequences may be
grave. Moreover, there le no clue available
to tlie doctor as to the nroner B-eatrnfint,
