Returning to New Brunswick, Dr, Law en-
rolled in the Rutgers School gf Educator,
and while studying for a master's in educa-
tonal administraton, he Bgsjn worked as a

mason and as a teacher in the Middlesex
County Yocadonal Schools,

After receiving his master's degree, the
educator returned to New York 5tate and be-
came active in the initial planning of the Lewis
A, Wilson Technologieal Center in Suffolk
