Ph. D. thesis draws attention

An unuiual thiiii project by a young Ph.D.
candidate at the Rutgers College of Engine-
ering If regarded as so significant that even
in its early stages it attracted research per-
sonnel representing S5 percent of an important
industry to the Rutgers campus,

Rick On, 25, research assistant in ceramic
engineering, has titled his project, "Melting
of Sodium-Lsart-Silifatt Glass Batches,"

Obscured tn most laymen by this technical
title li the fact that Olf is investigating
Just exactly what goes on in the mechanics
of the formation of glass that makes some
glasi more perfect, giving it an «n;c«iptinn«l!v
high polish and brilliance.

It is this kind of glass that is used in
optics, moit electronic tubing and the much
admired eryital war* that grieei many in
elegant dinner table. And the work that Ott
is doing in his labor story on University Heights
Campus hopefully will lead to even further
improvement in the desirable qualities of this
fflsss,

THIS CLASS IS also under study for use
in the picturfi tube of color television sets
because the lead used in all such glass
cuts down on the radiation given off hy the
picture tubes now used in such lets.

As explained by Dr, Malcolm G. McLaren,
associate professor of ceramic engineering
and supervisor of the project, high lead
glass his been manufactured for centuries. Its
components are a matter of common knowledge
to ceramic engineers andgiaisminuiaeturers.

Union Counr>- Is In a uniquely favorable
status to provide rwo-year college education
because of the exlsHng Union CoLligi inCran-
ford and Union County Technical Insfltute in
Scotch Plains, Dr. Albert E, Meder, Jr., vice
provost emerinis of Piugeri University, Mid
an Inter-Club Rotary meeting last week in
-Vatrhung,

Or, Medar said Union County will bo able
to provide the higieil quality program at die
lowest cost by utilizing the exiiting iniatu-
Honi, He said Ms ii being done through the
recently-estabUshed Union County Coordinat-
ing Agency for Higher Education,

"It is the ineseapaMe responiibility of our
CounUeS to provide two-year college educa-
tion under two laws enacted by ttie Legisla-
ture," Dr. Meder laid, ''One adopted in
1962 provided for the estaHishment of two-
year County Colleges, This law has resulted
in the formaaon of County Colleges In 14
couriUes, including those in Middlesex, Morris
and Somerset counties. The ottier known as
the Charge-Back Law mandates that a county
must pay the tuition for its residents who are
accepted by an out-of-county college if there
is no County College in their county or Ae
program Aey want IS not available In *eir
home County College."

Dr, Meder said die basic concept of the
Charge-Back Plan is good, but Am guideUnts
are too loosely written,

"OUR COUNTIES now have no choice but to
provide two-year college education," the r e -
tired Rutgers official said, "They must setup
a County College,, use existing institutions, or
pay tuition to out-of-couBfy colleges."

The speaker said New jersey will be called
upon to provide facilities for 80,000 additional
fullUme college students by 1975-80, according
to the Heller Report, which was prepared for

the State DeparOiient of Hitler Education.
He said enrollment in New Jersey institutions
of higher learning must be increased from
140,000 to 220,000,

The additional facilities will be provided by
expansion of the public institutions, establish-
ment of two new state colleges, greater utilisa-
tion of me itate's independent colleges and die
use of the rwo-year community colleges. Dr.
Meder said.

In Union County, two-year college facilities
will be required tar 3,700 students In 1975-80,
Dr, Meder explained. About 2,000 of themwLli
attend Union College for university-parallel
programs, and about 1,700 will be enrolled
in programs at the Union County Technical
Institute, These institutions now have facili-
ties for about 1,700 full-time snidents, so
mat facilities for about 2,000 students will be
requirid between now and 1980,

"Our freeholders in Union County are to be
commended for their foresight In establishing
the Coordinating Agency for Higher Education,
because this plan will save *e taxpayers of
Union County millions of dollars," Or. Meder
said, "In addition, it provides a quality,
fully accredited programs Immediately."

Omer advantages of the plan listed by Dr.
Meder included! the higher education needs of
Union County will be determined by a public
body, the Coordinating Agency; the extent to
which these needs are to be met will be de-
termined by an elected body responsible to the
people, the Board of Freeholders; management
will be provided by an experienced independent
Board of Trustees under conttact, Union Col-
lege; Union County will qualify for vastly-
increased state funds; there will bi public
use of Independently provided facilities at
Union College.

County narcotics clinic taking many off hook
There are addleti on every lociai and

economic level in every community in Union
County, iCcording to Miehiel F, Bowen jr. ,
director of the Union County Narcotics Clinic,

When thi addict trlel to feed his habit
throu|h theft, pushing drugs to others or
prostitution, and gets caught, he may be for-
tunate enough to be placed on probation and
become a patient at the county clinic in
Elizabeth, The clinic, which was the second
such Institution to be granted funds by the
state, soon will be starting Its fifth year of
operation,

Bowen believes "penal laws are not the
answer" to the growing problem of drug
addiction,

"We ar« a drug-oriented society," Bowen
said, "Wa expect a doctor to cure us with
little pills and get angry if he doesn't pre-
scribe something for us, but we think the
addict is a criminal because he thinks heavy
drugs will help him."

THE DIRECTOR'S OUTLOOK is a new one,

a highly progressive one. In his own words,
"From 1914 until just five yeari ago, it was
a battle between law enforcement and the
addict,'1 The new thought is to understand
why someone would place himself in the hellish
world of narcotics and to help him understand
It, too, while working with the addict to free
himself.

This is not to Sly that there is no connec-
tion between drug addiction and crime. In
fact. 9S percent of the out-patienu at the
second-floor clinic offices at 43 Rahway ave,
are on probation with the county court because
of criminal violations, crlm«s which probably
were caused by the addicts' habit,

"I've had kids say they were |lad when they
got caught," Bowen rtcilled. "They say, 'I'm
glad it's over1"

. When the court assigns them to the clinic,
the addicts are asked to sign the clinic's
regulation which orders them to report to
their social worker where and when told to,

acquaintances, to notify the clinic of their
whereabouts, to attend meetings of Narcotics
Anonymous, to submit to urine samples and to
keep all medical appointments.

'"SURE THEY LIE to us, con employers

and continue letting fixes," Bowen (aid, "but
we let them realize that we know when they
lie and try to make them see why they are
addicted, while trying t° change the re»«nns
they're addicted,"

According to Bowen, the reasons are only
too familiar.

"It's family problems, evaryame." the
director said.

The average addict in the clinic program has
an above average LQ,, an ability that he
perverts to the promulgation of his problem.
His family problem Is parental, and he lias
developed ami -authority attitudes. Because of
one problem, the addict has become hooked
on "Junk," Bowen noted.

"The program started in 1964. Then, it was
just one psyehiBtrist working with kids in
Union County jail ," Bowen stated.

The average addict Is under 21 yearn of
age,

"PRESENTLY, WE HAVE a staff which

includef myself »s a psychiatric social worker,
Dr. Joseph C. judd, an M,D,, and Dr, joie
Vilanova, staff piyehlfltrist,*' Bowen said.

The average addict has developed no work
habits.

"Beside! group and individual therapy and
our work with the person's family," Bowen
explained, "we try to get him a job."

The average addict in the program finds
his first job difficult, Bowen stated that he
encourages the addict to stick it out. An early
reward of the program is when an addict
shows up for hij counselling appointment and
reports, "My job's pretty good. I got a raise."

"The big project Is to get the kid unhooked,
to help him off his habit?' Bowen said.

The average addict takes thr»e to four
years until rehabilitation.

"MITHOLTONE MAtOTlNANCE is one plan

we're definitely studying for use in killing

Methodone is a drug that de-toxleates the
addict, removei the narcotic and its effect
from him, and, when used In a supervised
program, negates the "high" feeling produced
by opium derivatives.

chandise,"

One standard maneuver to watch out for is
me following. Some salesmen have turned it
into' a fine art-and a very profitable habit.

You pass a store, and your eye l i caught
by a sign that plugs a wonderful burgHo. It's
just the thing you've been looking for. So in
you pop to take advantage of the bargain while
it lasts.

But, it seems they haven't lasted that long.
The salesman informs you that the final
item has Just been sold. Still, he doesn't want
you to go away disappointed. Juat step over to
the corner, and he'll show you another model,
A better model, much superior to die one ad-
vertised on the store window.

Somewhat higher priced, of course. But much
cheaper when you look it it from the value
point of view,

So, do you purchase the second model or
not? An astonishing number of Americans,
expeclilly American women, say "yes," even
when they're not quite sure about the wisdom
of the transaction.

The point l i that too often the ori^nal
"bargain" waa never in the store. The adver-
tising was simply a come-on to attract suckers
vulnerable to a slick sales spiel.

That's one good way notto spend your money.
If anyone tries it on you, don't just walk away.
Let the Better Business Bureau know. They'll
be interested in doing iomethinf about it.

Young ex-addicts issue
a warning to teenagers

Two young ex-iddiets from Odyiioy House
In New York City Spoke of their drug experi-
ence in tt program m Overlook Hospital,
Summit, last week.

Tracing his Start on marijuana at the age of
13-14, then on to LSD and other drugs, one 24
year old ex-addict ixpliined he unexpectedly
"look a fall" when he thought everything was
going fine and he wai riding high,

"You think the squares don't know the seort.
You're smarter than they are. Pretty ioon all
you care about IS drugi. Then you find you
can't make decisions. You're going to quit a
million times. But you don't.,,,"

Marijuana u the start for 90 percent of
heroip addicts, The average drug addict is
dead at age 27, A heroin addict must steal
$75,000 a year to support hii habii, jail, ex.
pulsion from school, loss of job — these are
the price the drug addict payi, according to
these young Odyiiey Home staff members.

Warning on the uie of marijuana in the
Suburbs, as well as other drugs, the Odyssey
House group said that the "iceberg" approsch
is no solution if the dnigprnblem isfo h»
licked,

"Kids need someplace to go for help, Ex-
addicts know the answers, They've been down
the road. They aren't fooled by the dodges- the
'Pot doesn't give you cancer bit, or marijuana
is less harmful than alcohol,1" a 14 year
veteran ex-heroin addict pointed out,

"These kids are looking for kicks. If they
bflcomi regular uier i , they are looking for
escape. There's something basically wrong and
they need help," they warned,

QUOTING A RECENT Harvard study of 135

itudenU regularly using marijuana or LSD,
or methadone or combinations, Dr. A, Ronald
Sorvino of Short Hills, program moderator,
pointed out that the Harvard findings showed
that apathy, loss of interest and- motivation
characterized most drug hallucinogen useri,
Or, Sorvino was co-founder of Odyssey House,
serves on Its board of advisors and is a member
of the psychiatric staff of Overlook Hospital,

."After a while these kids fail into their own
drug lub-culmre group. Eight or ten kids who
try to solve their loneliness on drugs develop a

marked apauiy toward life, No longer are they
outgoing, committed, involved, They l«« in-
i-pntive," the psychiatrist observed.

Citing the teenage marijuana user as one of
the most difficult to reach, Dr. Sorvino em-
phasiMd that behind regular drug users there
was a basic personality disorder, at times, a
disordered family relationship.

He cautioi.ed parents not to be blackmailed
or conned into permisslveiiess, "Love must be
earned," he stated, "not just handed out,"

"The drug user must face himself and want
to do something about his own life. Unfor-

man added.

With a 93 per cent cure rate compared to
2 per cent cure on federal programs, Odyssey
House techniques are now moving into neigh-
borhood areas, school assembly programs,
university settings and they hope shortly to
establish a center in Newark, the spokesman
said.

The audio- ,
meter produces a high frequency tone of
3,000 cycles per second, a level which pre-
vents any tactile sensation or vibration, at
Iniensliles of 100 decibels, which is a unit of
louciness. The sound will last for a half,
•me or two seconds.

As the audiometer makes the sound, the
volunteers watch the child's reactions. The
response from the infant may be anything
from the blink of an eye to a facial grimace,.
or if the chilti has been actively waving Its
hands or legs, complete stoppage of activity.

Upon observing the form of response, the
volunteer notes It on the form attached to her
clipboard and signs it, The tester notes, also,
how the baby was found; Awake and quiet,
awake and crying, length of stimulus from
the audiometer and Its Intensity, the rype of
f.aftion and its intensity.

Three trials are made ai the bassinet. If
the infant does not respond, the tester waits
five minutes and retestl. If the Infant does
not respond after six trials, a staff nurse is
asked to observe three more tests. If the infant
still falls 10 respond, the volunteer marks the
chart, "failed to respond" and then calls one
of the two audiologists. The audlologist re-
tests the' baby and if there Is no reaction
contacts the physician and alerts him to the
fact that the new-born has shown signs of a
hearing problem.

To date, ynder this volunteer testing pro-
gram, some 17 infants of 407 tested have
been found to have hearing impairments,Many
times those who have failed the test will be
found liter to have normal hearing.

Dental Demons
When thingi go unaccounta-

bly wrong, wi feel that an un-
leen ciuse must mint, so we
Say "a gremlin did it," In
dentistry, cauaes are often as
elusive as gremlins, but re-
search relentlessly routs the
demoni out, At the National
Institutes of Health In Bethes-
da, Md., sciendsti of the Na-
tional Institute of Dental Re-
search are looking for clues
to many elusive dental prob-
lems, and oni of the most
difficult is periodontal dls-
eise. This is a fairly slow
procais beginning with tender
gums or deposits of calculus
(tartar) it the gum line. Grad-
ually, connections between
gums, jawbone and tee th
loosen, and eventually teeth
fall out. This disease com-
monly occurs after 35 but
sometimes afflicts teenagers,

The problem in periodontal
disease is not a lack; of clues,
but too many, Microbes, diet,
mouth pressures and in-
dividual resistance are some
of the interacting factors. It
took years of painstaking re-
search to reveal the roles of
some micro-organisms. The
search has been slow, not be-
cause these dental demons are
invisibly small, but because
their variety is incredibly
great. Types of one kind of
bsetrjrlum are as diverse as
breeds of dogs. However, un-
like dogs, bacterial types look
alike but react very dif-
ferently.

Scientists report that two
strains of streptococci, named
LM-7 and G5-5 for patients in
whose decayed teeth they were
found, not only cause tooth de-
ciy when inoculated into rats,
but also severely damage the
alveolar bone that supports the
teeth. These rats normally
suffer neither bone loss nor
decay. Many other strains of
streptococci cause no harm to
rati .

So far, only those sttepto-
cocci that digest sugar and ex-
crete acid and a sticky by-
product called dextrin are
implicated in both periodontal
disease and tooth decay. Dex-
trari glues all sorts of bac-
teria with their acids and
wattes, dose to tilth In a

t/te

Al different, threid-lika mi-
croorganism converts starch
or sugar into a sticky gal which
puifis gums away from tea*.
Thli form eanB-ansmltpBrlo-
dontal disease in hamsters.

, Hpwever, there are other
bacterial substances which ir-
ritate gums. One is neutral

eentratlons In some bacterial
Infections,

A third Irritant, indetoKln,
is released when certain bac-
teria die. A p p a r e n t l y
endotoxlns cannot penetrate
intact gum tissue, but may
enter once the gum surface Is
broken and can cause allergic
reactions which aggravate
periodontal problems.

A fourth troublemaker, bac-
teroldes melanlnogenicus, not
bnly'"contalnVen*dotoxlh in Its*""
cell walls, but produces an
enryme which destroys colla-
genj the principal protein In
connective tissue. This bac-
terium is said to be the most
destructive microbe normal to
the mouth, but It must be
trnppcd in plaque in orUer to
harm tissue.

These periodontal demons
caii be conn-oiled by reducing
the plnque In which they oper-
ate,' or the kinds of food on
which they thrive. This means
fewer sweets and more clean-
ing. Also, Institute scientists
hope that an experimental en-
zyme which dissolves dextrnn
In hamsters may help flight
human plaque too.

"Small fhildren will put
practically anything In their
mouths, as every mother
knows. They have a tendency
to swallow automatlcallyi
therefore, they will try to
swallow an Inedible object in-
stead of expectorating it, as
an adult would.

"Since a baby cannot talk,
a foreign object may go un-
recognised until serious com-
plications or death results.

"Also, children often Inhale
foreign objects Into the air
passages, These must be
promptly removed before they
cause respiratory problems
or even death,"

Goetz supested these pre-
cautions to help prevent chok-
ing accidents among children:

Since the chewing habit is
not firmly established until
the ige of four, children under
this age should not be given
nuts, raw fruits, or raw
vegetables. These foods re -
quire grinding action of
molirs.

Fatal chok-
ing might result.

When choking accidents oc-
cur, consult a physician Im-
mediately, even '11 the symp-
toms, lueh a i coughing, sub-
side. If nawrtl breatMni
stops, itart artificial respira-
tion by the mouth-to-mouth
method at once,

Goetz offered these safety
suggestions for adults
especially denture wearers:

• • •
BONES ARE THE foreip

bodies which most commonly
affect denture wearers. Extra

precautions should be taken
io remove these from luch
prepared dishes as chicken
sandwiches, salads, or soup.
Careful chewing habits should
be cultivated.

When dentures are needed,
they should be used and proper
fitting maintained. Painful
chewing can cause mastica-
tion to be Incomplete,

Denture wearers should
chew their foodapproximatily
twice as long as they did when
they had their natural teeth,
to aid digestion and prevent
swallowing of Incompletely
chewed food.

Loose or cracked dentures
can themselves become
foreign objects In the mouth
as me result of blows, falls,
excitement, or chewing sticky
foods.

Do not hold pins, nails or
similar objects in the mouth—
you may swallow them ac-
cidentally. Also, children may
imitate you with serious or
fatal results.
