QUESTION - We have been living oversees
for the past year and will soon return 10 the I S
Will we have to pay customs duly on ot|r
household effects?

B) Household furnishings acquired abroad
may be imported free of duty II; they are im
ported (or personal use. and not for resale and
have been owned or used abroad by you for not
less than one year.'

All shipments' must .be cleared through
Customs within 5 working days after arrival in
the U.S. or the shipment will be sent to a
warehouse for storage at your risk andtxpensi
until Customs clearance em be made.

Articles, may be cleared by you after ysur
arrival in the U.S., a custom house broker or
other individual who will act, (of you In Customs
matters on a non-paid bails.

QUESTION • We will be returning to the U S
after living abroad for over a year, Will our
personal effects be exempt from custom* duly1

ANSWER - Personal effects, including
wearing apparel, watches, cameras, and it-
cessories. tape recorders, elc. which were nol
taken abroad by you or for your account, are
not entitled to free entry but may be included In
your Customs exemption provided they nc>
company you when you return to the U.S.
Appropriate allowance will be made for any
wear and use abroad.

QUESTION • I purchased an article while
abroad but it was not delivered prior.to my
departure. It was malted to me in the US, and
duly was charged. Why?

ANSWER • Duty was charged because the
customs exemption applies only to goods which
accompany you on your return to Ihe US

on immunization
Union County Clerk Walter G. Halpin said

abroad "should disregard a story printed
recently In a New York daily newspaper that
traveler* from the United Slates to Europe and
other smallpox-free, areas of the world no
longer need smallpox vaccinations'* Hatpin
said Ihe story was "misleading and am-
biguous,"
• Halpin said thai an advisory memorandum,
dated March SI. from the U.S. Department ol
Health. Education and Welfare, read*. "The
Foreign Quarantine Program, of the Center for
Dlseaie Control, has issued the following
statement concerning smallpox vaccination
requirements lor entry into the United States,

"Although (he United States can require
evidence ol smallpox vaccination from all
persons entering the United States, this will
only he enforced from (hose who within the past
14 days have been in countries reporting
smallpox, Persons inquiring about lire
muni i l l Ion requirements should be informed
that it Is desirable and recommended that they,
be vaccinated prior to departure. They will be
held or vaccinated at the port of entry in Ihe
United States only If they haue visited a
SOiSllpOK reporting country within the two
weeki prior to arrival or in ihe unlikely event
they have been exposed to smallpox on their
plane or on a connecting night.

" I t Is of utmost importance io note that this
1 statement represents a modification of

procedures at United States ports of entry,"
