In this country is the offender actually sen-
tenced to jail. •

At thl same time, more than half the Inmates
of City and county jails across the country are
Imprisoned without having been convicted of a
crime

s placed upon It by our modern,
complex society. Neither the rights of society
generally nor the rights of the individual are
protected adequately.

Unfortunate^, efforts to correct the system
too often are based on the assumption that the
rlghtaol the general public and the rights of Ihe
Individual are conflicting. Such efforts are
doomed to failure because they would sacrifice
Ihe right* of one for the rights of the other. This
approach can only aggravate our difficulties.

Before this session of Congress ends,
however, the Senate is expected to act on a bill
which I believe provides one part ol the answer
to the problems of our criminal Justice system.
II would provide Increased protection for the

' right* of both the general public and the i n -
dividual,

THIS LEGISLATION, which I am cc-
sponiorine, is known as the Speedy Trial Bill.
The bill would require each federal district
court to submit a plan for bringing all criminal
cases to (rial within 60 days ol the date of in-
dictment, District courts which are unable to
formulate such a plan are-required to submit a
report to Congress on the funds and personnel
needed to accomplish the objective.

The bill also would establish priorities for
cases involving serious offenses and cases
Involving defendants who are held In jail
pending Wai. Iir addition, it would authorize
the creation ol pretrial services agencies in five
federal districts to assist the courts in making
bail recommendations, in supervising and

both pre-trial crime and unnecessary pre-trial
detention.

In testimony before the Senate Sub-
committee considering Ihe bill, 1 noted that, in
addition lo Ihe burden of speeding up trials that
the bill places on the courti and the govern-
ment, there mutt be means of dealing with
