Montessori School
to hold 2 previews

Two preview programs are being planned by
the Montessorl School of Cranford to demon-
strate some of the equipment that will be used
by pre-schoal children when the achool opens in
September. The purpose of these programs is
to acquaint parents of children age 3 through 5
with materials and techniques employed in the
Montessori Method of education. The meetings
will be held on Wednesday, March 23, at the
Calvar Lutheran Church, 110 Eastman ave,,
Cranford (one-half block from the Poat Office)
at 1:30 p.m. and at & p.m.

The Montessori Method emphasises learning
through doing and doing through interest or
curosity. The classes streas working with
sensorial materials either alone or in groups of
twoor three, In a typical Montessori clasaroom
a small group of children will be seen working
with a minimum of Instruction from the
teacher and cancentrating on thelr own project
with freedom lo move about, work at a low
table or on & floor mat.

The teacher becomes an ohserver rather
than an instructor and gives assistance only
when it is needed or requested. While the
children are [ree lo choose their work, the
responaibility of handling “it carefully and
returning the materials to their proper place is
emphasized,

When the Montessori School of Cranford
opens in September it will also include a special
program in sensorimotor training activities
that stresses the Monteasor{ concept of motor
development and physlciai co-ordination.

As 800n a3 the move into the new, library is
completed, the present library in the
Nomahegan Building will be converted into &
quiet student lounge and faculty offices.

Dr. lversen said the 24,000 aq. ft. classroom
building, which contains 17 classrooms, two
lecture halls, facully offices, seminar rooms
and other facilities, is nearing completion and
will be ready for use during the summer
spasion, which opens in late June.

Both the library and classroom building are
entirely air-conditioned and electrically:

Federal grants-in-aid to the State and to local
governments in New Jerssy topped one biliion
dollars for the first time last year, the New
Jersey Taxpayers Assoc. has reported. But,
they noted, Garden State taxpayers are
estimated to have paid federal taxes of more
than one and one-half billion dollars toward the
$35 billion in such grants distributed nationally.

Calculstions reported by the association
show that for cach dollar of federal ald
received In the atate during fiscal year 1972,
residenta paid an estimated §1.47 in taxes.

This ranked New Jersey fourth from the top
of the list of 21 states whose laxpayer con-
tributions toward federal aid nationally ex-
ceeded their state and local governments'
income from grant payments

‘In fiscal 1971, New Jersey tied for fourth
place in the federal aid cost vi. benelita
rankings. Previously it had often been at the
top of the list- -a position &r(‘upied last year by
Connecticut which paid a “'tax premium'’ of 58
cents for each dollar received in fiscal 19

At the other end of the [ederal tax-aid ratios
were Mississippi and Alaska which received §1
in federal aid for taxes of 38 cents and M centa
respectively.

U.5. Treasury Departiment reports for fiscal
1972 show cash grant payments into New
Jersey tolaled $1,040,700,000. The estimated
federal tax burden [alling upon New Jersey
taxpayers 10 pay for federal aid was estimated
