primary elections was unconstitutional. The
results of this change are not yet fully un-

Tuesday. June 4.

Levin asks boost
in health benefits,
cites rising costs

Citing Medicare’s failure to adequuu-lv
absorb the health care needs of the elderly,
Democratic Congressional candidate “Adam
Levin called on Congress this week o expand
program coverage and insure that future
benelits. keep pace with the rise in medical
costs.

The xzm ‘District candidate also urged
passage of o -national health Insurance
program lo provide swilt, comprehensive
medieal service for the average American and
eliminate the threat of -financial disaster
resulting from a-major {llness.

“Since 1960 the rate of inflation for medica)

costs has, far outstripped the increase: in
general consumer prices and now ranks as one
of the major causes of personal backruptcy
action in the United States,”” Levin said.
“Senior eftizens have been sqm;f:zed hardest by
this financial crunch hecause they are often
forced 1o live on fixed incomes and had lo pay
out 28 percent of the $94 billion spent on per-
sonal health care in 1973."

* Emphasizing inequities within the existing
Medicare program, Levin said the failure of
benefits to offset inflation means that the
elderly pnid $276 per person in out-of-pocket
iealth expenses in 1973 as compared to only
$234 befnre the inception of Medicare in 1966. As
a result, the elderly population has not been
signiﬁcanlly protected by Medicare.
. “A basie problem in the program is that
Medicare increases are now tled to cost of
iving increases, although medical costs have
been nutrunmng general living casts by 18 ta 20
peri;ent the Union County Democrat con-
tinued, *Congress can restore the balanece by
_basing Medicare hikes on medical cost in-

Retail milk prices
will drop one cent
in N.J. on June 1

Minimum retafl milk prices in New Jersey
will be down one cent per quart on June 1,
according to Woodson W, Molfett Jr., director,
Division of Dairy Industry, New Jersey
Department of Agriculture. The new
minimums will be 37 cents per quart, 69 cents
per half-gallon and $1.32 per gallon.

The decrease in minimum prices reflects
or prices to farmers—the first such drop In
y months, Prices normally decrease

se easonally in the spring months, rellecting
increased milk supplies during the spring and
summer. Adverse weather conditions and short
grain supplies prevented such decrease last
year. This year, increased milk preduction,

letters, poor display signs and billboards and

* other disturbing stimuli.”

By recognizing what upsets them, Dibner
sald, people will be dble to work toward

change, “‘or at least toward non-repetition of
undesirable impacts,” by becoming embrtd
of planning boards, zoning boards, school
boards and other municipal agencles.

Dibner has written a book in which he ex-
pounds on the idea of the importance of the
architect’s responsibility to the client’s needs
in the creation of good architecture. *'You and
Your Architect,”" is available from the N.J.
Society of Architects, 110 Halsted st., East
Orange, 07018, at no charge.

Architects Week will focus on just such a
broadening of purpose which increasingly
underpins the profession, the society stated
and on a continuing education of the general
public and the individual client.
