“This local report should state the
aperating expenses of the construction .
code enforcing agency,” she continued.
“The fee schedule should then be
calculated to cover the municipal en-
ftm:mg agency's actual costs.”

The Commissioner stated. that any
" increased - expenses. — specifically
attributable to enforcement of the-
uniform code are exempt from the new
“cap” law, but she added “‘the report is
neem to support the exemption.”

‘“The Uniform Construction Code Act
provides for the statewide enforcement

regulatory agercies and other federal
programs be evaluated ‘periodically,
and terminated unless their con-
tinuation can be justified.
