Wheelchair home grants
available to disabled vets

A grant of up to $25,000 is available
for seriousl; dlhEblEd vgterans in-
terested in

Max Clgland; VA administramr of
veterans affairs, who lost both legs and
4n arm during the Vietnam conflict,
reminded eligible veterans the grant
can be applied to a new home, used to
remodel an existing dwelling or o pay
!h¢ balnm_e nwmg on a hume the

pense.

Under the law, eligible veterans may
obtain a VA grant of up to half the cost
of & specially adapted home to a
maximum of $25,000.

Basically, eligible veterans are those
who have suffered permanent and total
military service-connected disability
due 1o the loss (or loss of use) of both
legs: blindness, plus loss of use of one
leg; or other injury which prevents
them from moving from place to place
without the aid of a wheelchair, braces,
erulches or canes.

Cleland urged disabled veterans to
consult  their nearest Veterans
f\dmmxstratmﬁ office for detailed

eligibility requitements.

He pointed out other eligibility
requirements include a provision that
the veteran must be able to afford
purchase of the ‘‘wheelchair home”
with the assistance of the grant and that
it must be medically feasible for the
veteran to live there.

To qualify for a VA grant a new
housing unit must have at least two
entry ramps located to avoid fire
hazards, doorways at least 36 inches
wide, hallways at least 48 inches wide,
specially equipped bathrooms,
specially located electric switches and
outlets, an automatic smoke detector
and other features.

Cleland said VA field specialists will
help eligible veterans choose a suitable
lot for the housing unit, obtain the
services of an architect, secure con-
struction bids and arrange financing.

The VA adminijstrator alse reminded
veterans that some states provide
special tax relief for owners of
“‘wheelchair homes" and up to $40,000
mortgage life insurance is available to

Wnrkmg women in New Jersey don't
understand the federal and state Jlaws
which ban discrimination against them
in all phases of consumer credit,

Even state officials responsible for
enforcing the laws need to bone up on
their knowledge of them, according to a
survey of 82 working women and seven
investigators at an office of the state’s
ivision on Civil Rights who handle
reported violations of laws involving
women and credi

The questionnaire was developed by
hllen Klugman, 20, a Drew University
uni from Livingston, who coor-
dinates the Task Foree on Credit and
Personal Finance for the state's
International Women’s Year project.
The survey was conducted with the help
of her fellow students in a class on sex
roles taught by Drew sociologist
Joanna Bowen Gillespie. )

Three areas of knowledge and at-
titude were investigated: recognition of
discriminatory practices forbidden by
the equal credit opportunity laws,
reactions to hypothetical cases in-
volving such discrimination and un-
derstanding of the importance and

pays the bllls gmng toward the gnnch
ment of her husband's credit history
and financial identity.

In the event of his death or their
separation, her shadow identity as a
credit risk would evaporate, leaving
her a non-entity in the eyes (and
computers) of stores, banks, realtors
and all other credit-granting agencies.

In the Drew survey, only three out of
16 questions pertaining Lo knowledge of
equal credit opportunity laws were
answered correctly by half or more of
the women surveyed. On two of the
three, almost half the women

payment in cash of all bills strengthens
a credit rating while 45 percent did not
know how separate reporting would
affeet their credit histories.

When asked to identify

discriminatory practices, well over half
the women queried either could not, or
djid so incorrectly. In the area of af-
firmative action, they showed them-
selves reluctant to complain or press
suit if discriminated against.
Thv responses to her survey of in-
a state Civil Rights
Division uffuw revealed “unfamiliarity
with the federal Equal Credit Oppor-
tunity Act (ECOA) of 1975 and con-
fusion over even some provisions of
state law,” she said.

She added, however, that “the Civil
Rights people have been candid about
