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Driver of ambulance
appeals traffic ticket

A volunteer ambulance driver,
ticketed for allegedly careless driving
during a light-flashing emergency trip
to the hospital, is appealing his con-
viction handed down last week ir
Mountainside Municipal Court.

William C. King of Garwood was
driving a critically stricken heart-
attack victim from Westfield to
Overlook Hospital in Summit when the
ambulance passed through Moun-
tainside on April 19. Mountainside
Patrolmen William Moyland and Alan
Kennedy, on foot, were directing traffic
through a temporary construction tie-
up on Summit road, between Sun-
nyslope and Echo, when the ambulance
passed them.

King got the heart-attack victim to
the hogpital still alive, although the
patient later died. Driving back
through Mountainside, King was
stopped and ticketed for alleged
carelessness’ earlier when he was en
route to the hospital.

Mountainside Municipal Judge Jacob
Bauer found King guilty after a lengthy
trial starting May 25 and reconvened
last week, But the judge granted a stay
of the penalty—ﬁo in fine and court

costs—pending appeal. Court aides in
Elizabeth said it probably will be at
least September before the case goes
through the usual appeal process in
County Court.

Meanwhile, volunteer rescue squads
throughout Union County were
awaiting the decision with interest. It is
believed to be the first loeal ecase in
which an ambulance operator has been
ticketed for his driving on an
emergency run.

Testifying in Mountainside, King and
the patrelmen differed dramatically
about the speed of the ambulance.
through the construction zone. King
said he was driving less than 40 miles
per hour. The patrolmen estimated the
speed as much higher, Moylan, who
signed the complaint, claimed he was
almost hit by the passing ambulance.

Defense witnesses included several
women from the Westfield Rescue
Squad who were tending to the patient
while King did the driving April 19,
King has been a volunteer several
years for the Westfield squad, and he
also serves on the Garwood Rescue
Squad.

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Condommium deasnon
predi’cied within month

The long-stalled attempt by Chatham
Healty Co. to win permission for a 21
apartment condominium in Moun
tainside may reach a decision next
month, the Echo learned this week

The matter has been under con
sideration at one level or another since
1973, when Chatham Realty applied ta
the Board of Adjustment for a zoning
variance to construct the apartments
on a l.3-acre tract at the northwest
corner of Rt. 22 and New Providence
road. The board denied that request in
April of 1974.

The applicant then sued to upset the
denial. Judge Cuddie E. Davidson of the
N.J. Superior Court ruled in 1975 that
the denial had been arbitrary. He
directed that the board approve the
application and that the matter be
forwarded to the Borough Council for
its decision,

That was done, and the Council
denied the variance on Jan. 20, 1976.
The applicant then took the matter to
court again.

Borough Attorney John Post this
week commented on the status of the
case: “Chatham Realty has moved for
summary judgment on that count of the
complaint which asserts that the
gmermng budy arbitrarily denied the
variance. The governing body has filed
a brief which asserts that it properly
denied the variance. The issue is
scheduled to be decided by Judge
Miiton A. Feller in N.J. Superior Court
some time in July.”

A new lease on life
CSH aids smoke victim

Leon Lawson sometimes appears tr
have an inexhaustable amount of
energy.

He also has a hearty appetite, an
outgoing personality, and he loves to
talk.

“Sometimes,” laughs his mother,
Susan Lawson, “he talks too much.”

But Mrs. Lawson is really thrilled
with Leon's happy chatter, seemingly
boundless energy and friendly per-
sonality—for it means that Leon is a
healthy and happy 2'; year old.

It's quite a contrast to the Leon she
knew last New Years Eve,

Leon had been sleeping with  his
father in their East Orange apartment
when the father smelled smoke. He
discovered a fire in the kitchen, but
when he returned to the bedroom, he
cuuldn t find his son.

About a half-hour later, the little boy
was found unconscious under a bed, in
respiratory arrest, and suffering
severe smoke inhalation

Leon was hospitalized in critical
condition and required a respirator for
six days.

The lack of oxygen during the fire
apparently had caused severe brain
damage, and after three weeks, Leon
was transferred to Children’s
Specialized Hospital in Mountainside
for rehabilitation,

When he arrived at C5H on Jan. 20,
“he had no control over his head or
limbs. His eyes didn't focus. he seemed
unaware of the world around him, and
he couldn't talk,” recalled Dr. Mary
Boyer, director of patient services at

corporate responsibility, citizenship
and socia], consciousness.”

1didn’t make that up, I copied it from
a flyer describing *an in-
terdisciplinary-environmental  educ-
ation workshop'' for elementary and
secondary school teachers. Enroll for
the six-week course and get six credit
hours,

It will be held at Cook College,
Rutgers University, New Brunswick,
from July 6 to Aug. 17. The flyer

describes it as ‘‘a pilot project,
scheduled for nationwide, regional
introduction, of the National

Environmental Education Institute of
the American Society for Environ-
mental Education.”

A cynic from the environmental side
of the fence might wonder whether a
course for teachers described that way
contains a little bias favoring com-
panies chafing under pollution
restrictions. One must assume, of
course, that such is not the case,

There may be educators who would
be surprised to hear that the public
schools are pushing environmentsl
illiteracy which needs eradication.

Maybe there are those among us who
have not realized the dangers of
“imbalanced, cost-benefitless en-
vironmentalism.'* After all, the growth
of public concern about the state of the
environment has resulted in industrial
pollution safeguards which a hard-
nosed businessman might find hard to
justify on the basis of his firm's profits.

A few might even wonder what
teachers will be taught to teach our
children about environmental values.
Our children are tomorrow’'s voting
public, which will shape legislation
aimed at protecting the environment.

I've never heard of the American
Society for Environmental Education,
which says it's nonprofit and tax-
exempt, I don’t know anything about its
sources of financing, but 1 do know we
taxpayers finance Cook College.

This is another beautiful example of
corporate issue management, It’s fine
to have this kind of “education,” so long
as we all recognize it is geared to
enhance the special-interest ‘‘public
image.”

I'm somewhat surprised to see Cook
College, as a state institution, providing
this point of view, considering that it
has devoted a good deal of.its time in
the past to providing an education
which presents a more balanced
outlook.

Jersey School Boards Association Code
of Ethics for school board members.
The code, recommended for adoption
by Dr. Arthur G. Williams, will be voted
an at the July 12 public meeting.

The code reads as follows:

“1. 1 will be a staunch advocate of
free public education.

2, T will uphold and enforce all laws,
state board rules and regulations and
court orders pertaining to schools.
Desired changes should be brought
about only through legal and ethical
procedures.

3. T will make decisions in terms of
the educational welfare of children and
will strive for public schools which can
meet the individual needs of all
children regardless of their ability,
race, creed or social standing.

“4, 1 will join with my fellow mem-
bers on the board, the staff, the com-
munity and the students in continuing
study of the nature, value and direction
of contemporary education in our
society in order to facilitate needed
change in our schools.

“5. T will work unremittingly to help
the people of my community un-
derstand the importance of public
education and the need to support it.

6. I will strive to ensure that people
are accurately informed about our
schools, and T will try to interpret to the
staff the aspirations of the community
for its schools.

“7. 1 will recognize that my
responsibility is not to run the schools
but together with my fellow board
members, to see that they are well run.

8. 1 will confine my board action to
policy making, planning and appraisal,
and I will help to frame polici
plans only after the board has co
those who will be affected by them.

“9. I will arrive at conclusions only
after discussing all aspects of the issues
at hand with my fellow board members
assembled in meeting.

the rehabilitative hospital for
physically handicapped young people,

An intensive, comprehensive
rehabilitation program was started:
Physieal therapists helped him in ef-
forts to regain muscle tone and
strength; occupational therapists
worked on his fine motor control; and
speech therapists tried to get him to
verbalize and redevelop his abilities to
understand language.

Then, on Feb. 3, Leon surprised the
therapists when he said an emphatic,
typically 2 year-old ‘‘No"'—his first
word since the fire.

Within two weeks after arriving at’
CSH Leon was focusing his eyes again,
had gained control over his head and
could sit up.

Leon began to regain other abilities,
too. Gradually, he learned to walk
again. First he toddled, supported by an
adult's hands like a baby learning to
walk for the first time. Then Leon
learned to walk alone.
~On April 29, just four months after the
fire that nearly took his life, Leon went
home.

Although he returns to the Moun-
tainside rehabilitative facility for
weekly follow-up and therapy, Leon is
to all outward appearances, a healthy,
happy and normal youngster.

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Barbecuing may be dangerous--
these hints can prevent accidents

The U.S. Product Safety Commmission
estimates that more than 19,000 persons
received emergency medical treatment
in the past year for injuries involving
barbecue grills; children under five
were the most frequent victims. Males
were injured twice as frequently as
females, possibly due to their role as
chief barbecuers.

Concerned with the number of in-
juries resulting from careless use of
home barbecues, the New Jersey State
Safety Council offers the following
R suggestions for accident-free bar-
becuing during the upcoming
Independence Day weekend:

--1f you use an electric fire starter, be
sure it carries the label of a recognized
testing laboratory, such as Under-
writers’ Laboratories (UL).

--Start the fire early so there is no
need to hurry it along. Charcoal burns
for a long time and best results come
after the fire has burned to grey coals.

--Some of the worst barbecue ac-
cidents happen when the backyard
chef, or his little helper, ''freshens’ a
fire with one of the liquids sold to start
charcoal fires, The moment one of
these liguids hit a live coal, there is a
whoosh of flame which can envelop the
arms and face of anyone nearby in a

glistering fire. So play it safe. Don't add
starter liquid to perk up a sluggish fire.

--Keep children away from the
barbecue grill to eliminate their
touching the grill or accidentally
pushing it over on someone else,

.-The chef should wear close [itting
clothing. Loose fitting shirts or frilly
dregses cdn be hazardous around any
fire or open flame. .

-Use pgood grill equipment. One
necessity is a long-handled spatula,
fork or pair of long tongs for turning
meat, getting potatoes or corn from the
coals or moving hot coals around. A
pair of heavy glove-type potholders and

The recommendations—adopted as a
policy statement by NJEA's elective
Delegate Assembly—would require
every local school district to identify
lagging students as early In their
career as possible and to provide ef-
fective remedical instruction at once.
The recommendations are not binding
on local school districts but express the
suggestions of New Jersey's organized
teaching force for improving school
quality.

On the question of granting diplomas,
the NJEA policy statement recom-
mends: *All graduates of an approved
high school shall receive a diploma.”

Because a diploma alone does not tel}
the quality of the graduate's at-
tainrnent the NJEA poiu:y statément

a transcnpt of the indi dusl s work
available for job-related purposes just
as it does to college-admissions of-
ficers,

The NJEA pahcy statement opposes
the proposal that the state give one
pass-fail exam to high school seniors—a
“*diploma test’’—just before
graduation. ‘“We don't believe young
people should have to wait until they've
ordered their caps and gowns to be
examined on whether or not they'll get
a diploma,” said NJEA President
Judith M. Owens.

Tax law glves elderly
choice of pay schedules

The Tax Reduction and Sim-
plification Act of 1977 gives elderly
taxpayers the choice of reducing their
federal income tax liabilities for 1976 by
using either the credit for the elderly cr
the former retirement income credit,
according to Clare Shy, IRS acting
director for New Jersey.

The credit for the elderly was enacted
by the Tax Reform Act of 1976 and was
designed to replace the retirement
income credit which applied to Lax
yearg prior to 1976,

In general, taxpayers who will
benefit by electing to claim the
retirement income credit are those 65
or older whose adjusted gross incomes
are large enough to cause a substantial
reduction in the initial amount of in-
come used for figuring the newer credit
for the elderly. Also, taxpayers who
were married and filed a separate
return fo 976 but lived with a spouse
will
genefslly ﬁnd the retirement mcr;:’me
credit more advantageous than the tax
credit for the elderly.
