Court decision on apartments
delayed until after Labor Day
The Borough of Mountainside will

have to wait until at least after Labor
Day for a decision on whether apart,
merits must be allowed in the com-
munity.

State Superior Court Judge Milton
Feller will then hand down his decision
whether or not to force the borough to
allow the Chatam Realty Co, to qon-
itruct a 21-unit condominium on a 1,3
acre tract at the northwest corner of Rt.
22 and New Providence road.

The matter has been under con-
sideration at one level or another since
1973 when the realty firm applied to the

Mountainside Board of Adjustment for
a zoning variance,. That request was
denied in April 1974,

Chatam Realty then sued to overturn
the denial. Judge Cuddle Davidson of
the New Jersey Superior Court ruled in
1975 the denial had been arbifrary,
Davidson directed the matter be ap-
proved and forwarded to the Borough
Council. The Council denied the
variance in January of 1976.

The applicant then took the matter to
Feller's court, moving for a summary
judgment asserting the Borough
Council denied the variance arbitrarily.

Board steps up search
for principal at Dayton

The Union County Regional High

School District Board of Education
interviewed candidates at a closed-door
session this week and expects to take
action next Tuesday on appointing a
new principal of Jonathan Dayton High,

Anthony J, Flordaliso, highly
regarded principal of, the high school in
Springfield collapsed of a heart attack
and died «t age 40 on June 25, two days
after graduatipn of the class of "77.

The board did not disclose names of
candidates it interviewed at a cloged-
door personnel session Monday at
Dayton, where!the regular adjourned
public meeting is scheduled for 8 p.m
Tuesday. But it appeared likely that
Fiordaliso's successor will be chosen
from within the ranks of district
educators. \

Board membera have Individually
expressed their epgemess to have a
principal on the job at Dayton when
school reopens ne:j[t month, and they
have publicly giien their superin-
tendent no instructions to extend the
recruitment campaign beyond district
borders.

Charles E. Vitale Jr. of Kenilworth,
board president, said the board
discussed the candidates after in-
terviewing them Monday, "but, of
course, we can't and don't take any
action at a closed personnel session. 1
believe some action on appointment of
a principal will be taken at our next
public meeting,"

This was the second major ap-

pointment to be tentatively scheduled
for next Tuesday's meeting. The board
and the district superintendent, Dr,
Donald Meraehnlk," had already an-
nounced this target date for choosing a
district-wide administrator who would
be, in effect, a director of special
education. The board already has
approved funding for this position as
assistant to Dr. Frank Kenny, district
director of pupil personnel services,

Mrs. James T. Leonard Sr. of Gar-
wood, long an unofficial spokesman for
district parents seeking improvement
of special education, recently won a
promise from Merachnik that Kenny's
new assistant would be "the same thing
as a director of special education,"

Mrs. Leonard has been lobbying for
three years to get a district director of
special education instead of including
these duties with Dr, Kenny's other
responsibilities,

"He (Dr, Kenny) has too many other

things to do to give the kids with
problems the special attention they
need," she had told the board Aug. a.
"It seems that the district keeps getting
everything but a director of special
education .The kids with problems
have been shortchanged all their lives,
and it's getting worse,"

Parents of about a dozen students at
David Brearley Regional High in
Kenilworth also have been attending
recent board meetinp to seek a
speedup in the district process of
identifying the "perceptually Im-
paired" and prescribing help for them.

State code defines "perceptually
impaired" students as those with a
learning disability in arithmetic or
"one or more of the basic processes
involved in the development of (poken
or written language" — but a disability
that is "not primarily due to sensory
disorders, motor handicaps, mental

The ad for an eighth-grade English
teacher stated applicants should be
"above and beyond the responsibilities
of parenthood, which could interfere
with after-school meetings."

Ms. Neiss protested to the state
commission on civil rights. The case
was referred to the Washington com-
mission, which ruled in her favor.

The Mountainside school district was
__ordered to offer Ms, Neiss a teaching

jobT6TThTnB?7-7irseheoi year if there
was an opening for which she Is
qualified, She was offered a position as
a seventh-grade English teacher but
Ms. Neiss called Superinteadent Levm
Hannlgan and advised him she doesn't
want the job now.

The Union County .Welfare Board has
announced that Mountainside's few
cases, now being served by the
Elizabeth office, will be transferred to
an expanded facility in Plainfleid.
Though the actual date of transfer has
not yet been announced, it is expected
in the near future.

In Mountainside, as of Aug. 1, there
were three cases of Aid to Dependent
Children (ADC.) The monetary aid
totals $591 a month to three adults and
four children.

ADC is classified as a public
assistance program, but recipients
usually are employed and the funds are
a supplementary income. Normal ADC
cases Involve one adult In the household
responsible ftsMhejupport of ehUdrgu.
This adult is not necessarily the natural
parent. It could be an adoptive parent
or guardian.

There is also one case in the borough
claiming 1161 a month under the Cuban
Refugee Program initiated In the early
19608 after the Bay of Pigs. The federal
program is basically the same as ADC
but two parents may be in the home.

In most cases, recipients under the
Cuban program are elderly.

The nonpublic assistance cases,
commonly called NPA, Include those
families receiving food stamps. There
are now eight recipients in Moun-
tainside, Dollar figure for the food
stamp program was not available and,
according to ,the director of the county
welfare board, Michael Galuppo, the
amount varies according to family size
and present income,

NPA cases do not receive welfare and
are usually elderly people who do not
have sufficient income. Strikers a c t
also eligible under the food stamp "
progpram.

There is one case worker assigned to
cover Mountainside and surrounding
towns.

PROTECTING NEW JERSEY'S
FARMLANttBESOURCES

When many people in the nation think
of New Jeratty, they certainly don't
envision fertile farmlands growing food
for the rest of the country

While it may surprise others, New
Jeriey is, in fact, one of the Nation's
primary producers of quite a few crops
Last year, for example, the State was
second in blueberry production, third in
cranberries, fourth in tomatoes,
spinach, and green peppers, and fifth
in peaches and asparagus

Par from being a completely in
duitralized urban area, New Jersey is
blessed with bountiful agricultural
land. Yet, like so many other states,
much of New Jersey's farmland is
falling victim to developers.

Increasing pressure has been applied
to small farmers to sell their land for
residential and commercial use, and in
the 1960s, the State lost over 60,000
acres a year to development

That's why the state took action to
preserve its farmland. A law enacted in
1964 gave a lax break to farmers who
kept their land in agricultural use
rather than selling it to the developers
The result has been a dramatic
reduction in the loss of farmland from
60,000 acres a year to 5,000

More recently, the state has initiated
a demonstration program—the first of
its kind in the nation—to provide money
to buy the development rights on prime
farmland. This way, farmers give up
their right to sell land to developers
while retaining their right to farm, thus
preserving these open spaces for future
generations,

1 believe New Jersey's experience
can be instructive to other states
Legislation which I am sponsoring in
the senate would establish a Federal
mechanism to direct funds and support
to states like New Jersey, which are
trying to preserve their farmland.

With Federal aid, and a coordinated
effort by state officials, lam hopeful we
can forge a national policy to preserve
our vanishing farmlands

N.J, COUNTY DEBT RISES
ONLY 110.3 MILLION

Gross debt of New Jersey's 21
counties increased iio.3 million, only
1.5 percent from "975 to 1978, to a total
of $723,8 million, according to an annual
tabulation prepared by the New Jersey
Taxpayers Association from annual
county debt statements filed with the
State Division of Local Government
Services, Gross debt consists of
authorized debt of the county govern-
ment, both issued and unissued, but
excludes debt of independent county
nuthorities.

The dollar increase was the smallest
since 1961 and marked the third con-
secutive year in which the growth of
county debt slowed since the record
increase of over $104 million in 1973,
Eleven counties had reductions in gross
indebtness, Largest dollar decreases
were in Essex ($9.1 million), Morris
(f3.8 million) and Ocean ($2,7 million)
counties. Largest percentage decreases
in gross debt were recorded for Salem
(13,4 percent), Ocean (18,2 percent),
and Essex (10.1 percent).

Largest dollar increases occurred in
Bergen ($9,0 million), Camden ($7.2
million) and Somerset ($5,3 million)
counties. Highest percentage increases
were experienced in Hunterdon (151.2
percent) and Warren (47,6 percent)
counties, both of which had a small
gross indebtness In the previous year.

Per capita gross debt for all counties
rose from $95,98 to $97,40, a 1.5 percent
Increase? —. •

The New Jersey Department of

This is the tone of a statement from
us at the New Jersey Conservation
Foundation at a July 28 hearing on the
critical area proposal We hope others
will voice their concerns at another
hearing set for August 30 at Chat-
s worth

Because the Pine Barrens is the
biggest undeveloped area within
Megalopolis, and happens to be in
America's most densely populated
state, it's understandable that enor-
mous pressures, public and private, are
being exerted by the construction and
allied industries to forestall regulations
which can hinder quick and dirty
development.

From the agricultural standpoint,
landowners need to maintain present
water quality. That's because water
enrichment from human waste brings
growth of vegetation with which the
cranberry, the area's most important
crop, cannot compete.

Ocean County, once a major producer
of cranberries, saw that crop melt
away as housing serviced by
inadequate wastewater treatment
increased.

The idea behind critical area
designation for the Pine Barrens is to

septic systems be designed to meet
area needs. It should also be em-
powered to make sure such systems
keep on performing efficiently. Of
course, that means updating the septic
system code • Chapter 199 of the laws of
1954, something that has been put off for
many years. The state should also
consider a better boundary, perhaps
designating the entire area overlying
the Cohansey aquifer as a critical area,
not just the part now being considered.
You can't protect jflst a portion of a
lake, be it above or below ground.

If the state is really serious about
protecting Pine Barrens water quality,
it should petition the U.S. Environ-
mental Protection Agency to designate
the Cohansey Aquifer beneath the Pine
Barrens as a "sole drinking water
source," under terms of the federal
Safe Drinking Water Act, This would
ban federal funding for any project
which could endanger public health
through contamination of the aquifer.

Unless really decisive action is taken
by the state at this time, the result may
well be permanent contamination of the
Cohansey Aquifer. It may also,spell
destruction of the cranberry industry
due to acidity changes and added
nitrogen and phosphorus in the water.

Finally, water flowing from the Pine
Barrens into coastal shellfish-
producing areas will be too polluted to
permit survival of this important in-
dustry Shellfisheries along the New
Jersey coast are already shrinking
because of existing pollution.

A wave of terrorist bombings in New
York City on top of the looting that
followed a blackout in the city raised
fresh concern that our technological
society is more vulnerable than we
thought to either manmade or natural
cat«itroph€S,

This lesson has not been lost on of-
ficials of the Central Intelligence
Agency and the Federal Bureau of
Investigation, Months before the latest
New York City disruptions, the two key
intelligence agencies had been calmly
warning members of Congress and
state governors that the United States"
is increasingly becoming an easy target
for terrorist disruption.

Back in April, Congress received a
report from the Department of Trans-
portation warning foreign terrorists
will be tempted to stage major actions
inside the United States within the next
few years. The unpublished report
expressed concern over the growing
degree of cooperation among terrorist
groups from different countries.

The Department has a special con-
cern since it is responsible for cracking
down on airline hijacking. Aided by
local police and monitoring equipment,
the DOT'S anti-hijacking program has
been notably successful. In the last four
years, only one major hijacking suc-
ceeded when five Croatian*, emigrees
last September seized a TWA jet at
LaGuardia Airport. The Croatians also
have been linked by investigators to the
LaQuardia Airport bombing which took
several lives.

What worries the ^BI and the CIA is
intelligence sources on terrorist ac-
tivities have been drying up. The major
reason is many foreign intelligence
agencies and contacts are seriously
disrupted by the unfavorable publicity
and the revelations of CIA retainers to
such important government leaders as
King Hussein of Jordan.

The lengthy probes into the CIA and
the shakeup in the agency have led to
serious morale problems in the agency,
according to recent reports. One of the
reasons why I voted against
establishing a new committee in
Congress to oversee the CIA is that
there are already too many leaks in our
intelligence operations.

The situation in the FBI is equally
frustrating. The indictment of a former
FBI official for unauthorised "black
bag jobs" to gather domestic in-
telligence has caused embarrassment
and deep resentment in the agency.

Officials of the FBI and in the
Department of Justice must be looking
over their shoulders these days won-
dering If they may wind up being sued
for some official action they took while

• on the job in ferreting out terrorist
groups and dangerous radicals.

This may explain why the number of
inquiries by the FBI into domestic
security cases, including terrorist
activities has dropped alarmingly from
4,888 cases to only 214, under the new
bureau guidelines.

The effect of the guidelines is to
nearly abolish the FBI's separate
domestic Intelligence'bureau. The FBI
is prevented from investigating a
terrorist organization until it commits
an overt act. In short, until the bomb
explodes, the FBI cannot begin
gathering evidence against a suspected
terrorist organization.

Given the sophistication of the
terrorists, and their heavy financial
backing from some countries like
Libya, it is an invitation to disaster to
wait until events run out of control. But
the wave of reformers in Congress who
are seeking to shackle the FBI and CIA
may succeed in doing just that.

The recently issued 660 page report
on terrorism and civil disorders
provides some basis for a fresh per-

. spective by Congress. It was compiled
by the National Advisory Committee on
Criminal and Justice Standards and
Goals. A key finding of the report is that
it urges closer monitoring of terrorist
activities.

The. committee acknowledged that
such government steps in the past led to
allegations—most of them unproven—
of .civil rights violations, Bat Jhe
committee report added this: "The
dangers to the United States and.its
fundamental freedoms come not from
intelligenee~activity-itself but - from
badjy regulated and badly supervised
intelligence activity. The potential
danger to domestic peace from having
no intelligence activity at all is as
frightening to contemplate as it is
ludicrous to suggest."

However, the study failed to mention
the use of the death penalty for terrorist
acts that lead to the loss of life. Given
the potential for disaster, I would favor
the imposition of the death penalty for
terrorists in certain cases.

I am certain
that the use of such guidelines would
strengthen people's confidence in our
system,"

Pappas, who is Union County pur-
chasing agent, said the present system
has failed to afford "decent law-abiding
citizens the protection they have a right
to expect from the courts. We must
remove the discretion and replace it
with a uniform system that in the end
will be fairer to everyone."

The Democratic candidates said that
in their campaign swings through
Berkeley Heights, Chatham Township,
Clark, Fanwood, Kenilworth, Moun-
tainside, Plainfield, Rahway, Scotch
Plains and Springfield, "we have
.detected a growing concern on the part
of many people tbout crime.

The American Cancer Society fcM
announced its support of rettrietlonBOO
smoking "in places of public assembly
and public transport" in a new 13-point
progranj aimed at reducing cigarette
smoking in the United States,

While continuing lo rely on education
and persuasion as the most effective
means of gaining compliance, the
society is prepared to support
legislation, including penalties for
violations; which it deemsfair and in
the best interest of the general public.

Enumerating public places wjiere It
believes the non-smoker should be
protected from "the noxious effects of
other people's smoke," the society'i
statement listed theaters, reitauranU;
offices and hospitals. Elevators, buses.
trains and airplanes ar#among the
public transport where restrictions
should apply, the society said.

commenting on the recently m-
riouneed effort of the State Public
Health Council to formulate'more,ef-
fective no-smoking restrictions in New
Jersey, Arthur C Fried, president of
the American Cancer Society's New
Jersey Division, said, "She division
welcomes the Public Health Council's
effort to safeguard the non-smoker's
health and well being We also note
with satisfaction the council mem-
bers' awareness that uiyjpf capable
penalties could be counter^ocractive
to the overall effort to reduce cigarette (
smoking and thereby lower the in-
cidence of lung cancer and other
respiratory diseases^,

'The American C«feer Society has
compiled ,̂ convincing^ evidence that
smoking is harmful and in many casja
definitely dangerous. The evidenc<|alaQ
makes clear that a non-smoker is net
spared if he or she is subject to the
carbon dioxide and other noxioui et-
fects of another person's smoke
exhalation."
