In a surprise move, Charles Vitale,
president of the regional board, declin-
ed to run for re-election at the board’s
re-organization meeting Tuesday night.

The meeting also was the official
beginning of new terms for Natalie
Waldt and John Conlin, who were re-
elected last Tuesday and Harold
Donaldson, a new board member from
Berkeley Heights. All three were sworn
in at the meeting,

After the swearing in, Conlin placed
Vitale's name into nomination for re-
election as board president. It was then
Vitale announced his decision not to
run.
