A
private collection of 13 handguns, rifles
and shotguns were discovered. Alder
said: “‘Sgt. Della Serra indicated he
had no records (of the gun acquisi-
tionsy.”’

After reviewing Della Serra’s per-

sonal file, Alder said that he showed *‘a-

continuing attitude of insubordination
and was unwilling to carry through the
orders of superior officers.” Alder fur-
ther said these actions were “‘detrimen-
tal”" to the department.

During a cross-examination by Wer-
theimer, the attorney asked the chief:
“'It's you that resurrected these records
back from 1976. 1t’s you who decided to
bring these charges after your
predpgeasm‘g decided not to. You're in-

sived in the only way that matters,
isn't that right chief?” Wertheimer re-
reviewed the Della Serra file and
pointed out that nine of the 15 pages
were public appreciation letters and
resolutions from the mayor and coun-
cil.

Those eligible are workers insured

under Social Security, as well as their
dependents and aurw&nrz. who have
permanent kidney failurte.
People with permanent kidney’
failure have the full protection of
Medicare and are eligible for all
covered benefits. not just those relating
to their kidney problems, McCutcheon
said.

Generally, Medicare protection
hegins on the first day of- the third
month after the month a person begins
a course of maintenance dialysis. Pfo-
tection can, however, begin earlier.

Medicare coverage can begin the
month a course of dialysis begins if the
patient takes part in a seli-dialysis
training program and certain other
conditions are met,

Also, Medicare can pay 100 percent of
the cost of home dialysis equipment if
certain conditions are met. It can also
help pay for almost all supplies, in-
cluding disposable items.

Medicare can also help pay for
periodic support services furnished by
an approved facility or hospital to help
the patient remain on home dialysis.

For people who receive a kidney

Taxpayers can alter
withholding for '82

Federal taxpayers who
filed their 1981 returns and
found they were due a
large refund, or found they
owed additional money,
may change their
withholding for 1982 to
avoid the same situation
next year.

The law requires,
basically, that 80 percent
of tax be paid prior to the
filing of the return. This is
usually done through
tax payments. Although
many people use over-
withholding as a means of
“forced’ savings and look
forward to receiving a tax
refund, those who do not
want - this may reduce
their withholding to have
less taken out of their pay
checks.

On the other hand, those
who underpaid their
federal income taxes and
had to submit additional
paymen! with their
returns can increase the
withholding.
