The cost to New Jersey taxpayers for
public employee pensions will top $1

the largest growth item in the state
budget, according to Assemblyman
Bob Franks of Berkeley Heights. He
said pension costs have increased at a
rate exceeding $100 million a year in re-
cent years.

“These are staggering statistics,”
Franks said. “The taxpayer cost has in-
creased from $380 million in fiscal 1977
to $853 million this year and to more
than $1 billion next year. We must take
steps now to control these costs or we’ll
be consumed by them,”” he said. 7

Franks, who recently attended a
Washington meeting of the Pensions

~ Committee of the. Hal;mnal Conference

of State Legislatures, said several
states face severe pr@blems with their
pension obligations and that federal
legislation is pending that would

‘regulate the state operated pension

plans. *None of us will welcome federal
involvement because it will simply add
to the cost of administration of the
system here in New Jersey,” Franks
said. “‘However, we must get control of
the problem.”

Robert D. Lipscher,

“'Motions by telephone
can serve two purposes;

time and waiting time if

one of the parties is
delayed in arriving in
court.”

The director noted that
the ABA survey indicated
that some large New
Jersey corporations, par-
ticularly insurance com-
panies, have recognized

Written pact
Is required

The State Supreme
Court has adopted a rule,
effective Sept. 13, requir-
ing a written fee agree-
ment between an attorney
and the client in cases in-
volving matrimonial ac-

tions. This agreement
must be signed by both
parties.

The new rule does not
require any specific form,
nor does it mandate

¢luded in the agreement.

New 20-cent stamp to be issued
commemorating Peach Garden

The U.S. Postal Service has announc-
ed today that a 20-cent commemorative
stamp recognizing the 50th anniversary
of the International Peach Garden join-
ing Dunseith, and Boissevain,
Manitoba, Canada. will be issued June
30. in Dunseith.

The International Peach Garden is a
symbel of more than 150 years of peace
between the United States and Canada.
Organizations and individuals of both
countries have participated in the
establishment, maintenance and
development of a garden of flowers,
shrubs, trees and recreational and
cultural facilites situated at the
geographic center of the longest unfor-
tified border in the world.

The design for the International
Peace Garden stamp was created by
Gyo Fujikawa of New York City. She
previously had designed the 1960 United
States - Japan Treaty and the 1966

background of the stamp paper a maple
leaf, symbolic of Canada, beside a red
rose, One line of black type across the
top of the stamp reads, ‘‘ International
