While economic growth is likely 1o ¢ nnlmu( sln\umﬁ through the second quggter of this year,
lower interest rates are expected to prevent the economy from experienving a severe recession,
und an upturn is expected by 1985°s fourth quarter, according to Dr Jack O grl%uﬁ executive
officer and chief economist of the National Association of Realtors :

“The two primary conditions for a severe recession - a surge of inflation and excess in-
venloriBs — are nol present at this time. The rates of increase for both prices and wages have
been constant for about a year, while inventories at all stages of production and distribution
remain low,” Carlson said. .

The index of leading economic mdicators rose 0.4 percent in September following three con-
sccutive monthly declines. Retail sales were up 1.6 percent in September after falling in July
and August.

No growth is likely in real GNP during the second quarter this year and a decline of 0 4 pereent
can be expected in the third quarter. By 1985's fourth quarter, the real GNP growth rate should
