Facehft envisioned for golf course

Noping  Hill Goif Course,
l.xfal::d on the Boulevard in Kenil-
worth, is a 27-hole public course that
features challenging hills of all types,

guaranteed to test golfers of all
abilities.
According 1o an announcement

recently made by the Union County
Board of Chosen Freeholders, “The
Hill” will receive a “much-needed
beginning in mid-sumimer.

“Six  million dollars has been
appropriated for the improvement of
the drainage system, installation of a
computerized irrigation system, and

reconsiruction of all tees and hunkers,

and a number of greens,” stated Free-
holder Vice Chairman Edwin Force.
“This renovation is anxiously antici-
pated by the golfers, and will undoub-
tedly restore the Hill to iis status of
one of New Jersey’s premicre public
courses.”

Although the project in expected 1o
taxe from three to five years to com-
plete, play on the course will not he
disrupted, according to' County Mana-
ger Ann Baran.

Very often, rental companics will,
for a fec, waive their rights 1o scck
reimbursement from you for collisic
or other damage.

and it is typically expen-

sive, compared to other forms of

‘coverage. Rental companies may also

offer supplementary liability insur-
ance and parsonal accident insurance.
Be aware, however, that under the
terms of all these forms of rental com-
pany insurance, you're not covered if
you violate the terms of the rental
agreement — if, for example, you car-
ry persons or property for hire, drive
on an unpaved road or use the car for
towing or pushing. Check your per-
sonal auto policy to sce how it might
apply in these circumstances.
Credit card coverage
depending on the card issuer. The
coverage is typically for damage or
thelt not alrcady covered by other
insurance, and only for certain kinds
of cars. Some cards cover up to the
full value of most rental cars, while
others cover only the actual cash val-
ue of the car. The coverage is usually

The laws governing rental car
coverage vary from state o state.
