David Andrew Macdonald is a
revelation. Tall and handsome with
a presence that fills the stage, Mac-

He all but
steals every scene he is in and he
certainly has a bright future ahead
of him. The Shakespeare festival
should consider signing him up for
a long-term contract.

Another cast stand-out is Matth-
ew Easmn as Eﬂnsplramr Cesee
chafaeleri mfusmg the hm:e wuh
his own style of physical comedy.
He cuts through the sombemness of
the play and gives it a much needed
light touch.

In 1993, the EPA reaf-
firmed the 0.12 parts per million standard, which is based
entirely on scientific information published only through
1988. Numerous scientific studies published over the past
scven years have linked ozone levels as low as 0.08 pppm
to drops: in lung function, respiratory symploms, and
increased hospital admissions and emergency department
visits for respiratory problems.

_ Increasing attention is being paid to the fact that minori-
Ly and poor populations are often disproportionately sub-
jected to a variety of environmental health hazards. “Our
most severe air pollution problems are typically found in
urban metropolitan areas, which are often areas with a high
percentage of minority populations,” Berlin said.
