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When Joanne Rajoppi is sworn
in as clerk of Union County on Jan.
1, will someone, somewhere, per-
haps Republican, try 1o introduce a
bill in the Legislature calling for the
abolishment of the clerk's position?

Perhaps  politics  of unreason
somehow will follow Rajoppi in
her new role.

We can only wonder what will
happen to the bill pending in the
Legislature that calls for the Office
of Register and Deeds 1o be merged
with the Clerk's Office to form one
office run by the clerk. The bill,
sponsored by Senator C. Louis Bas-
sano, R+Union, was proposed. as a
cosl-5aving measure, since it would
be less costly to run one office with
fewer employees than it ‘would to
maintain both offices. After all,
Union and Essex County are the
only two countics that still have
separalc Clerk’s and Register’s
offices. If other countics can do it,
why not these twa?

Realistically, though, the bill was
proposed to put Rajoppi out of a job
— coming down to some of the dir-
liest politics we can see in Union
County.

Would a merger of the two
offices be beneficial to residents of
Union County? Of course. Payroll
expenses and administrative costs
would be reduced;
would expect 1o see a reduction in
laxes. Or the money could be used
elsewhere in Union County’s
coffers.

But Rajoppi, at the 1ime the bill
was introduced, was a Democrat
who had been holding office in a
Republican- mmmllsd counly. Sad-
ly, there were no Republicans in
county government who had  the
courage to step forward and investi-
gate the origin of the bill and per-
haps support an elected official
who has generated a tremendous
amount of revenue in the Register’s
Office. Even worsc is that there was
no discussion about what could be
done for Rajoppi if the bill were to
pass.

There could have been a propos-
al, for example, to make her a depu-
ty clerk in the Clerk’s Office who
could be responsible for maintain-
ing the duties once performed by
the Register. But there was nothing
offered — nothing 1o assist some-
one who has spent the last 20 years
in public office and has done a good
job on behalf of the taxpayers.

And it’s all because she is a
Democrat.

Rajoppi put the proverbial
wrench in the scheme of things
when Walter Halpin chose to resign
as clerk, leaving the door open for
the register 1o run for Union County
clerk in a special election. And with
the bill pending in the Legislature,
and the chance that the clerk could
be assuming the register's duties
sometime soon, who betler 1o qual-
ify for the position than Rajoppi?
She had been serving her 12th year
as register and has had more than
"[ 20 years of government experience.

Rajoppi counted on that experi-
ence, as well as voters’ intelligence,
and it paid off.

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St. Barnabas passes 1,000 mark in kidney transplants

The Renal Center at Saint Barnabas
Medical Center in Livingston per-
formed its 1,000th kidney transplant
recently, marking the first time in
New Jersey that a renal transplant
center has reached the milestone.

“This is one further landmark
establishing the program at Saint Bar-
nabas as a major national and interna-
tional kidney transplant center,” said
Martin G. Jacobs, director of the
Department of Nephrology. “It also
serves 1o reaffirm Saint Barnabas'
strong commitment to remain a leader
in providing all aspects of care for
patients with renal disease.”

“In 1968 when the first renal trans-
plant in New Jersey was performed at
Saint Bamabas, there were just 59
patients receiving dialysis at New
Jersey hospitals. Now that the number
of New lJersey residents requiring
dialysis treatment is well over 6,000.
It is imperative that the capacity of
programs in the state also grow at a
rate sufficient to provide adequate
transplant facilities for all patients
awaiting transplantation. Saint Barna-
bas has done just that,” he added.

The record-setting transplant at
Saint Barnabas took place when
57-year-old Sunnie James of Paterson
received a new kidney during a three-
hour operation led by Transplant Sur-
geon Stuart Geffner.

“James' surgery was the second
transplant that we performed that day.
I knew we were close 10 1,000, but 1
had no idea we hadsactually reached
this milestone,” Geffner said, adding
that the surgery “demonstraies both
the longevity and continued growth of
the Saint Bamabas program.”

“The work of the New Jersey
Organ and Tissue Sharing Neiwork,
which is responsible for procuring
organs throughout the state, has made
it possible for us to touch countless
lives al Saint Baranbas. 1 hope that
with continued expansion we can help

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more and more patients with kidney
disease, but the number of patients we
can help is determined only by the
number of organs available. People
need 1o realize how impontant organ
donation is and how many people it
can benefit,” Geffner also said.

Like 25 percent of the patients who
have undergone kidney transplanta-
tion at Saint Barnabas, James suffered
from diabetes — a chronic, progres-
sive disease that attacks the body’s
vital organs, including the kidneys.
The father of four learned in Decem-
ber 1992 that he needed a transplant.
He never imagined he would be Saint
Barnabas' 1,000th kidney transplant
recipient.

“I hate to brag, but I do feel kind of
special,” he said three weeks after his
surgery during a routine follow-up
visit. The transplant, he said with a
smile, has left him, “feeling great”
and has freed him of undergoing
dialysis four hours a day, three days a
week, “I'm doing a lot of walking,
and waiting on the okay to go back to
work as a baker for Thomas English
Muffins in Totowa.”

For many dialysis patients, kidney
transplantation has given them a new
lease on life. “These patients are now
told, often before they even go on
dialysis, that transplantation is an
option they should pursue. Years ago,
this wasn't done. They were just left
on dialysis,” said Shamkant Mulga-
onkar, clincial director of Transplan-
tation for Saint Barnabas.

Since joining the staff in 1982,
Mulgaonkar has worked with the
renal team to further Saint Barnabas'
commitment to inc:rcasing awareness

among dialysis pangms about kidney
transplantation and to building a prog-
ram of national and international
recognition.

“Last year, we became the first
renal center in the state to perform
more than 100 kidney transplants in a
single year; and this year, we became
the first in New Jersey to have per-
formed 1,000. We expect to reach
even greater milestones in the future,”
Mulgaonkar said.

According to data from the United
Network of Organ Sharing, Saint Bar-
nabas ranked as the 22nd most active

—renal-transplant center in the-country
last year — the highest rating of any
such facility in the Northeast.

“The listing of a New Jersey trans-
plant center among the top 22 in the
country is commendable,” wrote the
Board of Trustees for the Trans-
Atlantic Renal Council in a letter to
Jacobs. **This accomplishment is a tri-
bute to the dedicated Saint Bamabas

~Medical Center transplant team.
Patients in New Jersey are betier
served than in prior years and we are
grateful to all of you for the long years
of hard work that are now brought 1o
fruition.”

The growth of Saimt Barmmabas’
program may be attributed to a num-
ber of factors, including the
implementation in 1990 of a Trans-
plant Surgeon Designee Course. Held
each year, in November, the course
teaches nurses ftom dialysis facilities
througout the state more about trans-
plantation and how it works.

“We began educating these nurses
so that they could act on behalf of the
transplant c;ufgmﬁ to provide infor-

mation to all patients regarding trans-
plantation as an option in their treat-
ment process,” Mulgaonkar said.

During the course, nurses leamn
amore about the matching process,
how organs arc procured, what the

. possible complications of surgery are,
what patients can expect and what the
possible outcomes of transplanatation
are.

“We found that what really helps
dialysis patients is having an educated
nurse at the bedside who can relieve
anxicly, explain the options for trans-
plantation, make the first contact with
a transplant facility and expedite the
required information to the center,”
said Terry Sullivan, administrative
director of the Renal Center at Saint
Barnabas.

Since its implementation, more
than 80 nurses have become Trans-
plant Surgeon Designees for Saint
Barnabas. Referrals have nearly
tripled and have come from as far
away as Cape May.

The program’s success, Jacobs
said, also speaks to i.e efforts of the
Renal multi-disciplinary
teamn, which has grown from only a
handful of members to more than 100.
“Having a team totally dedicated to
and focused on meeting the special

needs of our patients has made a tre-
memdous impact on the success of
this program. Immunosuppressed
patients and transplant patients, speci-
fically, have certain unique problems
and responses to both the drugs and
complications of transplantation. As a
result, it is important that there be
experienced medical personnel avail-
able o deal immediately with these
problemns as they arise.”

With a nationwide shortage of
donor organs, Saint Bamabas has also
made significant strides in developing
its living-related and living-unrelated
kidney transplantation program
related to the patient, usually a parent
to a child or a sibling to a sibling. In a
living-unrelated transplant,
is usually a the donor.

“Because of the shortage of organs
and because living donations are quite
safe, more people are coming for-
ward,” Mulgaonkar said.

The importance of diversifying the
Saint Bamabas program inte these
areas hinges on the fact that the supp-
ly of cadaver kidneys, both nationally
as well as locally, has remained rela-
tively constant over the past six to
seven years, while the total donation
rate has not signiﬁcsmiy increased.

Even with continued improvement
over the years in graft survival rates
— meaning that less transplanted
patients have had to seck a second or
third transplant — the wailing list for
patients awaiting kidney transplanta-
tion has continuted to grow and now
stands at approximately 30,600
nationally.

Last year, there were 10,643 kidney
transplants nationwide, according to
the New Jersey Organ and Tissue
Sharing Network., Of those, 7,639,
were from cadaveric donors, and
3,004 were from living-related
donors, Five years ago, only 1,902 of
the 8,988 kidney transplants per-
formed were living-rclated.
