At a press conference at the Shell Oil Co. in Wood-
bridge, Franks said “the inability to dredge i3 jeopardizing
this re,gicm*s ability to remain an economic hub and major
employer.” )

“The Arthur Kill, like the other waterways in the Port of
New York and New Jersey, urgently needs to be dredged,”
he added. “Some 1,500 ships carry oil and other products
to port facilities along this waterway every year. These

Chevrolet introduced if% first V8§,
the 288ci/55hp Scries D in 1917. It
was a state-of-the-art- design in its
day, with overhead valves and cross-
flow cylinder heads.
