Study says

Citing “a lack of leadership,” the

"National Institute of Corrections has

recommended changes in the sinic-
ture of the county jail’s management.

Jeffrey Schwartz and Dennis
Luther, representing the NIC, faced
the Board of Chosen Frecholders Qct.
3 to say the absence of management to
ensure safety precautions, sanitation
standards and staff training could
Tesult in violence among the inmates.

As a remedy, the two advised the
frecholders and County Manager Ann
Baran to hire a jail director, who
would be paid between
$70,000-80,000 a year, and an assis-
tant dircctor, who'd be paid between
$60,000-70,000. In addition, 1t may

be necessary to fill the Public Safety
dircetor post, a department-head-level
position, that has been vacant-since
June of 1995 '

Housing the state and federal pris-
oners in the worst part of the jail cre-
ates a “bad climate,” Schwartz said,
“The situation could lead to a serious
pmblgm
line of their prCﬂ’I to §huw l]jm bnafd,
that it could take two to three years to
solve the problems they'd found:

» Conditions in the food service
area, affecting “the quality, quantity
and presentation of food is irmportant
in a restricted environment,” they
said, adding that the “pmcmial for a
disturbance is there.”

The handling, not the nutrition, of

the food is the problem, Schwarlz
added. “The kichen is- absolutely
filthy. I don't know how you can walk
through it and not correct it.”

Department of Human Services
Dircetor Frank Guzzo visited the jail
on Oct. 1 and told the frecholders that
the kitchen, which was intended to
serve 800 prisomers, is preparing food
for 1,600 inmates three times a day.

¢ Reparding other issues of sanita-
tion, they said maintcnance involving
“a little paint, soap and water” would
salve many of the problems.

* A lack of planning for emergency
exiting and fire drills poses violations
of law.

" # The failure of the county to train
corrections officers poses a liability
problem for the county.

The two said Unien County offic-
ers sometimes are employced for a year
at the jail before being sent to the
academny for training. :

The lack of raining results in scc-
urity lapses, they said, adding that
locking devices are improperly
checked; fircarms are not secured;
and the processing of inmates in and
out of the facility is improper.

* A disparily between educational
opportunities for male and female
inmates could prompt other tensions,
they said.

While educational programs are
optional, there are differences in the
CGUTE(‘HT’IE. recreation and religious
services men receive and the “very
lile” the women receive.

Saying the expensc of operating the
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jail suffers a ‘lack of leadership’

jail today would have been lower if
the jail administration had stayed on
top of these issues, Schwarlz said the
biggest pending costs would involve
sending the officers 1o the state
academy for 20-40 hours of training
and additional training for the jail
manager.

Until the jail isfmr:r;:ﬁng state and
federal codes, he added, the frechol-
ders "will have a fow more Maalox
moments.”

Other factors that have driven up
the jail’s budget include payroll, -
Schwartz said. The national average’
for overtime pay to corrections offic
crs is 10 percent of the payroll budget;
Union County pays 28 percent of its
payroll budget in overtime pay.

Ken Ricel, representing the Musial
Group and Ricci Associates, told the
board that the county should construct
a detention center of 74,000 square
feet to meet state codes, with a possi-
ble 29,000 square fect for optional
facilities. _

The cost of a center with the man-
datory facilities would cost approxi-
mately $20 million. With optional
fscili[ic.s th\: pr'iéc' cauld total appmx’!
purchascd hlmd adlatcm lo Lhc Admi-
nistration Building for usc as a juve-

tanit. said, Union County’s new juve-
nile detention center should includ®
housing and cells with 86 beds.

This aspeet of the plan differs from
a proposal made in 1994, when 96
beds were planned for 81,000 square
feet. The change was attributed to a
new state statute that allows “double
bunking” — or the use of two beds per
cell — in up to 20 percent of a facili-
ly's capatily. In this case, that would
allow the county to double bunk up to
a dozen juveniles.

Also recommended for the site are
facilities for education, recreation and
hygicne.

The current 18,000 squarc foot cen-
ter was built in 1968, with the intent
of housing 35 juveniles.

It picks up large-scale donations
from more than 250 corporations in
New Jersey and across the country,
including manufacturers, retailers,
brokers, distributors, wholesalers,
growers and distributes $10 o $12
worth of food for each $1 of ‘its
budget.”

Of those who drank
alcohol or vsed substances in the last

month, most of them have vsed these

substances at home or a friend’s house
wheit parents are absent. 40 percent of
the students admitted to riding with
someone driving a car under the influ-
ence of alcohol, 25 percent rode with
a driver under the influence of drugs.
While 60-70 percent of the students
icated that it was difficult to buy
alcohiol, depending on whether it is
beer, wine or liquor, 70 percent admit-
ted to trying alcohol. Parents are gen-
crally intolerant (o their children
smoking, drinking and wvsing drugs.
Their greatest tolerance is toward
their high school teenagers Llllﬂl\lﬂéx

When Stony
Hill Players called her, she saw an
opportunity to do a bigger production
than New York venucs traditionally
afford.

She found working with Stony Hill
Players different from her previous
theater experiences. “There is rehear-
sal space, these are not professional
actors, and almost everybody works a
full-time job.” Rendell expressed a
feeling of freedom from the con-
siraints usually associated with her
profession. “The people at Stony Hill,
in addition to providing space and
swif, were so willing to experiment
and open 1o suggestions, and willing
to just go with things.”

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Epilepsy can be

Epilepsy, or seizure disorder, a

condition that is characterized by a

person’s tendency to experience
chronic recurrence of seizures, has
been recorded even in the earilest
medical literature.

Today, m:ﬂrly 2.5 million Ameri-
"cans have some form of epilepsy, and
13 percent of these are children under
the age of 18. The prevalence of
cpilepsy ‘is approximately 1 percent;
that is, about 10 out of 1,000 people
have the disorder. No specific cause

‘can be identified in 70 percent of

cases. The most frequent causes in the .

remaining 30 percent include head
trauma, brain tumor, stroke, poison-
ing, infection and perina
injury. In addition, some forms of
cpilepsy have a genetic basis.

Epilepsy seizures are the result of
an excessive and disorderly dischafge
of clectrical energy in the brain. Cer-
tain factors may play arole in trigger-
v ing the onsct of seizure activity,
including missed medication, sleep
deprivation, alcohol use, drug abuse,
the menstrual period, flashing lights,
nutritional deficiencies and stress.

Epilepsy often first appears in
children and young adults, although
anyone can develop epilepsy at any
time. Twenty-five percent of cases
devclop before the age of five, 50 per-
cent before the age of 25. The disorder
_ s also’ increasingly associaled with

‘the clderly; 25 percent of cases first
occur in this population. In fact, there
are as many cases of epilepsy in those
aged 60 and over as there are in child-
ren 10 years and under.

Epilepsy 1s not necessarily a life-
long disorder. Many persons with
cpilepsy will not have seizures or
require medication all of their lives,
Some childhood forms of epilepsy are
outgrown by adulthood.

Since electrical  discharges can
occur in different areas of the brain,
the type of seizures that are prﬂduccd
will differ depending on what area is
affected. Partial seizures, which
involve only part of the brain, are
_more comumon, comprising more than
60 pgritm of all seizures. Generalized
seizures, which comprise the remain-
ing 40 percent, affect the whole brain.

atal or birth

whole brain, usually resulting in gen-
eralized tonic-clonic seizures,
described below.

s Absence, or nonconvulsive, for-.

merly called "pgﬁz mal”, seizures:
These scizures are seen primarily in
children. Absence seizures begin sud-
denly and without warning, and are
characterized by brief periods of
blank staring during which the child is
unaware of his surroundings and
unable to respond.

* Tonin-clonic seizures,
called “grand mal™

formerly
These are the

-types of seizures most people associ-

ate with epilepsy. Tonic-clonic sei-
zures affect all of the muscles and
motor functions of the body, causing
the person lo lose consciousness, fall,
stiffen, and begin to jerk as the mus-
cles begin to alternately tense and
relax. Unless they are prolonged,
tonic-clonic_séizures are unlikely to
result in brain damage or death., .

+ Atonic seizures: These cause a
sudden loss of muscle tone, leading to
a sudden drop of the head or falling to
the ground.

* Myoclonic seiuzres: These are
brief, involuntary muscle jerks
involving either the whole body or
Jjust lhe fEEE or arms.

Status epilepticus is a continuous
state of scizure aclivity involving one
prolonged seizure or a scries of
repeated seizures that lasts more than
30 minutes. Nonconvulsive status, in

which a patient has repeated cpisodes

of confusion, complex partial sei-
zures, absence or staring spells,
should be recongized, but is not life-
threatening.  Conversely, convulsive
status, in which the patient is having
tonic-clonic, shaking seizures for a
long period of time, is a life-
threatcning  situation that demands
emergency (reatment. While the con-
dition may be a result of head trauma,
brain tumors or. other serious causcs,

" in most cases cause is unkmown.

Diagnosis of epilepsy is geared
toward establishing both the cause of
the seizure and the sejzure type, since

'managed wn:h modern treatment

and/ or ‘magnetic resonance mmgmg
scans,

Modern ireatment methods can

~achieve full or partial control of sei-

zures in a majority of cases. The most
common form of wreaument is anticon-
vulsant drug therapy. The first mod-

“ern antiepileptic drug, phenobarbital,

became available in 1912. Since then,
many different types of antiepileptic
agents have become available. Much
is unknown about how the drugs are
absorbed and metabolized in the body
and about their potential side effects,
particularly “tried and true” medica-
tions that have a long histery of use in
epilepsy.

therapy is to maximally control sei-
zures, while minimizing side effects

and maintaining patients’ quality of

life. In most patients, a single primary
antiepileptic drug, provides the” best

" balance. Since these drugs vary con-

siderably in how they work, how long
they remain in the blood and how they
should be taken, pam;nts should not
experiemment with varying the sche-
dule of their medications without first
diseussing the proposed changes with
their physicians.

Surgery is another option, but gen-
c:raﬂy cmly whcﬁ medi;:aﬁﬁﬂ faiis

has b«:x;n used for more than a century.
the past two decades have seen a dra-
matic rise in its use. As with other sur-
gical procedures, however, the bene-
fits must be carefully weighed against
the risks.

A “ketogenic” diet, high in fats,
low in carbohydrates, is sometime
helpful in controlling certain types of
childhood epilepsy when other forms
of treatment are not effective or cap-
not be tolerated.
