Some of the Democratic freehol-
ders who will be part of the. new
majority when the hoard reorgan-
izes Jan. 1 are saying that the voters
have spoken and they want change.
Actually, this was the kind of
inswer they gave in response to
whether ur not they- would reap-
point Baran. Talk about evasive.

I hardly think, that a majority of
the voters even know what
freeholders do. The only time resin
denls are visited by county govern-'
menl is when the tax hill comes in
the mail, and to look at the tax bill
during at least the last three years,
one would think that change is not
really needed at the county level.
The percentage of increase in the
county tax levy has been reduced
each year. This year, it was a zero
increase.

So when those who are elected to
county government fall under the
belief that. citizens want change,
they're kidding themselves and the
voters who put them in office if
they think people who arc doing a
giMHl job should he replaced. It
sounds more like an excuse to
remove someone capable of doing a
good job merely in replace them
with friends.

I have heard three names many
limes (.luring the. last year of possi-
ble alternatives.la.Baran.as county
manager. Having been involved in
our Union County newspapers
since January 1991, I would say
one of the three might be capable
and trustworthy enough of running
the county, but residents would
have every reason to be concerned
that politics would become a more
important issue than performance,

The voters may have wanted
change, but the bottom line is that
they don't want to see that change
come with higher taxes to pay for a
level of government that is virtually
invisible. More and more, discus-
sion about eliminating county gov-
emment should be a sign to the
freeholders that residents probably
don't want county government at
all. They should use this time as an
opportunity to show that excess
spending really is not necessary.

Dems' agenda to include county manager's contract
New majority is not certain of July reappointment

In 1994, County Manager Ann
Baran awaited a decision by the
Republican-controlled Board of Clio-
sen l:rtelioklcrs as to whether or not
she would be reappointed with a
three-year contract as Union County's
top administrator,

I hiring-a freeholders' meeting in'
July of (hut year, in anticipation of a
decision by the freeholders, business
lefidurs from throughout the county
converged on the administration
building and urged the board to put
aside partisan differences and reap
point someone who had reduced the
county tax levy, inspired and assisted
in the creation of the Union County
Alliance and had a vision fur the
county that would help it move
smoothly into the 21st century.

One week later, the Republican-
control lcU Board of Freeholders
unanimously reappuinted Democrat
Baran and awarded her a threo-yeur
contract.

The three-year contract expires in
July 1997, during a transition year
with the Board of Freeholders. Baran,
a Democrat, ironically may find her-
self in the same situation as she was
three years ago, hut this time, as a
result of the Nov. 5 general election
results, at the mercy of a Democratic-
controllcd board.

Word had circulated throughout the
county early this year that Baran had
become too friendly with the Republi-
cans and that her contract prohahly
would not bo renewed if the Demo-
crats gained control of the freeholder

Baran
herself acknowledged in May that she
had heard the rumor.

Freeholder Linda .Slender, who will
liecome part of the Democratic major-
ity, denies that the personnel matter
has been discussed.

"The rumor mill at the county lives
and breathes," she said. "We haven't
even talked about it. Frankly, I think
him rumor is being pumped up by the
Republicans, and it's aVnazing to me
that rumors have become front page
news."

When asked if she would vote to
reappoint Baran if the vote were to be
taken "tomorrow," Slender said, "I
would have no further comment until
we have time to meet and discuss "it,

''Ann has done an excellent job and
I've worked well with her. I think she
has done an excellent job in what is an
inherently difficult position. When
you have two-party government, one
side is always going to grumble. This
is an important issue for the county
and one we won't take lightly."

Biiran was appointed in 1990 by a
Democratic-controlled Board of Free-
holders and reappointed in 1994. She
was instrumental in the creation of the
Union County Alliance, and is a
mumher of the Union County Eco-
nomic Development Corporation,
Union County Chamber of Commer-
ce, and Crime Stoppers of Union
County, among other business and
civic organizations. During at least
the last three years, the county budget
saw reductions which resulted in this
year's zero-point increase.

Democratic Freeholder Walter

McNeil said this kind of performance
will he evaluated when the board COM-
siders a new contract for the county
manager.

"Hverything is on the table now.
We're trying to develop a government
(hat is efficient and effective. We
need to look at the goals and objec-
tives in her contract lo see if she met
them. The voters spoke and they want
to see . n different type of
government,"

McNeil said the Democrats' vision
of county government may be diffe-
rent from the Republicans. "It will be
important for us to start putting into
place our vision, and we don't know if
Ann Baran fits into it," he said. "We
would like to be fair to her as well as
to' other employees. I don't think she
has been horrendous, but we want to
match her goals and accomplish incuts
with our vision."

McNeil cited unemployment and
lack of job creation at the county level
as important issues, but acknow-
ledged that he was not sure if Baran
could he tied to that. He also acknow-
ledged her work with the Union
County Alliance'and what she has
done to bring business into the county
as attributes.

"She has a good chance of going,
but an equal chance of staying. That's
what new government is all,about," he
said.

When asked if he would vote to
reappoint Baran if the vote were taken
"tomorrow," McNeil said that
although he has served as a freeholder
for almost one year, "I couldn't give a

definitive answer. We want to look at
Ihe last three performance appraisals."

Asked if he thought it was a twist
that Daran, a Democrat, could be
thwarted by her own party, McNeil
said, "She didn't care if she was a
Democrat or Republican when she
was running county government. We
have to look at her performance
records for the last three years."

Freeholder-elect Don CJonealves
said he does not know if the matter is
a party issue. "For the moment, we're
preparing ourselves for .Ian. 1," he
said. (loncalves said he had not been
solicited for alternatives for the posi-
tion. "I just want lo make nn intelli-
gent decision," he said.

Republican Freeholder Frank Lehr
said lie had heard that the Democrats
in the county were ambivalent about
reappointing Baran,

"I presume that they think she is too
cozy to the Republicans rind doing
their bidding. Many Republicans feel

Lehr said Baran made it clear lo
them that she would not lay off
Democrats while the Republicans
were in control, and "I think she will
make it clear to the incoming Demo-
crats that she wouldn't lay off Repu-
blicans for the sake1 of gutting rid of
them." he said.

Artist's work represents the world at large

Union resident and award-winning

artist Holla Bailin has gone the dis-
tance to portray her view of the world
and the people who exist therein.
From Europe to a local busstop, she
has been many places and seen many
things that contribute to her unique
perspective of reality,

Bailin has had a long career as an
artist. Painting since the age of 5, she
attended the Reimann School and Art -
Academy in Berlin, Germany from
1933-1936, She feels her penchant for
perfection was bom there,

"They're very strict with formal
training in Europe, If you don't pass
an examination, you're out, at least
the school that T went to. So, there was
no question of being an amateur; you
had to be trained,

"If I didn't do a figure properly, the
teacher would come and rip the page.
They did not want, mediocrity,"

Bailin speaks highly of her days at
Reimann, where she also learned
woodworking,-printmaking and com-
mercial art. The school, renown for
producing many famous, talented
artists, abruptly closed with the onset
of World War II. ,

"It was a very progressive school.
Unfortunately, when Hitler came,
they had to discontinue," •

Bailin had gone to the school one

day only to be lumedaway at gun-
point. Umble to find • job or attend
classes, she was forced to leave the
country.

"I came over hero with, really, $7 in
my pocket," she mused.

An uncle arranged for her to come
to the United Slates, where she fin-
ished her post-graduate studies at the
Newark School of Fine and Industrial
Art and established a career illustrat-
ing children's books in New York.
City. ..-,,

Her pursuit of art on a personal
level has garnered many awards since
1965, when she won the Allied Artists
of America award. The perfection
Bailin was trained to achieve kept her
always reaching for the gold, so it
comes as no surprise that she has won
the Silver — Medal, that is. New
Jersey Watercolor Society's highest
award.

Bailin has only recently switched to
watercolor from oil and pastel, claim-
ing health concerns dictated a change
in medium,

"I switched to water-color because
it's really the safest medium. I was
always successful with watecolors; I
always liked the medium because it's
fluid, it's spontaneous. You can't
make too many mistakes."

Bailin has not let her health stop her
from seaehing for the inspiration that
made her a great success — people.

She has traveled -extensively, and con-
tinues to do so, taking her new
medium along with her,

"Since I've been traveling to many
different places over the yeap, I find
that it's an easier medium to take
along; sketching and interpreting into
watercolors, or doing it directly on the
spot,"

Bailin has traveled the world, stop-
ping in Turkey, Israel, Mexico to

•sketch the people she saw there. She
said she has about 75 sketch books
filled with material. She does most of
her spontaneous art in Europe,

"The people are more geared to
having you sit there and sketch them
than in the Stales, You get heckled
here more. In Europe, they have more
respect for the*'artist. They don't have
much respect in the United States."

Bailin has traveled to Greece 29
times,

"It is my favorite country and I
really saw a lot of different things
there."

Greece was the artist's inspiration
for "Market Night," Bailin's Silver
Medal-winning masterpiece. The
work, sketched while watching Greek
merchants and shoppers haggling
through the night, appears in New
Jersey Watercolor Society's 1996
Catalogue,

Distant coimtties are not the only

Her subway scene appears in the
New Jersey Watcrcolor Society's
1995 compilation, "The Best of
Watcrcolor." In 1996, Bailin's "Bus-
stop," "Telephone Booth" and "Foun-
tain" wore also included in the Socie-
ty's publications.,

But Bailin is considering taking a.
new approach to. her realistic art,
inspired by some adverse reactions to
her spontaneity.

"In Turkey and Israel it is difficult <
to sketch. People don't like to be
painted, or sketched, jnd Fye been
pelted with all kinds of Uiings, toma-
toes, and eggs.

"I went to the Hopi Indian Reserva-
tion one time and started to sketch, I
sketched some of the Indians and,!
had to leave the sketches there, I
couldn't lake them with me, because
it's not the thing to do."

Bailin's new endeavor is portraits

of children, with-slight modifications
to her German Expressionisuc stylo,
but still stressing realism.

"I did a lot of portraits of children
in particular, because it's a challenge;
they move around so much. So, in
order to capture them you have to be
very quick."

A recent portrait of a friend's
daughter, entitled "Little Friend," was
just chosen as winner of the Award of
Excellence by the Wcstfield Art
Association. The painting is currently
on display in the Westfield Communi-
ty Room on East Broads Street in
Westfield.

Bailin doesn't let anything stop her
for long. She plans to continue to
travel and paint, to teach one day a
week at New Jersey Center for Visual
Arts and to remain an active member
of the Union Holocaust Committee,
No matter how you look at it, Hella
Bailin is a survivor.

Howard's 'Ransom' is taut
psychological game of wits

You can say that Ron Howard's
new thriller "Ransom" starring Mel
Gibson is sort of a first.

While the director is usually pretty
adept at delivering top-notch movies,
lionc have been so straight forward
and in-your-face as "Ransom."

The interesting aspect of Howard's
work is lhat he usually probes into dif-
ferent arenas, worlds that audiences
are not accustomed to. Quite simply,
the movies wore about concepts.

"The Paper" showed us the inner-
working of a New York City tabloid;
"Backdraft" took us inside a fire sta-
lion and explained the highly detailed
intricacies involved with arson;

- "Apollo 13," his most ambitious
effort to date, transplanted us inside u
cramped space capsule where three
astronauts fought desperately to get
buck to Earth.

Sure, he's had commercial success
with "Parenthood," "Splash" and
"Cocoon," but "Ransom" is different..
Never has Ron Howard made a film
so, dark and bleak from the get-go.
The squeaky, clean, image he usually
projects in his work docsn'i show up
in one frame, I le's even gone as far as
recruiting .veteran screenwriter
Richard Price, a scribe known for
dark urban thrillers such as "Sea of
Love" and "Clockers" to pen the
dialogue.

Judging by the high-concept title,
the plot isn't hard to figure out. Mel
Gibson plays Torn Mullen, a self-
made airline tycoon who's son is
nabbed by a band of criminals. His
life is thrown into a tailspin and he
and his wife Kate, the always-lovely
Rene Russo, do just about everything
they can to get back their child, Scan,
played by Brawley Nolte.

pliance and an FBI-led ransom drop
goes horribly wrong, Mullen feels that
no matter what happens, the kidnap-
pers will kill his son anyway, it's
instinct, Pure and simple. So, this is
where the film gets interesting. What
could have easily become a movie of
the week plot, becomes a taut psycho-
logical game of wits.

Instead of dropping the ransom a
second time, Mullen appears on tele-
vision surrounded by stacks of curren-
cy and offers the ransom as a bounty
on the head of his child's abductors.
That's the hook. Like an innocent calf
springing from the starting gate, the
audience was roped..

The ingeneous twist is that Mullen
follows his instinct which is apparent-
ly against what everyone else Is.tell-
ing him. Ho believes he's right, but

isn't a 100 percent sure. That's the
torturous part of it. Mullen, as a result
of his desperate proposition, becomes
unaware if he'll ever sec his son
again.

No one plays characters on-edgo
like Mel Gibson, His Martin Riggs
from the "Lethal Weapon" franchise
has become legendary for his manic,
"don't tempt me" disposition. As
Mullen, sane one second, , panic-
stricken tlie next, Gibson shines when
he decides to up the ante of the boun-
ty, pulling no punches and showing
the tormentors who's really in charge.

The only shortcoming to "Ransom"
rests in it vjiiians. Let's face it, an
effeclive film i> only as good as its
villiiin. Remember filmdorn's best
bad guys? Richard Widmark in "Kiss
of Death;" Alan Rickman in "Die
Hard," Jack Palanee in "Shane" and
even^hthony Hopkins in "The
Silence ol' the Lambs." While all dif-
ferent films, they all have one thing in
common — the stories were enhanced
by their performance. The type of per-
formance within the characterization
that for one brief second, you want the
bad guy to win.

Even playing evil to the hilt, Gary
Siniso still comes off as lily-white. As
jimmy Shaker, a New York detective
and mastermind behind the Mullen
abduction, he neither looks nor sound-
s the part. His scrawny frame, hidden

becomes a silly attempt to "noir-lze"
him as a villian to be reckoned with.

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Proper eye care keeps
the world in focus

Macular degeneration is a slowly
progressing disease over many years.
It involves the retina, the thin coat of
tissue'which lines the inside of the
eye. Tliis thin layer is like the film in a
camera. The light and images which
pass into the eye are picked up and
processed on the retina. The informa-
tion is passed along the optic nerve,
like a video cable, and proceeds to the
brain for us to he able to see.

As we get older, and especially in
people with fair skin tone, the retina
begins to age. This develops by salts

Macular degeneration will manifest
itself with blurry vision as well as dis-
tortions in vision, called rnefamor-
phopsia, A person will look at straight
lines and they will have a curved
appearance to them. Moreover, a per-
son's vision will go down slowly.

These issues need to he monitored
closely with an ophthalmologist. The
patient is usually given a card with a
grid of lines on it for self-uxamination
at home to allow for daily monitoring.
Patients may also be referred to an

depositing, wrinkling, and decreased
imaging. When we consider the
effects that are caused, it is thought by
researchers that this is brought about
by the harmful radiation from the sun,
ultraviolet radiation. It is felt that peo-
ple who are toned are more suscepti-
ble because they have less color specs
in the retina to take up this radiation
and avoid the development of this dis-
ease. Hence this condition is mostly
found in people of Northern European
descent.

The process of
development is not only from the sun,
but is felt to be also related to heredi-
ty, nutritional' status, chemicals and
hifdications which we take in, and
Cigarette smoking. With our current
research, we have found that certain
essential vitamins and minerals are
needed to help combat the effects of
degeneration. These nutrients include

*f»roper protein intake, vitamins A, C,
8, and minerals selenium and zinc.

Once the diagnosis is
made, the close monitoring is neces-
sary in order to watch for any growth
of new blood vessels underneath the
retina as a result of this condition.
This situation can be catastrophic if
not picked up, in that bleeding may
occur and blindness may set in. This
situation, thankfully, is very rare, but
should be watched for.

Ultimately, macular degeneration
cannot be stopped. The best that may
be achieved is to monitor the situation
and try to avoid any progression to a
bleeding state.
