Learning by doing is the buzz phrase at 11 public schools throughout Union
County as students are gaining insight into the value of an earned dollar by
operating their own small businesses.

Not only do they experience the ups and downs pf team participation and the
division of labor, but the young people develop a perspective for costs, budget-
ing, promoting a product, banking, quality control, and accounting — and how
to reach a successful profit margin.

The student training is a segment of a $295,615 grant program awarded to

to-Work Opportunities Initiative, with the college serving as the coordinating
agency.

Called an Entrepreneurial Program, the small business skills developing
effort is designed to demonstrate to students how to formulate a small business
enterprise The program established individual projecu at the elementary and
secondary levels to provide students with hands-on opportunities to learn and to
understand the workinp of a small business.

All projects must be approved by the school principal and/or superintendent,
with monitoring conducted by Richard Day, the Union County School-to-Work
counselor and Ivan Rubin, project director, who are based at the" Elizabeth
campus.

Each school project is awarded $1,500 for which participating students are
responsbible, whether it involves maintaining accounting records or
purchasing.

"At first, the students selected various bracelets and necklaces utilizing a
loom," Ford said.
