Springfield couple symbolizes
success for Sharmg Network

The Amolds just came from work.
Both. are wearing orange t-shiris.
A few weeks ago, the Township of

* Springfield: designated the month of

April ‘Organ and Tissue Donor
Awareness Month — a subject Robert
and Rene Amold have in the forefront

of dieir'minds every day. The identi- -

cal-t-shirts they wear to work, while
running the cafeteria at Jonathan Day-
ton High School, are subtle réminders
of their shared experfence.:

The Amolds-have become two of
the most successful symbols for The

Sharing Network, the procurement

organization rcspon‘snble for the
recovery of organs-and tissues for
transplant in New- Jersey. In 1996,
Rene donated a hdncy to her husband
Robert.

“When I was 11 or 12-years old, 1
got cut on the arm,” said Robert. “It
gave me Bright's Disease, a blood
disease. Bright's usually " damages
both kidneys, but God gave me'a
break, and one kidney got.up and
working again. That one kidney Jasted.
until 1 was 42" .

Robert's lone functioning k:dney

even survived the ‘onslaught of diab- .
etes, which descended af the age of

20, six months after the Amolds mar-
ried. It received. a shont-lived boost

when Robert went for heart surgery.

on Aug. 13, 1996 — a mere four
months. before his kidney transplant.

“The kidney that stopped working
shrunk,” Roberi said. “The other one
enlarged: it was functioning at about
47 percent capacity in 1990, By *96, it
was functioning at about 10 percent.”

Rene waiched . her. husband take
dialysis four hobrs a day, thré¢ imes a

eek for 10 months, She described
the results of me treatment &s lhe
watking dead.”

The Amolds’ match for a kidney
gansplant was defined by a physician
at the time as “one in séveral tiou-
sand." Their antigens — the marker
that determines the:compatibility: of
tissue — was an almost perfect score
for the couple, a 4-out-of-6 .mach.

excellent, but the possibility of rejec-

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Non-union employees to receive ‘sala:ry increase

Times change. So do salanics.

In Springfield, salary ranges for non-union cmployses have been adjusted to
keep pace with thosé of other communities. The Tow! ‘nship Committee adopted
a resolution last month sening new’ base salary amounts.

“An ordinance sets the salary range, and the resolution sets the individual
salaries for the year,” said Township Administrator Richard Sheola. The prior
provedure, according 1o Tawnship Clerk Kathleen Wisniewski, involved only
the setting of salary tanges, as set by ordinance.

The figures, which do not include longevity or other incremental raises, are
only for non-union employees of the township; from the administrator and clerk
0 the pohcc and fire chiefs, from the tax assessor to the public works
supcl;\ sor.

“We're not willy-nilly dolmg out salary increases,” Mayor Clara Harefik
" said. “In-1999, we did a salary survey. We compared the salaries of our non-
union employees to Sl_ml]&r positions in other towns — towns that were similar
10 Springfield in terms of size and demographics. And we discovered that some
positions were, in fact, Jow.”

Harelik pointed out that the adjustments do not fepresent. merit increases,
although Sheola said he expects a merit compensation system to be instituted
this year, “so people can be paid for their qualiy and Value,”

Math curriculum comes up for discussion again

The math curriculum retumed at
Monday night's Springfield Board of
Education meeling, with Departrhent
Chair Jim Giordano speaking once
again on the notion of providing a
“safety' pel for middie school
students.

Three weeks ago, Giordaro told the
board thst the district’s current miath
cumriculum is “too ambitious,” and
provisions must be made for middle
schoal students who are not develop-
mentally' ready for tackling algebra.

Giordano revisited: his proposed
math curriculum, in which a pre-
alegebra course, extending over two

yeurs for grades seven and eight,
would be offered. The present curri-
culum moves all siudents, both in the
regular, and accelerated programs,
steadily threugh math study, Aceeler-
ated sludents move from pre-algebra
16 algebra o geomelry; students in the
regular program move from Grade 6
Math to pre-algebra to algebra, '
Giordano previously told the hoard

‘thut the proposed comriculum change

would result n-only a “minimal"” tex-
tbaok expense ta the district. Monday
night, Gierdano supplied ‘the board
wilh a ligt of school districts currently
using Prenlice Hall's textbooks, in
which the University of Chicago's
malherhatics method is fellured

The Universily of Chicago prog-
ram, developed. in the late 1970,
encovrages siudents (o become inde-
pendent leamers of - mathematics
through resding lessons {f -which
math concepts are presented.

“It's not intended a5 a self-taught
program,” Giordano seid. “It's
chain. But if the student dossn't want
1o read, or misunderstands what they
read, the chain falls opart, Reading
ability has- to be factored in."
