Souffle est tres magnifique

One complaint I've often had with haume cuisine is that
despite the beautiful presentation and the succulent flavors,
there's aclually very little food on the plaie. A work of
an? Maybe. A full meal? Nol quite.

However, this is far from the case at Souffle in Sum-
mit. To coin a phrase, you get all the “haute” with twice
the “cuisine,” feasting on sumptuous offerings in heany
portions that lack none of the aesthetic showmanship,

The ambience of the leslauranl is quietly elegan as
befits the exp New age music
drifts through the mrmively lit dining room while
impressionistic paintings grace the walls.

But it's the food that is beyond belief. My dinner com-
panion and 1 staned off with the foic gras and the escar-
got. The foie gras, served over parsnip puree and cannel-
ized pears, surprises the palate with its delicious and unex- '
pected combination of flavors, while the. escargots in their
puff pasiries swimming in a sauce of garlic, white wine
and lemon were succuient.

Moving on to the main course, we chose the tenderioin
of beef in a Madeira wine saace, and medallions of veal
and shrimp sauteed in a light cream sauce. The tenderloin
all but mells in one’s mouth as the lang of the Madeira
sauce couhlerpoints the natural richness of the beef. The
accompanying roasted pearl onions are an experience unlo
themselves. The veal and shrimp, generously covered with
mushrooms, were cooked to perfection — the veal as ten-
der as the shrimp were firm, and all of it delicious.

Topping off the meal was the house specialty — souffle.
While 1 had the chocolate with raspberry sauce, my com-
panion sampled the banana with a like-flavored topping.
The chocolate souffle was superior to thal served at the

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Asthma runs among athletes

Heavy Breathing

At the 1996 Summer Olympicy in
Atlanta, dozens of swimmers, runtiers
and other endurance athletes used
inhalers to breathe casier. Respiratory
specialists expect to see even mure
Olympians reaching for their inhalers
w Sydney this month

In August, European researchers at
the World Cangress of Lung Discases
in Florence, Htaly, offered compelimg
evidence that intense physical training
may actually harm the lungs

Asurvey of 1.600 elite athletes by
the Norwegian University of Sport
and Physical Education found that 10
percent of all athietes — regardless of
their sport — suffered from asthma.
This concurs with a U8, Olympic
Commitiee survey that found 16 per-
cent of athletes in Atlana were
asthmatic.  The hardest hit were
cychists, of whom half suffered from
asthma  symptoms. Long-distance
runners and swimmers also wheeze, A
Finnish study of 58 marathoners
found that more than one-quarter suf-
fered from scasonal bronchial con-
traction, either triggered by pollen in
the spring or by dry, cold weather in
winter. A separate study found that
that Jong-distance runners were three
umes more likely 10 have asthma than
ordinary folk.

Inhaied chlorine causes asthma
among swimmers.

“In swimming poals, swimmers
can be exposed to doses close to
industrial ceilings,” says Kai-Hakon
Carlsen, a professor at the Vokseatop-
pen Children's Asthma and Allergy
Center in Oslo, Norway. He cites a
survey of 29 top swimmers in which
nearly half had asthma-related
symptoms.

Cold-weather athletes, especially
cross-country skiers, also are likely to
wheeze. A survey of athletes in the
1998 Winter Games in Nagano,
Japan, conducted by rescarchers from
the Olympic Committze of Colorado,
found that more than 25 percent on
the American team suffered from
broncho- tpasms, and every other
cross-country skier on the tcam was
affected””

Cold, dry air is the biggest culprit.
A swdy comparing cross-country
skiers in Sweden and Norway found
that Swedes, who train in a cold, dry
climate, are more likely to be asthma-
tic than Norwegians, who train in
comparatively humid, coastal regions.

The six-month study, conducted at
Duke University Medical Center, also
demonstrated  the  importance  of
reducing blood pressure durmg times
of mvreased siress

“Our results show that exercive and
weight loss helped Keep bloud pres-
sute lower even when individuats
were under tiental stress,” says Anas-
tasia Georgiades. “Like high blood
pressure itself, an exapgerated cardio-
vascular response 1o mental stress iy
an addsional risk factor for heart
disease.

“By lowenny stress-induced blood
pressure levels and altering other
physiological responses 10 stress,

exercise and weight loss may prevent
future damage to blood vessels and
the heart.”

Researchers divided 99 moderately
overweight study subjects into three
groups. One group exercised — fast
walking for 45 minutes three to four
times o week — and followed a
weight-kass diet, 1.200 calories a day
for women and 1,500 for men,
Another group exercised only, and the
rest formed a control group which did
neither. Although the exercise-only
people did show some improvement,
the effect was most dramatic for the
exercise/weight-loss  group.  Their
hlood pressure dropped the most, and

Eyesight, vehicle response figure into reaction time

An issue that's been with us almosi
as long as the automobile is whether
or not older drivers should be tested
more frequently for re-issue of their
licenses, If a person's vision, reaction
time and dexierity continuc to be up to
standard, then that driver should be
safe, right?

Not necessarily, says the Car Care
Council, which contends that any
driver, regardiess of age, is at risk if
the vehicle is not sufficiently respon-
sive. The theory that the vehicle is an
extension of the driver is a valid one,
says the Council. The brakes function
only when the driver causes them to.
A driver with good vision can see sur-
rounding danger and respond only if
lights, windshield wipers, brakes and
sieering all are up o par.

If a driver’s reactions are a littie
slower, eyesight is not quite as sharp

and hearing not quité as acute, he sub-
consciously may hope for his faithful
vehicle to get him through a driving
crisis. This can mean stoering out of a
dangerous traffic situation or main-
taining stability when one wheei gets
onlo the shoulder. It also can mean
quick, steady response (o emergency
aking.

Average reaction time, according to
the National Safety Council, is 3/4 of
a second, At 60 miles an hour, for
example, you'll travel 66 feet in that
period of time. Al thal speed, you'll
need 162 to 202 feet 10 bring your car
o a complete stop.

Use the “two second-plus” rule to
determine if you're giving yourself
enough space beiween yoursslf and
the vehicle ahead. Count “one thou-
sand and one, one thousand and two™
a3 the vehicle in front of you reaches

an overpass or other siationary mark.
If you arrive st that point in two sec-
onds or less, you're loo close. Back
off.

So, under ideal conditions, adding
an extra second of lag time behind the
vehicle ahead of you could make the
big difference in avoiding a collision.
This is assuming the vehicle’s tires
and braking system are in optimum
condition and the driver's reaction
time is normal.

The Council suggests that, in addi-
tion 10 paying special allention to

saféty funciions of the vehicle and
observing the two-second rule, older
drivers of those with impaired vision
or reaction lime should pay special
aitenition to their vehicles® safe oper-
aling condition.
