Freeholder candidates
continue war of words

Another public forum where Democratic incumbents faced off against Repu-
blican challengers for freeholder brought more issues to the table. and provided
a clearer understanding of the where each party stands when it comes to spend-
ing taxpayers dollars.

Republican candidates Wally Shackell of Cranford and Al Dill of Summit —
who both were unsuccessful in trying to gain a seat last year — hammered away
at three main issues this time around

Specifically they wanted answers to why the Democratic-controtled board
has remained silent on why they spent down surplus funds. the impact the prop-
osed trash depot that would bring millions of tons of trash into the county would
have, and the reason for opting to extend the land preservation bond for 20 years
instead of 10, as other counties in the state have done.

Democrats Alexander Mirabetla of Roselle Park, Deborah Scanlon of Union
and Chester Holmes of Rahway did not provide much new information on these
lopics, prefemng instead 0 keep the focus on the the positive things the all-

ider board has pli during its tenure.

Three, threc-year seats on the ninc-member board are up this year. Volers
have supported Democratic candidates for the past five years, returning incum-
beats 1o their seats and voting in Democratic newcomers. The last time Republi-
cans won a freecholder seat was in 1994 when Henry Kurz, Ed Force and Frank
Lehr carned three seaus.

At the Oct. 12 forum in the Cranford Municipal Building, Shackell and Dill
went up against the incumbents again without fellow Republican challenger
Esther Guzeman-Malcolm of Roselle. who they said was called out of the state
because of an emergency. It was the third time Guzman-Malcolm failed to show
at a public forum,

But, while they were outnumbered, both Shackell and Dill kept pace with
their opponents, focusing their energies on letting the public know a frecholder
board controlled by one party was not how government should be run.

Shackell, a former Cranford mayor and goveming body member, wasted no
time in getting the debate going, bringing up in his opening statement what
residents of the county did not hear about since all Democrat controlled freehol-
der board has been in control. Shackell pointed out that without two partics on
the board, there is no need for the Democrats to provide checks and balances,
nd the result is “closed-door ment.”

He brought up that in 1999 the county had $45 million in surplus but that
figure droj 10 $9 million this year, and and the county is currently $250
million in debt. Shackell also reminded voters that frecholders have refused to
discuss the issue of how they fecl about the ash depot proposed for Linden,
suggesting only voters could change the way things have been in the past.

“Unless you bring back two-party govemnment to the freeholder board you
will continue to not hear about it,” said the candidate. While serving on the
Cranford Township Commitiee, Shackell was one of five Republicans that held
each seat until he ran for re-clection in 1998 and lost his seat to a Democrat.

she continued. “Being in the business for 31 years, we have seen an excellent market for almost all of that time.”
The weatth of amenities the community offers helps Massard move properties wihin the community. I's the civic planning of the community that Massard points to as a major selfing point, especially for families. “Westfield is laid out ke the spokes ofa
Wheel, the main streets,” she said, “so most of our children are able 1o walk to their local schools, and ride their bikes i the parks." The schools of which Massard speaks are as much a selling point for the town as the endless amenities: the Seplember -
2000 edition af New Jersey Monthly magazing ranked Westfield High School number 15 out of the states top 75 public high schools. For those fooking not to visit Westfieid, but fo live there, there is n0 end to the choioes available in terms of houses.
. Gommunity dating back more than 200 years, lovers of just about any era afe sure to come away with al lgast a home of two in mind.” There's a myriad of home styles,” Massard notes. “There's not a ot of new construction, there's a e bit, but net 8ot -

The pair of steel calip-
ers in “For Good Measure.” hanging
inside a mahogany box and clamped
lightly around a cast silver nipple,
provide the kind of distant chill a per-
son might experience while visiting a
oddities.
Hirshkowitz' piece pulls the viewer in
two directions; although it has no
functional purpose, it also seems to
have a very specific one. The paradox
gives the work its power.

James Surls makes a strong
impression with two very different
works, “Nut Walking™ and “All Sides
Too.” “Nut Walking," in oak and
steel, is a whimsical piece with 15
steel “arms,” capped by oak, seeming-
ly rotating in all directions, much like

an amusement ride gone haywire,
“Nut” is the most effective work in
the show in terms of communicating
physica!l motion — its rounded, roll-
ing form and turning arms suggest a
varicty of infléences, from amuse-
ment rides to whirligigs to tumble-
weeds. Experienced from any angle, it
moves simultaneously toward the
viewer and away from the viewer,
“All Sides Too" demonstrates
Surls” carving skills. The narrow eyes
of an animal — presumably a wxld
animal — peer out from a k

wings. Mounted to the wall, the figure
has wings somewhat like chemical
drums and feet like snakes. Much like
Hirshkowitz’s caliper piece and Surls’
“Nut Walking,” Wapner pulls the
viewer two ways at once; the feet,
approximately six inches long, point
to the right, inhibiting the sense of
ascendancy implied by the billowing
wings and raised head.

Wapner's “Travelers, Astists, Lov-
ers and Thieves” succeeds because of
Wapner's sensitive, almost
draftsman-like touch, One of the tal-
lest picces in the exhibition, the work
is capped by a primitvely shaped
hand or foot, with nine thin “legs"
growing out from under it. Although
it stands completely upright, Wap.
ner's d but

Benefits of Aggression

Aggression isn't all bad, and it may even holster your
mimune system. A new study from Penn State and the Uni
versiy of Nehraska finds that moderately aggressive men
Tave stronger immunity against fection than nonaggres.

"Our study suggests that differences in people’s agures-
sive behavior influences how their immune systems are
prepared (o deal with infections, viruses and bacteria,”
says Alan Booth, professor of sociology and human deve-
fopment at Penn Stale

Men who have been in occasional brawls or been in
trouble with the law as adults or youths have immune sys-
tems that rapidly and vigorously respond to pathagens
from disease or injury. Booth says there may be an evolu-
uvnary advantage to tus. Aggressiveness helped early man

more effectively obtain food, protect his young, batile pre-
dators and fight with other men for scarce resources and
territory. However, this behavior camies a significant risk
of injury and disease. and a heightened immune response
helped tough guys survive.

But testoserone wasn't responsible for aggressive men’s
strong systems, says Booth. “While testosterone was asso-
ciated with aggressive behavior it was not the hormone
that accounted for the higher immune cells found amoug
apgressive men.” X

exercise seems to persist over time and that patiems who
respond well to exercise and maintain their exercise have a
mugh smaller risk of relapsing,” says lead researcher and
Duke psychologist James Blumenthal.

The mure patients exercise, the less likely they were to
have symploms retum.

“For each 50-minute increment, there was an ageom-
panying S0-percent reduction in relapse risk,” says Blu-
menthal. "Findings from these studies indicate that a mod-
st exercise program is an effective and robust treament for
patients with major depression. And if these motivated
patients continue with their exercise, they have a better
chance of not seeing their depression return.”

There was one surprise in the study: Patients who took
medication and exercised didn't fare as well as thuse who
only worked out.

“We had assumed that exercise and medication together
would have an additive effect, but this twrned out not to be
the case.” says Blumenthal. However, he adds that some
patients assigned to the exercise-and-medication group
were disapponted, and this may have made them less
enthusiastic about their treatment.

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Working with wights can increase efficiency of workouts

Weight training may be just what you need to lose those pounds you'‘ve been
siruggling with.

While weight raining does increase strength — although not bodybuilder-
type physiques — it also works to reduce body fat by increasing muscle mass,
thus tming your body into a calorie-buming machine,

Through a simple weight-training routine, not only does your body begin to
burn more fat and look lean and 1oned, but also much of your muscle strength
can be intai and even It ing o studics.

Before embarking on any exercise routine -— whether it's at home or at a
health club — you must consult your doctor, says Kenny Smith, a personal
trainer at Landmark Racquet and Health Club,

“You need 1o let them know what kind of exercise program you're going to
stert,” Smith said.

This way, the doctor can look 10 see if there will be complications with any
medications you may be on, such as those that control blood pressure, cholester-
of, heart rate or asthma. Also, Smith said, the doctor can determine if you have
any range of motion problems that may flare up or cause difficulties when
exercising.

Smart dumbbell use

If you are just beginning & weight-training program, the first thing you need
10 do is buy dumbbells. The type of dumbbells 1o purchase depends on what you
want 1o achieve, Smith said, but he recommends either checking with & personal
trainer or asking Lhe sales consultant at a reputable sporting goods store for
assistance.

“Typically, the amount of weight to use is a personal thing,” he said.

But he checking out in the $- 10 12-pound range.
Women may start with less and men may want a litde heavier weight, he said.

According to “Smart Quide 10 Dumbbells,” an anticle in the March edition of
Better Homes and Gardens magazine, Steven Fleck, chairman of the sport sci-
ence department at Colorado College in Colorado Springs, maintains that the
amount of weight you lift isn't as imporiant as how you lift.

According to Smith, people should exercise threc times a week using a
whole-body resistance-training program. Smith says it's important (0 concen-
trate on each major muscle group. This advice is in line with the American
College of Sports Medicine, which describes major muscie groups as the chest,
back, lower back, shoulders, triceps, biceps, quadriceps, ham-strings, calves
nd abdominals.

Before beginning any routine, a - to 10-minute warm-up is necessary to get
the blood flowing to the muscles, This could be & light serobic activity such asa
brisk walk that allows all the muscle groups o warm up, This should be fol-
lowed by a full body streich, concentrating on each body pan for about 30 sec-
onds without bouncing.

*“No bourcing is very important,” Smith said. “A lot of people don't know
that you can actually injure the muscle by bouncing."

Muscle groups

Smith suggests beginning with the larger of the major muscle groups, such as
the legs, back and chest, and then move onto the other groups.

There are general rights and wrongs when using dumbbells:

o Never lock joints. This puts undue stress on those areas.

* Always keep the spinc in neutral alignment. Always keep your posture,
even if you're bending over; your back has to stay flat

+ When doing squats or lunges, keep the knee behind Lhe line of your 1oes so
that your knee doesn't extend oul over the toe line.

Tips from the pros

Here's a look at some exercises for some of the various muscle groups:
* Biceps

Your hand should fall naturally (o your sides with palms forward, 4 weight in
cach hand, Keep clbows close 1o your body while bringing the weight up to
your chest, squcezing the biceps muscles. Lower weight and repeat 12 o 15
times.
+ Triceps

Using the kickback method, place your right knee on a chair and lean over,
resting your right hand on the chair for balance. Keep your left leg slightly bent
Holding & dumbbell in your left hand, place left ¢lbow close to your side with
dumbbell in your feft hand, place left elbow ¢lose to your side with dumbbell
pointed toward the floor, Keeping elbow in place, extend arm backward until
it's almost straight. Do notiock your etbow. Lower your forearm down, keep-
ing your elbow at your hip. Repeat on each side
¢ Back

Take the same stance with the chair as above, making surc to keep your back
flar and hanging lefi hand parallel to your knee. Bring left hand 10 your hip,

Repeat on each
side.

* Shoulders

Stand with feet shoulder-width apart, a slight bend in both knees, Hold a
dumbbell in each hand with palms facing the front of your thighs. Lift one or
both arms straight in front of you until your arms are level with your shoulders.

Hold for a second or two, and then relamn to your side. Repeal on cach am.
o Chest

The Ry exercise requires you to lie on your back with knees bent and a pitlow
under your back and shoulders. Exiend both arms straight up with palms lacing
i Stowly Jower arms to the side, keeping ethaws slightly hent until elhows are
below the shoulders. Bring arms buck up 10 starting positon Continue through
repetitions
+ Legs

To do a squat, stand with your feet about shoulder-wijth apan. Jethng your
arms fall naturally to your sides with a dumbbell in each hand. Keeping your
back flat, lower yoursell as if you were going to sitin a chair, and then return to
wriginal position. Make sure knees are not blocking the view of your toes —
<hift your werght back if they ure. Repeal

To do & lunge, begin al a standing position with a dumbbeil in cach hand and
then step about 30 inches with your left fool. Keep your left foot fTat, onky the
toes should suppors your right fool. Bend the left knee uniil it is about parallel 1o
the floor, keeping your knee above the ankle, but not ot in front of it. Push up
and back with left until your feel are in the siarting position. Repeat.

Cooling down

Now thal you’ve completed your routine, Smith said you're not quite done.
It's necessary 1o caol down. Again. perform 10 minutes of tight aerobic activity
and conduct a full-bady stretch,

The next time you go to exercise, which should be within 48 hours for 2
regular routine, Smith said you may feel sore, especially beginners.

“You're guing 10 feel sore when you stant out regardless of what you do,”
Smith said. “As long as i’s nat ichibiing, you can slan up again”

He advises increasing the weight of the dumbbell when the last repetition
completed 18 no tonger challenging o your body.

“If you find 1's not challenging anymore, it's time o up your weight,” he
said. “1f you can’t get at least 12 repeninions, then the weight is 100 heavy. If you
can do 15 with no problem, then iU's 100 light. It's a personal call.”

When the California Senior Games
visited San Diego, Calif., last monih,
spectators saw athletes who've some-
how managed 10 age a lot slower than
they move.

Spectators also got the chance to
witness as much smiling as sweating
and straining and heard more cheering
than creaking and complaining.

To most of these competitors, rang-
ing in age frorm 50 1o 90-plus years
old, living younger longer starts in the
head. By refusing 10 believe that the
pace of aging is as fixed as the date on
a tombsione, they've expercised their
right 10 feel young.

And about two-thirds of them, it

wms out, have done so despite the
need for prescription medications.

“The reality of it is they have about
the same percentage of chronic dis-
ease as the general public,” said Dr.
Mike Magee, senior medica) adviser
for Pfizer, a sponsor of the National
Senior Games Association,

*“The difference is that they've seen
a doctor early enough to prevent
organ damage and control their dis-
ease rather than let it contro! them.”

Ultimately, though, mest have
found that the best medicine is
exercise.

“It's the closest thing 10 an anti
aging pill there is," says Dr. Alex Leif
of the Harvard Medical School of
Gerontology.

Dr. Magee may agree. Bul in a
survey of about 2,000 seniors whosc
sports range from tsble tennis and
shufficboard to sprints and mar-
athons, he found a good share on
medication for hypertension, arthrilis
and diabeles.

While the medicalion is not without
side effects, thc semior athletes
surveyed (ended to have strong rela-
tionships with their physicians, ensur-
ing the proper dosages and formulas.

“The vast majority have no restric-
tions on their ability lte compete,” Dr.
Magee said.

More than 1,000 athletes were
expected at various San Diego venues
Sept. 15 10 24 in the state games. a
qualifier for the 2001 Senior Olymp-

ics in New Qrleans.

‘The majority are 5010 75 years old,
ages when straiegy can be more cru-
cial than speed or sirength, But while
muscle fiber docreases as we age, the
rale &l which seniors gain strength
through weight Iraining equals that of
young people.

“This population is a lot more
aware of the body, what it can do and
how to treat it,” Dr. Magee said.
“When you're old enough lo have
made all the mistakes, you gain a bei-
ter sense of your body, what it can or
cannot do.”

Webster's dictionary defines a
spider as “an eight-legged insect with
abody divided into two parts spinning
webs as a means of capturing and
holding its prey.”

Webster may not have exactly
defined a nationally acclaimed vocal-
ist named Spider Saloff, because cer-
tainly she isn’t an insect, doesn’t have
eight legs and her body isn’t divided
into two parts.

But she does know how to spin a
web as a means of capturing and hold-
ing her prey — her public, her audi-
ence. And unquestionably, Spider
Saloff will do just that when the five-
time MAC winner brings her “Film
Songs From the *40s” to Le Dome up
at the Manor in West Orange Oct. 26.

“The show will have wonderful
accompaniment by legendary jazz
players Tony Monte and Steve La
Spina,” declared Saloff during a chat
the other moming. “We will have a
few rarities, but mostly famous songs.
written for films during the 1940s, the
origins of the people who performed
them. It will be kind of a fresh twist
on everything.”

A writer couldn’t hold back with-
out inquining about the origin of the

name, “Spider.”” Where did it come
from?

I
was close to the late Frances Gersh-
win  Godowski, the late George
Gershwin’s sister. She passed away in
1992.1' ve done congerts with her son,
Leopold Godowski Jr., a classical
composer. And on Ira Gershwin's
side of the family as well, in San Fran-
cisco, with Michacl Strunsky, lIra
Gershwin’s nephew. He and Leopold
are executors of the Gershwin estate.
They all were very helpful when I did
the Gershwin concerts. They really
are great supporters of my music
ventures.”

Bom in Philadelphia, Saloff began
taking an interest in music “when [
was about 14 years old. [ remember
telling my parents one day, ‘I'm going
o be in a variety show.” Their jaws
dropped. ‘Doing what?" they asked.
‘Singing,” 1 said. And they came to
the high school (hat was putting on the
show and were quite shocked. I sang
‘T'm the Greatest Star’ from ‘Funny
Girl.” They were blown away,” Saloff
laughed.

“And that was it. I've never done
anything ¢lsc.

Also, a few scenmes secem to
depend on whether or not characters
in the kitchen can hear what the char-
acters in the living room are saying,
and the vagueness of that minor point
was distracting.

Uhry’s heart is the right place, and
the cast does a good job with what
they are given. However, most of the
themes of class separation and bigotry
are simply filed down to o fine a
point. Uhry simply got too specific
with universal ideas. Despite this, the
theme of overcoming personal fears
and prejudices to find happiness was
enough to make the benefits of “Bal-
Iyhoo™ outweigh its setbacks.

“The Last Night of Ballyhoo" is fun
and touching, but only just reaches
beyond the “fiddle-dee-dee” of
Adlanta.

Art & Science

In Paris, “Caddy-yack™ is not the
name of & new Chevy Chase goll
maovie. It is the French pronunciation
of the venerable American Juxury
automaker’s name.

The double “L™ is pronounced as
“Y.” So, the French may be excused
for butchering the pronunciation

Cadiliacs are rare visitors o these
shores. Jean-Charles Automobiles in
Paris advertises that it is “concession
naire exclusif® for Cadillac in France.

Dealerships throughout the Euro-
pean Economic Community are simi-
larly scaree. In fact, Cadillac’s annual
sales for the whole of Europe are
barely 1,000 unils,

To put thal in perspective, & single
U.S. dealer, Lund Cadillac in Phoe-
nix, sells 1,400 a year.

The few Euro-buyers are high
disposable-income types who don't
{linch at paying $5 a gallon for gaso-
hine, or 23 percent luxury taxes and
import levics that can push the price
of a Cadillac abroad o weli more than

*Caddy-yacks" lasi caused pronun-
ciation problems for the French when
the U.S. entry raced al Le Mans 50
years ago.

That's when Briggs Cunningham,
in one of his more Quixolic tries at
winning the Vingt-Quatre Heures du
Mans, brought to France a couple of
ponderous-looking Coupe the Villes
and a rebodied “acrodynamic” thing
the French dubbed “Le Monstre” for
obvious reasons,

The hope was Lhat Cadillac's new,
kick-rump V-8 engines would make
duck liver pate of the local boys. The
Cadillacs came away with more inter-
national press than any 10th-place car
ever gol, but they never returned.

Now, Cadillac is back, Jacques.

Four prototype Cadillsc race cars,
powered by (win-turbo NorthStar
V-8, appeared a1 Le Mans this year 1o
bogin a three-year quest to win the
endurance racing classic. Although
the Cadillacs were crowd favoriles,
they were slow, unreliable, handled
poorly and barely finished in the top
25. They will be back.

A woek later, in Colorado, three
near-stock Seville STSi sedans parti-
cipated in the vencrable Pikes Peak
Hill Climb. They raced in, and won,
the new class for luxury cars, though
the class rules looked suspiciously
like an STSi spec sheei; no other
marques were enlered.

‘Why? That's exactly what many of
Cadilisc’s traditional customers —
the cutely<coiffed ladies and the
polyester-atiired men — are asking.
Why Le mans? Why Pikes Peak?
Why all this raciness?

“To change people’s perceptions of
who we are," answers Mike
O’Malley, Cadiilac's recently
installed general manager.

The An and Science positioning
2lso goes hand in kidskin-glove with
Cadillac's recent decision to go glob-
ul. Currently, Cadillac sells only a
handful of ils cars outside the Uniled
States. Within the next three 10 five
years, that will change.

To in those markets,
Cadillacs will get leaner and meaner.
