Friedland made his resignation final
at Monday mght's meeting of he
Springticld Board of Educatiun,

After 15 years @ the helm of the
township’s  schools, Friedland
anfiunced  his aitention o resign
Sept. 1 in a fetier read by Business
Administrator Ellen Batl. The board
later passed a mation accepuing Fried-
fand’s resignaticon

The announcement surprised no
one. Friedland first annouaced  his
intention 1o leave the district a year
ago, giving the board a year's notice
to find a replacement. But in June, a
verbal agreement between Friedland
und the Board of Education kept the
superintendent in place beyond his
contract’s scheduled June 2001 termi-
nation date

Friedtand’s Jurie verbal agreement
put the district's search tor 4 new
superintendent on hold. The board
had brought In New Jersey School
Bourds Association Senior Field Rep-
resentative Carole Larsen o help with
the search. Larsen will meet with the

board again in early January o
resume the praject.

In July, Friedland also announced
his inwention o create & Sprngfield
Education Foundation, and w muateh
funds, up to $1.000, with donatons
given (o the organization. On Monday
night the foundation Ik ats first big
step with the board approving a
motion to accept 4 gilt of more than
$10.000 in stock shares trom the
Friedland family.

Friediand said at the time of his
original announcement a year ago that
he was not stepping down due to “dis-
satsfaction or lack of support from
the community, staff or board" He
stressed that he felt the district's
major goals had been achieved und
stated that he was “nat officially retir-
ing from the field of education.” He
later said he intends to teach at a high-
er educational level.

September 1999 storm, which caused the flooding of Van Winkle's Creek on

Mountain Avenue, resulted in flood waters rushing down the basement’s stairs

and pouring in over the low window wells.

The storm damaged a number of Police Department offices located in the
basement, including an cvidence 1ab. Telephone switching equipment — which

has since been located 10 a higher floor — along with the building’s boiler, were

both submerged under about 7 feet of bacteria-laden water,
Assistant Township Engincer Sam Mardini called the project “very involved

work.” He said the construction, which began about two weeks ago, is expected

to last about another five weeks, depending on the weather.

Some window wells have been removed and are being rebuilt “from the
foundation up,” Mardini said. Ancther key problem, the basement's outer stairs,
are being readjusted, with five or six upward steps to be added before the des-
cent into the basement. A canopy also will be constructed on the north side of
the building, 1o prevent water from entering the stairwell.

The improvements are not new to the building. Former Township Engincer
Walter Kozub, who served the township from 1955 to 1985, told the Echo
Leader earlier this year that both features were added to the building following
its previous assault by flood waters in 1973. Kozub said the window wells had
been built up to roughly 2 feet at that time, and that the raised step idea had also

District’s
policies
revisited

The Mountainside Board of Educa-
tion Tuesday continued tightening
some of the nuts and bolts that help
keep the school district’s policies
secure,

Final approval of amended and new
policies will become effective after
their second reading at the board’s
next moeting, tentatively set for Jan.
2

Several revisions were made to
some of the district’'s four-year-old
policies govering the we of school
facilities. Smoking will bow be pro-
hibited on any school grounds, in
addition to the priot stipulation ban-
ning smoking in any district building.
Board member Richard Kress clari-
fied that the policy prevents parents or
employees from smoking at any time
on school property, including at sport-
ing events.

The board will now require all
users of school facilities to present
evidence of organizational liabitity in
a minimal amount of $1 million per
single use, naming the Board of Edu-
cation as an additional insured.

What’s the meaning of Christmas?

The wondrous and holy season of Christmas is sImost
here, and area Christian churches are making exciling
plans for special services in honor of the event. But the real
miracle of Chrisumas first happened 10 a poor family from
an obscure village 2000 years ago.

The very word “Christmas” literally means “Christ’s
Mass," or tribule to the birthday of the Christ Child, whicn
reportedly took place two millennia ago on Dec. 24 afier
midnight in the town of Bethlehem. Christians believe thix
birth was the futfiliment of the prophecy from the Old Tex
tament, espeeially the Book of Isaigh, when God promised
a savior or messiah to be bom in Isract.

The Christmas story, as it i3 ¢alled, is retold again and
again in story, pagaent and song in Christian churches all
over the world at this time of year. Christians believe the
prophecies were fulfilled, and that the baby, named Jesus,
meaning “savior,” was born 1o Mary, & young girl of about
16, who had been chosen by Gad for this purpose. With her
was her espoused husband, the much older Joseph, a poor
carpenter from Nazareth. Christians also believe in the
miracle of the Virgin birth, and pay homage and honor to
Mary because of this.

The common thread running through all the gospel slo-
ries is one of & poor and law-abiding couple, who traveled
by camel many miles to meet the required Roman rule of
registration for taxes in the land of the family origin. This
was the “City of David,” or Bethlehem, for both Mary and
Joseph,
