Tuskegee Airmen speak
to magnet students
Veterans of the World War I
Tuskegee Airmen shared their experi-
ences as fighter pilots and as the first
black members of the U.S. Air Force
with Union County Magnet High
School students in a special forum

. Apnl 12 in the school auditorium.

Lt. Col. Thomas Highsmith, a
retired administrator from the Union
County school district, said the pre-
sentation gave students and teachers a
unique perspective on both training

and combat in the second World War. -
“We provide students ‘with a real

life perspective on what it was like to

. train for and become members of the

nation’s first black flying unit,” High-
smith said. “It’s'a perspective you can

“only get from p:aplé whﬂ lived

through it.”

Highsmith and Lt 'Col. Edward

Harris addressed the student body of
the magnet school and -answered
‘questions in a two-hour forum. Both
veterans, now in their 70s, said they
enjoy telling their story because jt
reminds students of their historic
struggle, as well as the words of Gen.
“Chappie” James: “Freedom must be
repurchased - by every generation.”
Highsmith explained many black
Americans wanted to fly and defend
their country in World War II, but dis-
crimination stood in their way. Ulti-
mately, with pressure from Eleanor

* Roosevelt, a training center for blacks

only was opened at the Tuskegee
Institute in Alabama. Cadets from all
over the country flocked to the site for
training and eventually became some
of the Air Force's most successful

fighter pilots. In 1,553 sorties, High- -

smith said, ot a suigle bomber was
lost.

The lecture by the Tuskegae airman
is part of a series of forums designed

" to provide real-life stories and exam-

- ples to high school students studying
