He really was not kidding, because
the police officers in the borough all
double as emergency medical special-
ists as well. and nearly all have been
fully rained as medics for the valun-
eer first wd squad job, All the stasis-
tics of their calls and records wclude
first aid squed calls because of this.

Undeineath the dilapidated conditions of the vacant Bal-
tusrol Swim Club in Springfield lies an 8-acre piece of prop-.
erty -that usually goes unnoticed by passersby.

When it comes down to it, what's better for the town?
Leaving the property as an empty lot that has served no pur-
pose for more than 20 years, or transforming the propetty
into something that could be an asset to the township?

Although the site is currently in litigation as a result of a
lawsuit filed against the township by Pinnacle Builders, per-
haps the property could be developed in ways other than
what the company has proposed. The township could allow
for the development of the property with a scaled back plan
that does ndf exceed the township’s height restrictions.

BAtusrol Gardens, which sits next door to the property, is’
a small group of condeminiums only two stories high. Hav-
ing a lower height might reduce the unsightliness for resi-
dents, claiming that a high-rise would block their views,

A smalier building might minimize the amount of blasting

. and disruption of the critical steep slopes that could pose a
theeat to neighbars at the bottom of the hill — one of the
failures of the original proposal.

With good Teason. residents voiced their concerns about
runoff and {looding from the construction. The developers'
first plun of four. hree-story, 24-unit buildings violated the
township's land use laws regarding sloped areas, one reason
why this newspaper did not support the first plan

Rather thun building upscule apartments designed lor
empty nesters and senjors, why not build’ less expensive
housing and restrict it to seniors citizens? According to the
proposal originally rejected by the Planning Board last year,
Pinnacle had planned to sell each condominium for between
$275.000 and 5325000, generating nearly $30 million if all
96 units were sold. Senior housing doesn't make thut kind of
noney.

Senior citizens, who already have given many yeats to
society, are slowly being forced out of this state because of
ever-ingrensing property tuxes. Finding an affordable place
to five Tor seniors is becoming difficult.

Althougly this is not the proposal Pinnacle Builders has
presented. right now. the property is offering nothing to the
township. As the population ages and the cost of living
inereases, people who want 1o remain in town but cannot
altord 10 may have w look elsewhc\re‘

Preventing an
annoying situation

Mosquitges can be quite a nuisance during the summer,
especially now when the weather is so muggy and thunder-
storms are predicted on almost a daily basis.

Cuusing mosquito infestution is heavy rain such as what
we have esperienced since Father's Day, which in some
areas has umounied to mare tian 11 inches of water and has
caused flooding 1o oceur, The flooding provides ideal condi-
tions for the uedes vexun, commonly known as the flood
witer mosguito. 10 =)Tulch its eggs.

The Union County Bureau of Mosquito Controf regularly
goes oul Lo inspect areas when complaints are made by resi-
dents. Suromer hours for (he bureau are 6:30 am. to 3 p.m.
Monday through Friday, If a resident is aware of a hot spoL,
the burewu prides iself an being able to check it out within
24 hours oh a call, .

Since mosquilaes lay their eggs in siagnant waler, the
most important thing to remember is to eliminate any condi-
tion where water can collect, such as barrels, storm gutters,
potholes, old tires, etc. It also is suggested residents cover all
recepmcls; or drilt holes in the bottom of the receptacles,
such as gltbage or recypljng cans, so water does not cotlect
there. Another tip is to"empty watering .cans and wading
pools when not in use, .

Residents also are reminded to call their local health
department or police force when they find a dead crow, The
state and county will test the crow, if the specimen is in good
condition, to determing if it Has-been infected with the West
Nile Virus, . ’ :

Dead crows infected with the virus are the bel Eﬁl ator
to determine if the virus is presént in the.area. Thiere Ve not .
been any infected crows found in Union Courity this year.
