In an effort to.address the growing
problem of decreasing literacy among
employees in the workforce, the
Union County Board of Chosen Free-
holders and the Workforce Invest-
ment Boartf hosted the first Workfor-
ce Investment Board Literacy Confer-
ence 2001 earlier this month.

Workforce literacy loday does nol
mean the same thing it once did.
Today, the literacy of a worker goes
beyond their ability to read and write;
A literate worker in today's workfor-
ce is a reference lo a worker who can
compute, solve problems and commu-
nicate well.

According lo the WE, American
businesses arc estimated to lose more

than $60 billion in productivity each
year due to employees1 lack of basic
skills. About 20 percent of America's
workers have low basic skills, 75 pcr=
cent of unemployed adults have read-
ing or writing difficulties, and the
number v of companies reporting
skilled worker shortages more than
doubled belween 1995 and 1998.

The purpose of the Nov. 2 confer-
ence was to "facilitate dialogues
among industry representatives, gov-
ernment agencies and the county key
WJB staff/* according to Freeholder
Angel Estrada of Elizabeth. '

' .During the conference, Anna?Lus-
^enberg, external' affairs manager al
Verizon, moderated a panel discus-
sion aimed at ̂ identifying workforce-
relalcd issues that hinder productivily.

Tiia nanalists were asked what spe-
cific skills they see lacking among
those entering the workforce, and
some people who attended the etinfer-
enee were surprised to learn that lech-
ni«ul skills are nm always al itii: lop of
Ilie lisl

"Communications skills that
employees have are not strong enough
for the'demand, especially English,"
Rodriguez said. "They also need
interpersonal skills and the ability to
negotiate,-We look for individuals
with communication and interperson-
al skills in addition to the technical

skills, which can be obtained on Hie
job more easily than the interpersonal
skills can be; Ihoae arc hard lo
develop."

Another conference attendee ques-
lioncd the* examination process'
employers have in place, citing thai a

• person may have the necmsnry skills
in customer relations but fail a tesi
becauscthey May have a learning dis-
order that bars ihem from passing the
math portion of the exam.

"We have five different tests thai
test for five different subjects, such as
customer service. If we see them do
Well in one subject, and not in the
other, we will tell them 'You didn't do
well as a technical!, but we sec you
would be great in customer service,' "
said Person.

Before the punul discussion con-
cluded, tile panelists were questioned
aboui their recruiting process, includ-
ing whether or not they have intern-
ships available. Aeevedo said most of
the rccruiiitig process is done in the
colleges for professionals such as
mechanical engineers, however, they
do make an effort 10 hire full-time
suppori staff workers from among the
temporary' agencies they hire from.

program by Rajoppi to'make property records'
more accessible to the public. The second phase

of the program, to be instituted in early 2002,
will permit images of the documents on the web
site,.

The web site contains information recorded
into the official land records of Union County
from Junt 1, 1977 through the present. "This
24:.year rjropcrty history," Rajoppi said, "will
allow our residents to search for property three
different ways: by name of the property owner
or seller; by book and page number where (he
document is recorded or lastly,,by the instru-
ment number, on the document,"'

All major' property documents including'

deeds, mortgages, federal lax liens, cancella-
tions, assignmenl, release..discharge, foreclo-
sure, lis pendens, UCC and Notices of Settle-
ment ace in the search data bank. In addition, a ,
glossary of terms, help page and comment area
are included to assist the public in its search.

"Our goal is to make this-web siie extremely
customer-friendly Mid secure;" Rajoppi said,
"Toward those ends, we have developed this
system on a separate server which permits web
access for, property records." Rajoppi said the
county' clerk's'office chose IBM software,
called Web Sphere, for delivering information

to users. This is (he same software eBay, the
online auction house, 'uses, . ':

Aspicdient Technologies developed and
designed the web site for the county clerk. "We
are extremely fortunate lo have the same people
who helped design our original recording prog-
ram, which has been in operation since 1987,
create the web site," Rajoppi said. "Their
experience, and knowledge was a boon to the
project.". The programs were (written and
