There, well ahead of
their time; a small '-group of
Wen pioneered In the develop-
ment of tests and programs of
"treatment and training. '

More recently, the beginning
of • Field Services Program has
brought caseworker services to
-iamUlei of retarded children
right in their own communities.

It la now possible for re-
tarded chlldren-Avho ore con-
sidered to be either "educabl*"
or "tralnable" to enter the pubr
lie schools where they are of-
fered special clashes and' pro-
grams.-Thediolce-ls-no-longer-
•between keeping these youtit--
sters at home with no p/>s>l-
bllity of educatlon_or" sending
them to Institutions for the re-
tarded.
