New Road Signs
Forbid Stopping
On Area HigRway
The New Jersey State High-

way Department this week an-
nounced that no-parking signs
have' been replaced by no-stop-
ping or no-standing signs on Rt.
22 in Springfield.

A Highway Departmen
spokesman said the no-stopping
or no-standing signs are all in-
clusive, thus more easily en-
forceable. For example, the
