Springfield last spring, he says,~the
food chafrman was working with Ciuffo
to spread Information on preventive
measures to control, bacteria .growth
and flies.

The commercial food establishments
are required, by law, to. sehd
representatives to food-handling

. courses held every year. Ciuffo says
about 90 percent of local food-handling
establishment* sent representatives to
recent classes In Springfield, and-food
handlers from the other 10 percent will
have to gO out of town for classes In
another part of the Summit Regional
Health Department area,

"I have no quajms about signing a
' complaint" resulting in a summons to

court, Ciuffo says about violations of
, health mandates. " I T a (health)
directive exists! there's, a very: good'
reason for it, and compliance Is ex-
pected.!'

Since food sanitation takes so much of
his wprking-iime, Ciuffo obviously is
limited in hours available for patrolling
the townvon other environmental
problems. He. sees this as another area
in which the sanitary inspector and the
police department have something in

, common. Responsible for enforcing a
wide variety of laws, the police patrol
areas, such as streets, where violations
are likely to arise and then rely heavily
oh citizen reports.of-suspected-crime
elsewhere. - •

If there is a problem such,as noise
' pollution, for example, "my office Is
going to hear about it from the neigh-
bors," Ciuffo explains. -.

ON NOISE, be says Springfield has

an ordinance specifically, outlining
v decibel restrictions in various zones of

' town, and Ciuffo has been trained in
reading a noise meter.

CiufiarSays citizens- are entitled to

laws, just as they are entitled to call the
police department about suspected
violation of other laws. " •

"Bui. we do have a policy against
going out on .anonymous complaints,"
Ciuffo says about the,health depart-
ment. "The name will be kept in con-
fidence, but it is* required for our
records' and for (judging the)
credibility (of the complaint)...It has
been our experience that a person,
giving Information under his or her. own
name, is more likely to stick to the
facts,..

. _ "There is no need to feel intimidated
by this requirement. We respect con-,
fidentiality. I won't, for example, tell
some neighbor, 'So-and-so sent me..'
But we feel that the requirement to tell'
us your name helps keep everything
responsible and above-board."

Ciuffo says he frequently receives
compTaTmSTb7Sttt=pToblems outside his
jurisdiction—such as violations of the-
town's leash law. The health depart-
ment does not enforce the leash .law, he-
says, but. becomes involved only in
quarantining the dog after a biting

~lncidentr~The~police~ depariment-en-
forces the leash law, he explains.

"We try to work closely with other
enforcement agencies," he pqlnts out-
such as police, state health inspectors
and the county_ air-pollution control .
'agency. Referring problems to the
proper authorities is a'major part of his
job, he says. ,
