The Dreyfus
affair resulted in Zola's imprisonment
and exile to England. Although ho was
considered to be among the four
greatest writers of his century, his
popularity dwindled until recently.

' Social Security is the world's largest
pension plan. '

Each year 1.5 million workers in the
United States retire and start collecting'
monthly checks from the Social
Security Administration.

In 1977, Social Security dispensed
almost $87'billion In benefits to the
retired,' the disabled, and their
dependents and survivors. Another $16
billion in medical benefits went to
persons over 65 under Medicare.

But size does not necessarily mean
strength, and the Social Security
system recently has been ailing. The
signs of impending exhaustion' were
clear In the mid-seventies, when, for,
three consecutive years, more funds
were paid out in benefits than were
received from payroll taxes. -
: Legislation passed late in 1977 in-
creased these taxes and provided a .

-much-needed financial transfusion.
Experts disagree, however,.about the
long-range diagnosis and treatment: .
Some argue for new methods of

' financing the program, and others for
tying benefits more closely to personal.
contributions. . . .

Much of the controversy surrounding
the financing of Social Security has its
origins in the structure.of-.the program,
which differs from conventional private
pension plans. -ln_tw.o._impottajit<_
respects. .

First, the pure insurance role of
Social Security is modified by welfare
considerations, such .as dispropor-
tionately high benefits .for low-Income
workers and additional benefits for
dependents. Thus, for example, John
Burns, a bachelor, retired as an ac-
countant in 1977. He received a monthly
Social.. Security check of $413,-
amountlng annually to 32 per cent of the
$15,300 hq_had earned In 1976.

Fred. Smith, on the other hand,
retired as a sales clerk and. received-
monthly benefits of $214 for himself and
$107 for his 65-year-old wife, who had
never contributed to Social Security.
Their combined annual income from.
Social Security amounted to 88 per cent J

of Mr. Smith's $4,400 salary in 1976.
Some argue that this treatment of the. -
Smiths is' tantamount to a welfare
payment, not social insurance, and
should not befinanced by payroll taxes.

Second, unlike private insurance, the
Social Security program does not
provide for the accumulation of large -
trust fund reserves. -

Rather It functions on a pay-as-you- '
go basis: Current payroll tax receipts
are used "tirflnance current benefits.
Since the government's power of
taxation assures that all future

obligations will be met, a trust fund
balance equal to one year's benefits is.
usually considered an adequate
r p s « r v e , .- , * • . .•'•. .- •. : .' -. •

The Payroll Tax.
In 1978, the payroll tax amounted to

12.1 per cent of the firs* $17,700 of each.
«worker's wages, with the employer and (

the employee each paving half. Recent (

legislation dramatically increased the
wage base from the current $17,700 to •
$29,700 in 1981, after which time the
base will be automatically raised each
year by the same percentage as the
growth in average wages.

This increase in rates' and the
financial crisis that precipitated it have
focused attention on both the fairness of
the payroll tax and its appropriateness
for financing a system that combines
welfare attributes with Insurance.

- Some believe that the payroll tax is
excessively burdensome on low-income
workers, whose entire salary falls
within, the maximum taxable limit
($17,700 in 1978). In contrast, workers
earning twice the maximum pay taxes
on only half their.salaries.-

Furthermore, wealthy people are
more likely than those with low income*
to derive part of their' income from,
unearned sources, such as interest,
dividends, <"•'•""|tn| gains nil nf whiche , p g ,
are excluded from the payroll tax. Thus
the percentage of income that goes to
payroll taxes tends to be greater for
low-Income workers.

Although unearned Income continues
to be excluded under recent legislation,
the substantial increase in the taxable
wage base has somewhat lessened the
inequity of the tax, since only 6 per cent
of workers will earn more than the
maximum taxable amount. In addition,
special credits in the. personal income
tax for low-income families with
children serve to offset most of-'the

•bucdeiL-oLthepayronjLtax for these.
groups. . . ••

Other Forms of Revenue
.' Whether the payroll tax. ought .to
remain the sole source of Social
Security financing or whether other
forms of revenue should be added
depends on one's view of the program's
role. Observers who view Social
Security as a compulsory lifetime
savings program regard the payroll tax
as a proper, mandatory contribution to

. earned retirement benefits. . .
Others argue that the current Social

Security program combines two goals:,
wage-related 'benefits and non-wage-
related welfare payments. Financing, •
therefore, should come from two
sources :.-a flat payroll tax on earnings,
and the personal income tax, which is

-based more on ability to pay andls used
to finance-other major government
programs. Alternatively; welfare
aspects could be eliminated from Social
Security and absorbed by. other
government programs. .

—After all, they argue, why shpdld a
young worker earning only $10,000 a
year pay 6 per cent payroll tax to
support welfare, payments—for an
elderly person who may never have
contributed a dime to Social Security?

link between individual contributions

Facing the Future ;

Costs for the next. 25 years are
manageable, but serious financial

• problems will face Social Security after
the turn of century.

The recent and continuing decline in
the fertility rate will have a dramatic
impact on the ratio of old age, sur-
vivors, ' and disability \ insurance
beneficiaries to t ie number of workers
covered by the program.

Currently, there are 31 beneficiaries
per 100 covered workers. By the year
2025, as people from the post-World War
II baby boom' retlrer-the-number-of
beneficiaries will grow to more than 50
per 100 workers. Under, a pay-as-you-go
system, a 65 per cent increase in this
ratio implies an inevitable matching
increase in taxes. ,

- If Social Security continues to be
financed exclusively by payroll taxes,
expenditures for beneficiaries will rise
to 18 per cent of taxable payrolls in 2025,
with Medicare requiring another 8 per
cent. These high taxes are unavoidable
if the current ratio of benefits to pre-
retirement earnings id maintalhed and

~~TO remains the age of eligibility for full
retirement benefits. •

However, improvement In health and
life-expectancy of the aged and the
projected decline in the population of
working age between 2015 and 2035 may

' lead to pressure to postpone retirement •
age to, perhaps, 58. This would sub-
stantially reduce costs, '

The high costs associated with the
current system of financing in the face
of population shifts have rekindled
discussion about moving Social
Security from-pay-as-you-go to a
funded basis; Although the original

"^legislation ̂ of "1935 provided for the
creation of a substantial trust fund, the

-reservestHaVwouldhave-accumulated—
if workers' contributions had ' been
stockpiled for their retirement were
distributed to a first generation of

.retirees who never contributed.
- It makes little sense to ask the

current generation of low and middle
income workers to contribute not only

. for their own retirement but also, In
effect, for that first generation of

• retirees.
Therefore., the Social. Security

program will probably continue to be
financed on a pay-as-you-go basis. As

\ , people from the post-war baby boom
retire, however, a choice will have to be
made: whether to endure payroll taxes
of 18 per cent for old age and disability
benefits;' reduce-costs-by—lowering-
benefits-or extending the. retirement
age, or add other sources of revenue.
