Who's'
to say where the price will be this time
next year." Burdge stated.

A nine-member committee in Spr-
ingfield has made recommendations
for ways to conserve water to a slate
task force which is formulating plans to

-oombat-th&euprent-water-erisis
"The committee has directed the Spr-

.ingfield Police Department to send a
letter every two weeks to the state
Emergency Management Association
in Trenton listing the number of viola-
tions of Byrne's executive order '104,"
John Cottage, director of Springfield's
Emergency Management Office said.

"The committee also has recom-
mended that n questionnaire be sent to
various businesses asking if they have
facilities available to recycle their
water, whether the business have any
wells and how many persons are
employed," Cottage said.

Cottage said the Summit Regional
Board of Health has inspected all
restaurants in Springfield to make sure
they, have signs posted informing
patrons that water will hot be served
unless a person asks for it.

Under Byrne's executive order
municipal swimming,pools as well as
all recreational programs that use
water are banned from from uiing any

. waterTlntl! the rationing order is lifted.

According to Cottage, the Springfield
Fire Department plans to use a three-
acre lake near tho Houdallie Quarry in
Springfield for it's source of water.
, The Fu'ii uCp<irUi~[uiil i i rucycl -
ing water by .filling jts pumping
vehicles from rain run-off collected in a
550-gallon water tank which is in the.
ground below the township's municipal
building.. .

According to Cottage.'the committee
also has recommended three areas in
the township where water tank trucks
could be brought in and persons could
draw drinking water in the event the
crisis becomes so serious that persons
are limited to one gallon a day per per-
son.

"It would take another executive •
order for {his the most serious of
recommendations to be implemented,"
Cottage said.

In a caucus meeting Monday night,
Township Committeeman William

, Ruocco directed Walter Kozub,' the
township's engineer to investigate
whether the township can close the
flood gates of its detention basin and
use rain run-off as a further source of
.water for firefighters. "

"Portable pumps hnve been mounted
on the fire pumping vehicles to
facilitate drafting of. water from
streams and also from the underground
tank," Cuituge explained. ~ •

According to a spokesman for the.
weather bureau at Newark Interna-
lional Airport, northern New Jersey
has received 4.5 inches of rain so far
this month and rainfall is almost three

Early returns of the water entergen
cy questionnaire of the New Jersey
State Chamber of Commerce show that
the state's' business community has
recognized the seriousness of the pro-
blem and is acting to curtail
substantially the use of potable water.

Donald H. Scott, president of the
State Chamber, said the questionnaire
was sent to more than 14,000 industries
and businesses through the state:

"We are still getting a lot of returns in
each day's mail and it is too early-fan a .'
final tabulation. But the initial
responses show that: '

"Most respondents have designated
their employees to the urgent need to
save water both at home and at work.

"Much of the water used by industry
is not-actually consumed but is used for
cooling and similar processing func-
tions. ' - . • . • "

Some, companies. Scott- said.- in-
dicated water use reductions as high as

Chamber has developed a leaflet so that
businesses can alert their employees to
the urgent need to save water at home
and on the job. Scott said.

"We are. prepared to supply this
leaflet in quantity at our cost of produc-
tion and handling. The text is being cir-
culated lo businesses now along with an
order form. We arc suggesting use of
the leaflet as a payroll stuffer or for use
as a billing insert for a company's
customers. We'll supply them to any in-
terested organization." - .

l aw Project to establish
protections for elderly
The Community Mental HealtlvPro-

ject and Union County Legal Services
have announced the receipt of a Union
County Division on Aging Grant to"
establish a protection services program
for the elderly of Union County.

The program, through a grant j>f
more than $30,000, runs from Jan. f to ,
Dec. 31. -

"The program will have three com-
ponents to provide legal and non-legal
services for the elderly," according to
managing attorney Neal Berger of the
Law Project.

"The first component is to provide
counseling and other supportive social
services to those seniors who have been
physically or psychologically abused by
family or other persons. The program
has already established a,24-hour phone
number to receive complaints from
abused senior citizens.

"The second part of the program will
attempt to contact and notify residents
of licensed and unlicensed boarding
homes of their rights under the new
Boarding Home and Rooming House"

Act. Such residences located in Union-
Coufity will be visted and personal con-
tact will be made with residents inform-
ing them of their rights and obligations
under this law.

"The third segment of this program
will be the continuation of general legal
and non-legal services to the elderly",
Berger said. •

Both Berger, and Richard W. Ben-
nett, director of Union County Legal
Services,, feelthis program tq.both
novel and unique in that both law of-
fices have come together to propose a
project that will benefit the elderly
located throughout the county.

Law Project to establish
protections for elderly

The Community Mental Health Pro-
ject and Union County Legal Services
have announced the receipt of a Union
County Division on Aging Grant to
establish a protection services program
for the elderly of Union County.

The program, through a grant of
more than $30,000, runs from Jan. 1 to
Dec. 31.

"The program' will have three com-
ponents to provide legal and nomlegal
services for the elderly," according to
managing attorney Neal Berger of the
LawProject.

"The first component is to provide
counseling and other supportive social
services to those seniors who have been
physically or psychologically abused by
family or other persons. The program
has already established a 24-hour phone
number to receive complaints' from
abused senior citizens.

"The second part of the program will
attempt to contact and notify residents
of licensed and unlicensed boarding
homes of their rights under the new
Boarding Home and Rooming House

Act. Such residences located in Union
County will be visted and personal con-
tact will be made with residents inform-
ing them of their rights and obligations
under this law.

"The third segment of this program
will be the continuation of general legal
and non-legal services to the elderly",
Berger said.

Both Berger, and Richard W. Ben-
nett, director of Union County Legal
Services, feel this program to both
novel and unique in that both law of-
fices have come together to propose a
project that will .benefit the elderly
located throughout the county.

The first few months of 1981 will be
spent in reaching all existing programs
and centers that assist seniors to in-
form them and their clients of this pro-
gram, and the specialized services it
will provide. Any nursing home or
senior citizen organization desiring to
have someone from this program come
