Devoted to., improving creativity
among children and helping them
become better writers. Wasserman. a
14-year resident, is an educational
therapist who consults children on neu'.
writing techniques from her home.

Her clients range from pre-school
children lo high school students...

"Write and Sew provides a method,
an organizational plan for writing and
creates a comfortable mode of expres-
sion for all children," Wasserman said.

"The purpose of Write and Sew is to.
allow a child to consciously examine
their composition process and develop
a set of writing experiences which is
designed to improve their ability to
write," Wasserman added. -

According to Wasserman, the "Write
and Sew approach.to better writing is:
The more well-organized a ,wrilor is,
the better he is able to fell his story.

"I feel teaching is a process of design-
ing and building an environment that
allows students to grow and develop to
their potential, as well as enjoying the
process while attaining their goals,"
Wasserman said.

The Write and Sew technique-begins
with several different colored index
cards. The cards have the words, who,
what, where, why and how printed at'
the top. The child picks a topic and
h lhe first .card with thi» unrri

can be transferred or eliminated to
restore all or part of (he money cut
from Byrne's original requests.

•Hardwick. a member of the commit-
tee, 'said he thought a compromise
would be reached with the legislature
restoring approximately $38 million of
the $W million. .

A lot of family budgets are still smar-

ting from the impact of staggering
heating costs this' winter. Many
homeowners are planning to take steps
this spring to prepare for next year's
bcatirjg season. The instillation of wood
stoves and the addition of attic insula-
tion are two improvements which many
people are making to cut their oil, gas
or electric heating bills.

In many cases, not enough care has
gone into the installation of wbod stoves
and insulation. Last year, there were.,
almost 1,500 burn victims treated in
hospital emergency rooms across the
country whose injuries resulted from
wood and coal burning stoves.

. If you are going to install a wood
stove or add insulation to your attic this

. year, follow these safety tips:
WOOD AND COAL STOVES: Check

your local building and fire code re-
quirements before you buy any wood or
coal stove. Don't rely on a sales person
that a particular stove is universally
approved. Your municipality.may have
special code requirements. Look for a
stove which has been approved by a na-
tionally recognized testing agency and
beware of old or used stoves. Cracks
may allow deadly carbon monoxide gas
to escape from the stove:

Unless you are extremely handy do
not attempt to install a wood or coal
burning stove yourself. This is not the'
kind of job for the occasional Saturday-
afternoon putterer.' It's a serious job
that should be done by someone with

the necessary skill and knowledge^
If you do tackle the job yourself,

check with your local building code of-
ficial or. fire department fan installation
requirements, inspection and permit
procedure and any other safety recom-
mendations they may have. This should.
be your first step', before you begin any
work or purchase any materials. You

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will avoid costly mistakes if you check
the official requirements first rather
than being informed your installation
doesn't conform after the job is finish-
ed. . .-•

ATTIC INSULATION": It would be a
mistake simply to lay down insulation
in your attic without taking the proper
safeguards that are necessary to avoid
a.possibleelectricalfire. .

You should keep insulation at least
three inches away from the sides of
recessed light fixtures in the attic. In
addition to electrical fixtures, there are
other heat producing devices that may
protrude through.the attic floor—flues
of furnaces, water heaters and spaces,
for example. Avoid placing insulation
near such fixtures since it could intrap
heat, resulting m fire..

Even if a ceiling light fixture which
protrudes into the attic is an enclosed
unit,it can result in a dangerous situa-
tion if covered with insulation. Heat can
be entrapped under the insulation and
btold up. There are, however, certain
fixtures which have been designed-for
installation under insulated surfaces.
These fixtures, called IC fixtures, first
went on sale in 1978 and are marked,
"Type-IC."

The.U.S. Consumer Product Safety
Commission recommends that, in any
do-it-yourself insulation job, you read
the directions on the insulation package
carefully. You should be careful not to
damage electrical wires—particularly
old, brittle wires—when installing the
insulation. You should ask your local
building or fire official how to install a
barrier around ceiling light fixtures
and flues in the attic floor to keep in-

.the New Jersey General Fund Bucjget is
for capita) outlay and debt service. The
budget, for fiscal year 1981-82.recently.
submitted by the governor is no excep-
tion. The two sections combined total
$217 million, slightly over 5 percent of
proposed (4,131 million General Fund
spending. Capital outlay would be $37.7
million and debt service $179.7 million.

Capital outlay includes acquisition of
land, the planning, engineering and
construction of highways arid bridges,
and purchase of new -buildings and
various types of equipment. Debt ser-
vice is the payment of bond principal
and interests on general obligation
bonds previously approved by voters
and sold by the state to provide cash to
pay for various capital facilities.

Proposed spending for capital outlay
in fiscal 1982 is $5.5 million less than
authorized in the present fiscal year.
Debt service, on the other hand,- is $6,5
million more. The state is currently
paying interest on 23 different bond
authorizations with a total of $1,670
million outstanding on July 1. 1981.
Voters have approved an additional
$1,288.5 million oT bonds which the state
has not yet sold.

• The cartoon by Chan Lowe of The
Oklahoma City l imes shows'a middle-
aged worker sitting at his desk at home
with a pile of papers and his pocket
calculator in front of him. Seemingly
stunned by what he has just realized, he
calls out to his wife: "Honey. I think
we're finally going to pull, out of debt
this year...Honey?" . " . . — :

. There is, of course, no response from
his dumbfounded wife who, standing
directly behind him, is being held in the
clutches of a masked robber who had
his hand over her mouth and his gun
pointed at her bead. Across his chest is
emblazoned "Social Security."

' Like most cartoons, this one seems
funnier when seen then when described,
but is nonetheless a maryelously
humorous depection that is sure to
strike a responsive note in the hearts,
minds and pockelbooks or anyone who
has received a payVaise which, were it
not for inflation's incredible impact,
would be considered hefty—and then
seen a substantial portion of the in-
crease eaten up by the higher Social
Security payroll tax rate which went in-
to effect on Jan. 1.

Yet Lowe's.cartoon is not a totally
true representation of the attitudes of
most Americans, contrary.to popular
belief, it appears that both older.and
younger Americans generally share the
same views about maintaining and
strengthening Ihe Social Security
system, '

In a nationwide public opinion survey
conducted for AARP and NRTA, the
Hamilton & Staff research firm recent-
ly found surprising similarities in the
views of those 55 and older and those
ages 25 through 54 on what to do—and
what not to do—to solve the financial
problems that currently plague toe
system.

According to'tbe national sample of
1,261 respondents, the overwhelming
majority of both younger and older per-
sons do not approve of most proposed
reductions in Social Security benefits to
help stabilize the system over the next
few years. • .

. For example, the survey found that 78
percent of those, under age 55 and 81
percent of those over 55 oppose reduc-
ing benefits to those who will begin
receiving Social Security benefits in
1982. Clear majorities of both age
groups are also against placing a ceil-
ing on cost-of-livlng benefit increases,
reducing or eliminating benefits to
dependent spouses who become eligible
in 1982, and eliminating the $225 Social
Security lump sum death benefit.

Interestingly, a proposal to reduce or
eliminate. Social Security student
benefits for dependents drew mixed
reactions that ran contrary, to what
might have been expected. Fifty per-
cent of those under 55 supported the.
proposal while 44 percent of that age
group opposed It;. those over 55,
however, were split, evenly on the issue
with 43 percent supporting and *s pw-

the majority of both groups (59 percent
and 56 percent respectively) said they
would support general revenue financ-
ing of Medicare Part A even if '.'it would
mean only lower-income people would
becovered." ; . : ' • .
. Proposals to tax Social Security
benefits in order to rake revenue for
the system is opposed by the majority
of respondents from both age groups
(61 percent of those under 55 and 68 per-

- cent of those over 55).- Also opposed is
any further increase in the Social
Security payroll tax (58 percent and 51
percent). ' . -

When asked to consider solutions to
the long-term problems of. Social
Security, both young (81 percent) and
old (79 percent) strongly endorsed the
use of incentives to encourage older
workers to stay on.the job longer and
delay drawing Social Security benefits.
The majority-of-both age-groups also
supports steps to .relate future Social
Security benefits more closely to
workers'earnings and contributions (64 .
percent arid 62 percent) and- to cover
any future deficit in the Social Seeurty
Trust Fund out of general tax revenues
(61 percent and 63 percent).

Neither age group supports raising
the eligibility age for Social Security
benefits from 65 to 68 (64 percent of
those under age 55 and 58 percent of
those over 55 oppose this option).

Even the most basic strip patchwork
techniques' can produce exciting
results, as the book proves through
beautiful examples of strip patchwork
pillows, placemats, quills, tote bags,
and even T-shirts.. Here are. directions
for placemats using easy strip pat-
chwork . techniques from Dudley's
book:

MATERIALS: Two colors of plain,
45-inch-width fabric for patchwork.
One-half yard 45-inch-width fabric to
back two placemats, polyester batting,"
two yards of bias tape per placemat,
scissdrs.'ruler, pencil, sewing supplies,
iron, yardsticks straight edge.
-STRIP PATCHWORK DIREC-
TIONS: To assure a straight edge, tear
a narrow strip from edge of fabric.
Mark 3.5 inches from edge. Clipjn from
selvage for ease in tearing. Tear off the
3.5-inch strip.

background. However, I'm not certain
just what kind of walls I should have.

We have lots of accessories from our
previous home and so I'd prefer paint to
paper on the walls.—T.T.

A. You might like a deep color for the
walls to contrast with your light fur-
niture. The darlrwaihrwill, of course,
make the room seem smaller, but some
people feel that the darker shade gives
a more intimate feeling which they. like.

If you do paint a deep brown or rust or
blue or some other pleasant rich tone,

' remember that if you use a glossy finish
you will have better light reflection
than if you use a matte finish. And, too,
plan for lots more artificial light in your
room if your walls are dark.

Lighting experts tell us that about 89
to 90. percent oC the light is reflected
when walls are white but only 15 to 16
percent is reflected when the walls are
a medium to deep brown.

Q. We have a 5-by-5 foot window in
our living room which we want to get
curtains or something else for.

The window was hidden from view by
a large hutch which we thought we'd
never move two years ago when we pur-
chased curtains for the sliding glass
door. So, we didn't buy a matching cur-
tain, and of course, the department
store doesn't carry this particular cur-
tain anymore. ' •

The curtain for the sliding glass door
is a two-tone gold print. Our rug is a
medium greon, the wall semi-gloss
white, the couch is beige with blues,
gold, brown and black and a chair is in
dark brown leather. — C.S.

A. You could choose a window cover-
ing that is altogether different from the
curtain at your sliding door.. For exam-
ple, you could-choose wooden •shutters

Ho HHs-fr-faMy-brge-
window, my choice would be to buy new
matching coverings, for door and
window-^ven if the existing curtain is
good: You need not buy expensive
ones—instead' look for ready-mades
that you could adapt at your windows.

I think the additional cost would be
worth it in the end because anything
you put at the smaller window is not go- •
ingto look well planned—but rather an
afterthought.-' •

Q. We have a very plain house that I
am trying to give a Spanish flavor to.
Our main problem is the living room
where I am having the walls redone in a
very heavy stucco finish.

We have removed the old carpet and
put a glazed tile which is beautiful. But
I don't know how to treat a set of three
windows (the only ones in {he room) V
across the front of our living room. The
center window is about two feet taller
than the ones on each side of it,
• although they arc the same width.

I had thought about installing a heavy
black wrought iron pole across the wall
and handing draperies from that! But I
am afraid that would look peculiar
becuase of the various'heights of the
windows. • ' . , ' • •

Do you have a solution that will give
me a Spanish feeling? —W.PX. .

A. You might consider having a
carpenter build you a lambrequin to
place over your windows. This wooden
frame could be designed with an arched
portion over the center window and
straight lines over the two smaller win-
dows. . • ' . - . '

The lambrequin could be the frame
from which you could hand whide
wooden shutters. Paint the'shutter the
wall color for a more formal look or a
dark stain for a more Moorish look.
