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When bees invade, Oherlegets abuzz

There" are few peoplevwilling to

move thousands of bees, but that is
,whal Conrad Obcrle does when
bees begin to moke homes where
(hey arc not wanted.

Oberle has been working for
various towns in the area as an.
apiarist for many years. His job,
handling bees, is something to be
respected.
, The 59-year-old Union resident is,
called by the police, fire depart-
ments or the county to solve bee
problems. Last year he took 26
calls from towns throughout the
area. He is in such demand that he
must wear a paging beeper so that-
he can be contacted quickly and
TSSsily.

Although Obcrle works alone, he
always has someone to talk to
when he is on the job. Passers-by
make frequent comments! and
Oberle is quick to talk back to
them and taunt them good-
naturedly on their cowardice. As
people watch from what theycotr-
sider a safe distance, he offers
them handfuls of bees scooped up
from his swarm. Very few-of the
watchers take the bees that are of-
fered, and most run away.

His' willingness to touch bees
without fear comes from his
knowledge of—and respect
for—the working insects. He
knows they are harmless unless
provoked.

A sign on his van says it all.
"Keep out! Bee yard! If you don't
bfitjier us, we won't bother you!"
They may be harmless most of the
time, but as he said, "If I had a
penny for every time Î got stung,
I'd own Union.".

That may seem like a lot of bee
stings, but compared to the
number of bees he has handled, it
is next' to nothing. On".' one call
alone; he estimated there were ap-
proximately 200,000 beesv In his
private collection, he has 27 col-
onies with 80,000 to 120,000 bees in
each colony. :

Oberle, retired one year, raises
bees.[or honey and pleasure. This
year, his bees have produced ap-
proximately one ton of honey. In
other years, they have produced as
many as six tons.
• The bee business has been a way
of life for him. He learned the
tricks of the trade 50 years ago, at
age nine. His teacher was Adolph
Hubcr, now 99 years old and a resi-
dent of Chester.

'; Now Oberle teaches apiarist
courses to college students. He has
taught at Rutgers University, New
Brunswick, and lectured at Kean
College in Union. He also is. very
willing to tell facts about bees to
people who watch him/at work. He
hopes to help, people understand
bees, so they will be less afraid of
them. "I wish people knew more
about bees," he said. "It's just ig-,
norance that makes them scared."

He backs up what he says about
bees with demonstrations. As1

Oberle described the physical dif-
ferences between male and female
bees, he used live models. He
pointed out the males' darker
body, and when heisaid that male
bees were harmless because they
do not have stingers, he popped
one in his mouth to prove his point.

Bees are what Conrad Oberle en-
joys most. He admires their
lifestyle and work. As he pointed to
the bees in his bucket, he said,
"This is the truest form of comi
munism. Everyone works for the
state. Even the Russians couldn't'
do it so well. Nobody could live so
good...They die for the state."

Each bee has a job to do, and it is
done for all of its short lifetime, in
which they never sleep, according
to Oberle. Bees do not only worlrat
reproducing and making honey, he
said, but they also work to keej?
their wings beating—961 times
every minute. ' .

Although Oberlc's first love is
bees'; he has not limited himself to
them. He enjoys gardening and\
most things that he can do out-
doors. He .grows wild herbs, but
