The revi-
sion will, most importantly, increase
the number of credits needed to
graduate from 92 to 120, taking effect

The board's original vote was split, 4-
4,ashajf voted for the first increase of
1 » credits, the remaining for the se-
cond increase, which was decided after
discussion, of 115. The stalemate was
broken by' board newcomer' Joseph

Vaughn's change to favoring 120.
.Throughout the dkusskn, the basic'

difference between a student's ability
and ambitkn to meet a higher goal and
their individual capability limitations
against a higher goal was weighed.

• "The 28 additional credits is such a.
. large increase over the present total,"
Dr. ftartin Siege!, director of the
Education Committee, said in his ap-
peal to the l»ard to reconsider increas-
ing to,120 credits. "To the students, will
the increase' in credit requirement
represent a challenge—or difficult

•task?" • • . .
He presented a study of the district's

1980 graduating class, analyzing its per-
formance by credits earned. Based only
on four-year students, itshowed that 7?
percent achieved 116 credits: of more, 23
percent 115 or less. •

"6f the 23 percent, for how many
students will 120 credits be a challenge,

and bow many impossible?" he asked
the board.

He added that when the committee
arrived at the increase to 120 credits,
the I960 class study was not available to"
them, and its decision was based on the
average student and not individual stu-
dent needs. - S

The study was broken down into dif-
ferent cut-off points, which included a
school-by-school analysis of credits
earned. Siege! pointed out that each of.
the schools bad its own environment
and Character and should be viewed as
such. As an example, he noted that only
one school produced the entire 1 per-
cent that earned 150 credits.

A student's choice of study programs,
such.as early release, study hall,
business [ or college—preparatory--
classes, also affects the credit-earning
