This graying -trend will have a pro-
found affect on the future shape of New
Jersey'and the manner in which it is
governed.

To the average older American, ac-

cording to a recent report, from the
Senate Special Commiuee on Aging.
"Nursing homes have become almost
synonymous with death and prolonged
suffering before death."

Yet, despite such feelings of fear and
guilt that generally accompany any
consideration of placing someone in a
nursing home, that «t*w»$ŷ  can often
be the best possible solution for the pa-
tient and for his or her loved ones.

A nursing home heed not be a. dead
end, however; with proper
rehabilitative efforts, many' of the
residents of a proficient home go can
eventually go home to live independent-
ly again.

It is true that there have been and
f^ntirwff to* be a number of substandard
nursing homes with scandalous condi-
tions, and homes like these should be'
either cleaned up of closed down. But it
also is true that the majority of the na-
tion's nursing homes try their best to
provide competent, - compassionate

care for the patients under, what are at
• best,. trying conditions and cir-
cumstances.

Experts agree that quality nursing
home care can be found, if one knows
where and how to look. The first major '
consideration is determining which
type of home will best meet the needs of
te patient

There are four basic types:
• Residential homes, which provide

general supervision and a protective,'
group-living environment but no
special medical or nursing services.
These homes are not covered by .
Medicare or Medicaid,

• Intermediate care;homes, which
generally offer a minimum amount of
medical care, primarily nursing. Too
many of these homes may provide little
more than custodial care, even though
21-hour care is susposed to be provided.
These homes may receive Medicaid
reimbursement ' .

• Skilled nursing homes, which pro-
vide 2fnour nursing services as well as

'preventive, whuMlilatiifl;''aj»J soffa)

care. These homes are eligible for ac-
creditation by the Joint Commission on
Accreditation of Hospitals and are
covered under Medicare and Medicaid.

• Extended care homes, which pro-
vide an extension of hospital care on a
long-term, but not necessarily perma-
nent, basis. Around-the-clock nursing

d d i l i arep
susposed to be available. These homes
are eligible for accreditation and for
Medicare, and some private insurance.

The next step is .to find the proper
type of home in .the best possible toca-
tion. This is particularly important if
family and friends are willing and able'
to visit the patient. One should look for
licensed facilities that are eligible for
reimbursement, upon which the patient
or family expects to rely.

Finally, homes should be inspected
by the family and, whenever possible,
the patient.

With proper investigation, the choice
can be a good one for all concerned.

The system utilizes a
mastic compound and
glass fabric and bridges
cracks rather than filling
them.

With this crack bridging
system, you simply brush

on a first coat of the
master material, covering
about 2»j inches on each
side of the crack. Then you
apply glass fabric, anchor-
ing it in the first coat of
mastic by smoothing it in-
to place with an ap-
plicator. The fabric itself
is only the thickness of a
good coat of paint. This
will dry in several hours.

Tben 'a second coat of
mastic is brush^applied,
filing all voids in the glass
fabric, and spreading out
along edges of fabrics.

ounce oxalic acid to one
quart of water. Caution:
oxalic acid is poison,.so
use rubber gloves and han-
dle with care. Let the solu-
tion'stahd one hour, then
rinse.with clear water.
. A second treatment may

be helpful if the spot
refuses to yield.

If the second application
of oxalic acid-fails, sand
the area with No M sand-
paper and apply a mat-
ching finish, feathering
out into surrounding floor
area. Let dry. buff lightly
With No. 00 steel wool. Ap-
ply second coat finish, .let
dry and wax.

If spot is still visible, the
only remaining remedy is
to replace the affected
flooring. Also note th3t ox-
alic acid is a bleaching
agent- Wherever ills used
•The treated floor area will
probably have to be stain-
ed and refihished to match.

He and his team of four staff
members keep the dust from settling on
the state university's, collection of
historical manuscripts and New
Jerseyana as they daily assist the
varied professional and amateur
researchers who bring scholarly pro-
blems to Sinclair's office door.

"Collecting and preserving , anti-
quarian materials is pointless unless
research and scholarship are effective-.
ly served," explained Sinclair.

"Our task," he said, "is to deal with
those research problems, narrow them
down and fit the resource materials to
the need." All this in addition to the
painstaking-efforts his rlrparlmftnt.
