Although Rover has a coat of fur that
looks warm and cuddly, pel owners
should-ba aware thal fur alone does not
offer pets sufficient pt'otecllon durmg
cold weather.

'Vincent Budzeika. business
ministrator of the Rahway Kindness
Kennels, said most dogs can be ac-
climated te the winter- temperatures,

* but dogs that are used to being in the

house, most of the time, should not be
left outside. “We recemmend that peo-
ple use common sense and, If it is ex-

tremely cold, it wouldn't-hurt to-bring -

_the dog inside for the night." hesaid.
Dogs which are kept oytside, all of the
time, should have a winterized houge

which provides .adeguale protection .
