Teachers: no pact is
reason to take walk

More than 350 Unian County Reglonal
High School district teachers have
taken a ‘'no contract — no work" pusx-
tion.

The resolution was passed nearly
unanimously during a recent, special
meeting of the district's texchers in the
Springfield Knights of Columbus hall,
according to Evelyn McGill, president
of Local 3417 AFL-CIO.

“Today’s strike vote is the first step
in letting the board know where we all

Fireworks shll up in air

“On the posltwe side, we may break
even,"” explained John Colinge, the
director of this year's Fourth of July
celebration.

As reported earlier tlus month, the
annual fireworks display is in danger of
belng discontinued in the future if
public ‘interest, in the form of gate
donations and business contributions, is
not increased. Cosls are inereasing
with inflation and this year, despite the
largest crowd ever to see the fireworks,
the final ledger showed a probable loss
qven though donations were still trickl-
ing intwo weeks ago.

“In 1982 aboul $4,200 was collected,
Just $300 short of the cost of the celebra-
tion, Of that, $500 were donations from
local businesses, down (rom $800 con-
tributed last year. The rest came from
the largest gate collection in years at-
tributed to perfect weather and the
Jewish War Veterans and American
Legion, who were mannning the gates.

‘“They were a real help; the major
contributing factor to why the gate eok-
lection was so good, " said Cottage, who
is also the director of emergency
management in Lhe township.

Cottage added that withoul the help of
those two groups the lirewarks could
not have been put on, since emergency
management does not have enough
members Lo cover the gates,

He said part of the problem is thal
some people walk in but don't pay.
What hurts contributions even more, he
cxplained, is the large crowds thal
walch from acroas the street, at the
high school and in the retention basin
but contribute nothing to defray costs.

Also, since Moisel Field is a county
park the town cannat charge anyone lo
gee the fireworks. Meisel Field also is
the only appropriate place to put on the
show, Cottage explained.

“*About four years ago it slmost was

— discontinued, The committee which ran

it disbanded.’ If ‘emergency manage-
ment sald no,, 1t would have to be
discontinued,” Cottugc warned:

“‘Algo, the'more the town has to cougl\
up, the more likely they're going to say
wo'renot golng todo it anymore.”

are not met.

The release stated further: “The -

Roard of Education indicated that it hat
been and will continue fo negotiate with
the new teachers’ union, the AFT, in
good faith. However, in recognition of
the threats that the AFT has given to
the Board of Education, including ad-
vising the board and the newspapers
that it has approved a strike, il was
necesgary that the beard recognize this
possibility and autherize its ad-
ministration to deal with this confingen-
ey

- Tt was indicaled that the main objec-
tive In giving extraordinary powers lo
the superintendent is te assure the
citizens and students that the schools
will be apen, that they will be maintain-
ed and secure, The superintendent was
nuthorized to hire teacher personnel,
appropriate security personnel and to

arrange for transportation of teachers

and students to and from the varlous
high schools maintained by the Board
of Edueation. The board further in-
dicated tha since a strike is illegal
undet the laws of New Jersey, should a

strike oceur, it will denl with that
aspect In the courts and seek ap-

" prapriate court sanctions, The board

directed 1ts atforneys to prepare all
necassary documents te accomplish its
abjncllves "

Hargaining rights for teachers in the

four regional high schools in a secret
ballet election last December,; McGill
said, It, sinée -February, has been in
negotiation with the Board of Education
and now is in mediation.

The four regional high schoals are
Jonathan Dayton in Springfield, Gover-
nor Livingston in Berkeley Heights, Ar-
thur L. Johnson in Clark and David
Brearley in Kenilworth,

It
has also ‘been assumed, considering
their prcsuge. relatively high income
and economic security, that they.all
lead happy and contented personal
lives. Now.comes a study which in-
dicates that all is not so good with doc-
tors as one m1ght .expect. This study-
was reported in the New England Jour-
nat of Medicine. —

lo have the responsibllity for life or
death, to be an almost constant witness
to lllnoss and ‘suffering, to.feel the
hélplessness that comes with knowing
that a patient is probably geing to die no

Tace, lo becdmc aware of them and to
express them. Yet'physicians are com.
pelled, by the nature of their work, to do
the very opposite — to deny, supress
and bury their true feeljngs.
1t is inevitable that this should take
its toll in the physician’s psychological
well-being. Some resulls indicate. that
the toll is, indeed, a high one, The rate
_of shicide ‘and therate of drug addiction
is many times greater for doctors as.a
whole than it is for the rest of the

‘population and we know, that both of

these — drug addiction and suicide —
are evidences of great emotional stress.

The nature of the doctor's werk. also
has an impact on the doctor's family.
Begause of his almost total precceupa-
tion with his work — because it is so
demaending and because he needs
always to be on ¢all and available to his
patients in the event of an emergency —
he is- drawn away from the normal,
relaxed participation in family iife that
is enjoyed, as a matter of course, by
people in other occupations. Also, his
perspective is apt te be distorted with
respect to he problems members of his
family may be having.

The problems of the woman doctor'

may be even greater. Psychiatrists who
‘have studied this matier point out that 2
woman doctor has to contend not only
with the problems which come with be-
ing a doctor, but also the problem of
trying to juggle a career with the tasks
of being a mother and wife, On top of
the frustration of trying to do both well

within an impossible time schedule and .

with_the limitations: of patience and
strenth, she is hlso likely lo feel guilty
that she is depriving her children and

~husband of the attention they might ex-

ct.

The problem is even worse when both

parents are doctors because then the
family feels the impact of the problems
of both. It would be remarkable if the
children in such families did not
emerge with higher potential for emo-
tional problems than the children of
most other families.

If there is any conclusion to be drawn

from this discussion, it might be that it
would be helpful for physicians to de-
‘mand less -from .themselves, to
that they are not
superhuman, thal they are as
vulnerable as, and .even more
vulnerable, to human problems than
most others. Likewise, it would be
helpful if patients see their doctor more.
realistically, as people subject lo
stress, anxiety, (rustration and even
failure, like any other human being,
and not expect him to be perfect all the
time.

Tax claim can éase theft losses

“Commen sense dictates that quick

reporting of burgiaries maximizes the-

chances of recovery. And if your Home
is the ane out of six that will be robbed
this year, you should support your in-
surance claims with defniled records.
According to the New Jersey Society of
Accountants
- (NJSCPAs), however, these records
can also support tax deductions taken
for unrecevered theft losses.

In most cases, you can't deduct the
total value of possessions stolen from
you, CPAs note; but taking the proper
gteps-can lessen the final, amount of
your loss. Start by reporting the rob-
bery to hath the police department and
your insurance company, Their records
ol your report are helpful, especially i
the theft loss is questioned. Generally
deductions are not allowed for misplac-
ed or lost valuables.

Keeping a_complete, up- to-date in-
ventory of your possessions and their
value makes repm:tj_q& -ensier. And

ing items, you can determine the total
amount of your loss, The amount of the
tax deduction you take depends on the
worth af the item and thé amount of any
reimbursement you reccive from in-
surance -and any other source. You
must subtract an additional $100 for
each thelt before you claim a tax deduc-
_tion. 8o if yob have a thefl loss of $600
and the ingurance company reimburses’
$400, your deduction is $100.
The formula to determine the deduc-
tion uses the lower of the fair market

- value or the adjusted basis of the, nro-

perty. From this total. subtract the in-
surance reimbursement and $100.

The (nir market value of the item s
the price at which it could be sold. Your
deduction might be limited for an unin-
sured loss on theft of valuable property
with low purchase price. That's
because the lower of the fair market
valueor the cost basis is used.

Say an inherited set of silver, current-
ly worth $7,000 is stolen. Al the time of
the inheritance, the silver was worth
$2,000. Later, you had it reappraised
and insured it for $4,000, the amount
you were reimbursed, Since the in-
surance returned more than your basis

— its value when you inherited it ~ you
actually have a gain and nof a loss.

- CPAs say you can report and deduct

- all losses in the year in which they de-

cur. But if you deduct a theft loss in one
year and receive compensaltion the next

year, you must remrl‘lhe compensa-
tion as income.
